I have the honour to refer to the recent discussions and exchanges of
correspondence which have taken place between the Canadian Embassy an
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs concerning the proposed modification of th
Agreement between Canada and Portugal for Air Services which was signé
at Lisbon on April 25, 1947.*

2. In accordance with the provisions of Article 8 of the Agreement, I now
have the honour to propose that paragraphs 3 and 4 of the Annex to the Agree”
ment be modified to read as follows:

(i) in English

“3. The route to be operated by the designated airline of the Govern-
ment of Canada shall be:

Montreal, via such intermediate stopping places as may be mutually

agreed, to the Azores and/or Lisbon and countries beyond in

reasonably direct line in both directions.
4. Canadian Pacific Air Lines, as the designated airline of the Goverp”
ment of Canada, shall, for the operation of this service, be deemed
be qualified to fulfill the conditions referred to in Article 2 paragraP
(2) of this Agreement.”

(ii) in Portuguese
