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C. Documents on Arrivai

2.10 Standard. In respect of a ship's arrivai in port, public authorities
shail not require more than:

5 copies of the General Declaration
4 copies of the Cargo Deciaration
4 copies of the Ship's Stores Declaration
2 copies of the Crew's Effects Declaration
4 copies of the Crew List
4 copies of the Passenger List
1 copy of the Maritime Declaration of Health.

D. Documents on Depcart&re

2.11 Standard. In respect of a ship's departure from port, public authorities
shall not require more than:

5 copies of the General Declaration
4 copies of the Cargo Declaration
3 copies o! the Ship's Stores Declaration
2 copies o! the Crew List
2 copies o! the Passenger List.

2.11.1 Recommended Practice. A new Cargo Declaration should not be

re quired on departure £rom, a' port in respect of cargo which has, been the

sub et of a declaration on arrivai in that port and which has remained on
board.

2.11.2 Recommended Practice. A separate Ship's Stores, Declaration on
departure should not be required in respect of ship's stores which have been'
the subject of a dec.laration on arrivai, nor in respect of stores shipped in the

port and covered by another customs document presented. in that'port.

2.11.3 Standard. Where public authorities reqtiire information about the

crew of a ship on its departure, a copy of the Crew List, presented on arriva,,
shall be accepted on departure if signed again and endorsed to indicate anl
change in the number or composition of the crew or to indicate that no sc
change has occurred.

E. Measures to Facitate Clearan-ce of Cargo,
Passengers, Crew and Bag gage

2.12 Recommended Practice. Public authorities shoilld, with the co-opera-
tion of shipowners and port administrations, take appropriate measures t

the end that port time may be kept ti> a minimum and should provide satiS-
factory port tramei flow arrangements, should frequently review ail procedures
in connexion with the arrivai and departure of ships including arrangeet

for embarkatîon and disembarkation, loading and unloading, servicing au4c
the like. They should aiso make arrangements whereby cargo sbips and thei2'
loads can be entered and cleared, insofar as may be practicable, at the sbW>
working area.

2.12.1 Recommended Practiee. Public authoriities should, with the CO'
operation of shipowners and port administrations, take appropriate meaue

te the end that satisfactory port trafic flow arrangements are provided so tl*t
