trade mission from February 12-22, 
2002, to promote Canada's business 
ties with Russia and 
Germany.  The Prime 
Minister will be joined by 
provincial premiers, terri-
torial leaders and busi-
ness executives from 
across the country. They will travel to 
Moscow, Berlin and Munich. 

In 2000, Canada's two-way trade with 
Russia reached nearly $870 million.
