The Heads of State or Government recall that in their • Tokyo Statement on international terrorism they aareed to make 
hc, 1 978 7n—in Declaration more effective in dealina with all 

forms of terrorism affecting civil aviation. To this end, in 
cases where a country refuses extradition or prosecution of those 
who have committed offences described in the Montreal Convention 
for the Surpression of Unlawful Acts against the Safety of Civil 
Aviation and/or does not return the aircraft involved, the Heads 
of *State or Government are jointly resolved that their 
Governments shall take immediate .action to cease flights to that 
country as stated in the Bonn Declaration. 

At the same time, their Governments will initiate 
action to halt incoming flights from that country or from any 
country by the airlines of the country concerned as stated in the 
Bonn Declaration. 

The Heads of State or Government intend also to extend 
the Bonn Declaration in due time to cover any future relevant 
amendment to the above Convention or any other aviation 
conventions relating to the extradition or prosecUtion of the 
offenders. 

The Heads of State or Government urge other governments 
to join them in this commitment. • 
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
