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than a Soviet initiative), he preceded this statement by
specifically referring to the programme of scientific
cooperation with Canada.

. The Inuit Circumpolar Conference was established in
1977 as an international assembly of Inuit from
Canada, Alaska and Greenland. Although invited,
Soviet Yuit have never attended. The Conference
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
