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3. If the Parties are unable to agree on the ternis of such a submission within
three months of such a notification, cither PartY May submit the question of the
seaward extension of the maritime boiundarY to the Chamber of five judges constituted
in accordance with this Special Agreement.

4. The provisions of this Special Agreement shahi be apphied, mutatis mutandis,to the proceedings under this Article, and the decision of the Chamber shail be final
and binding upon the Parties.

ARTICLE VIII

This Special Agreement shall enter into force on the date of the entry into force
of the Treaty between the Government of Canada and the Governnxent of the UnitedStates of America to Submit to Binding Dispute Settlement the Delimitation of themaritime Boundary in the Gulf of Maine Area signed this day. It shail remain in
force unless and until it is terminated in accordance with the provisions of the said
Treaty or until the said Treaty is terminated.
