RECORD OF UNDERSTANDING

TO THE FREE TRADE AGREEMENT BETWEEN

CANADA
AND
THE STATES OF THE

EUROPEAN FREE TRADE ASSOCIATION
(ICELAND, LIECHTENSTEIN, NORWAY AND SWITZERLAND)

General

It is the understanding of the Parties that where the Free Trade
Agreement between Canada and the States of the European Free Trade
Association (Iceland, Liechtenstein, Norway and Switzerland), hereinafter
referred to as the “Free Trade Agreement”, requires that a Party notify the Joint
Committee, such obligation is met through a Party’s notifications to all other
Parties.

Related to Article 10 - Customs duties

It is the understanding of the Parties that paragraph 3 of Article 10
applies only to the originating products of the Parties covered by paragraph 1.

Related to Article 13 - Temporary entry

1 It is the understanding of the Parties that sub-paragraph 1(b) of
Article 13 applies to after-sale and after-lease services provided by persons
repairing and servicing, supervising installers, and setting up and testing
commercial or industrial equipment, including computer software. Setting up
does not include hands-on installation generally performed by persons in the
construction or building trade, such as electricians and pipefitters. After-sale or
after-lease services also include the provision of familiarization or training
sessions to potential users.
