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from monopolistic practices. If so, what

action does the government propose to take?

Hon. Ron Basford (Minister of Consum-
er and Corporate Affairs): Mr. Speaker, it is
long established practice not to reveal names
of those who lodge complaints or information
with us. Those people lodging complaints or
information are free, of course, to make their
own names public.

Mr. Salisman: A supplementary question,
Mr. Speaker. My question to the minister did
not concern privacy. I did not ask him for the
names of any people involved in the matter. I
asked him whether such complaint had been
made and what the government intends to do
in this regard?

Mr. Basford: Mr. Speaker, the Director of
Investigation and Research under the Com-
bines Investigation Act is, as always, carry-
ing out his statutory duties.

AIR CANADA

WINNIPEG—TRANSFER OF BASE TO NORTH-
WEST INDUSTRIES LIMITED

Mr. Stanley Knowles (Winnipeg North Cen-
tre): Mr. Speaker, may I direct a question to
the Minister of Transport. A week ago today
I asked him a question with respect to the
transfer of the Air Canada Winnipeg base at
Winnipeg to Northwest Industries Ltd. I
asked what steps the government is taking to
make sure that the employees affected will
not be either unemployed or forced to take
work at lower wages than they have had
under Air Canada. The minister said he
would give me an answer in a few days. Is
that answer now available?

Hon. Paul Hellyer (Minister of Trans-
pori): Mr. Speaker, I got in touch with the
officers of Air Canada at once. Unfortunately,
the senior personnel of the corporation have
been occupied in pressing negotiations with
the machinists union during the last few days.
This has made it impossible for them to
obtain all the information I should like to
have before answering my hon. friend’s
question.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): A
supplementary question, Mr. Speaker. Is the
minister not aware that I asked what steps
the government was taking? Will he not
answer that question now?

Mr. Hellyer: Mr. Speaker, that is already
known. The government indicated that it
[Mr. Saltsman.]
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wanted fair treatment at the time the direc-
tion was given to Air Canada in the first
place.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg Norih Cenire): A
further supplementary question, Mr. Speaker.
Is the minister not aware that the govern-
ment not only said that it wanted fair treat-
ment, but that it assured fair treatment in
this matter. I ask, what has been done to
keep this commitment?

Mr. Speaker: Order, please. This is debate,
and not a supplementary question.

Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre): Ten
o’clock, Mr. Speaker.
