Previous, smaller group killings of Rwandan refugees have
given clear notice that it was only a matter of time before
Saturday's massacre would occur. Yet once again, the world and
the United Nations stood by, oniy able to watch helplessly as
these events unfoldcd before our eyes.

In this SOth anniversary year of the United Nations, events
such as this make it critically vital that international communi-
ties work together to agree to reform United Nations structure
and procedures to enable the UN to respond effcctively at short
notice so that atrocities such as the tragic massacre witncssed
this weekend wili become a thing of the past.

In the meantime, the international community should ensure
that those responsible for perpetrating this horror are identificd
and punished. Only in this way can it be made clear that the
world cannot and wiil not acccpt such behaviaur.
