The greater part of the cattle on sale
were wvery poor quality, and so many of
this class have passed thru this market
lately that the market at once beca,r:e
easier. The bears were active, and the
bide were 16¢ to 26c lower all around, the
exception to the rule being the butch;r
cows, which were stronger in accord-
snce with the place afforded them for
nearly a week. Choice cows In number
were not equal to the demand. Many
buyers would have taken two or three
times the quantity available for them.
Stockers and feedcrs: Hon. Martin
Burrell has no definite word as yet c’on-
cerning ghe lifting of the Engl,i'sh ug;
bargo rmitting live ‘‘stockers” to -
traded in. All cattle arriving in Engligh
ports alive must be Kkilled there. Thté
lifting of this restriction seems near :
hend, and would stimulate trade in the
above classes. Locally it is very quiet,
while a. few light stocke;'s t:m-ly are being
exmported to American points. :
Milkers and springers: Trade here is at
bhighwater mark, with prospects good.
Sheep, lambs and calves: An extra
heavy run of sheep and lambs yeste:l--
day made 2 slow opening market. Trad-
ing did not develop until late in the
morning, and the prices quoted Monday
were lowered.

The sole head of a tamily, or any male
over eighteen years old, may homestead
a querter section of avanable Dominion
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al-
berta. Applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sube
Agency- for the District. - Entry by proxy
may be made at any Dominlon Lands
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain
conditions, :

Duties—8ix months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm
of at least eighty acres, on certain con-
ditions. © A habltable house 1s required,
except wherc residence is performed in
the vicinity. :

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alonguide his homestead. Price,

3.00 per acre. .

Duties—Six months’ residence in each
of three years after earning homestead
patent; also fifty acres extra cultivation.

‘Pre-emption patent may be obtained as

soon as homestead patent,
conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right mav take a purchased home-
stead in certaln districts. Price, $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months
in each of the three years, cultivate fifty
acres and erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to
reduction In case of rough, scrubby or
stony ‘land.- Live stock may be sybsti-
tuted for cultivation under certain con-
