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li^Ifter and fervile dexterity, for the purpofc of
evading our duty, and defrauding our employers,

who are our natural lords, of the objeft of their

jutt expeftations, I think the whole not only
practicable, but pradlicablc in a very Ihort time.

If we are in earneft about it, and if we exert

jthat induftry, and thofe talents in forwardiijg the

work, which I am afraid may be exerted in

impeding it^»-I engage, that the whole may be
put in complete execution within a year. For
my own part, I have very little to recommend
me for this or for any tafk, but a kind of earneft

and anxious perfeverance of mind, which, with

all its good and all its evil effeds, is moulded into

my conftitution. I faithfully engage to the

houfe, if they choofe to appoint me to any part

in the execution of this work, which (v/hen they

|iave made it theirs by the improvements of their

wifdom, will be worthy of the able afliftancc

they tnay give me) that by night and by day, in

town, or in country, at the delk, or in the foreft,

J will, without regard to convenience, eafe, or

plcafure, devote mylelf to* their fervice, not

(expecting or admitting any reward whatfo-

ever. I owe to this country my labour, which is

my all ; and I owe to it ten times more induftry, if

ten times more I could exert. After all I mall

jse an unprofitable fervant.

At the fame time, if I am able, and if I fhall

be perniitted, I will lend an humble helping hand
to any other good work which is going on. I

have not. Sir, the frantic prcfumption to fup-

pofe, that this plan contains in it the whole of

what the public has a right to expedt, in the

great work of reformation they call for. Indeed,

it falls infinitely Ihort of it. It fails ihort, even

of my own ideas. I have fome thoughts not yet
