Starting life as so many other 

statesmen of Canada have done. Sir 
Wilfrid entered the law office of the 
late Hon. R. Laflammc, in I860, when 
he was but nineteen years old. 
was dyring this period of bis life that 
he first became known as an orator 
and thinker among his friends, and 
in several instances proved himself 
equal to many older men.

He was called to the Quebec bar and 
created a K.C., in 1880. For a time he 
remained in Montreal, in partnership 
with the late Mederic Lanctot, but 
subsequently moved to Arthabaeka- 
ville. where he was partner of the pre­
sent Judge Lavergne, and the late E. 
E. Richard.
career, he was editor of a 
paper, and at several times contributed 
to other Liberal papers.

He was elected to the legislative 
assembly of" Quebec for Drummond 
and Arthabaska and wag, a member 
from 1871 to 1874. In 1874 he became 
Interested In Dominion politics, and 
took the field the same year for a seat 
in the federal house, but was defeated. 
In 1878, he succeeded I. Thibaudeau, 
who resigned to open the constituency. 
At the succeeding general election he 
was given the majority by the voters 
in Saskatchewan, 1896; Wright, 1904; 
Ottawa, 1908, and Souianges, 1911.

Justice Riddell Addresses Cal­
edonian Society on Scot­

land’s Bard.

Member of Cabinet-
On his election In 1878 his brilliant 

qualities were recognized by the 
leaders of the Liberal party of that 
date and he was appointed minister of 
inland revenue In the Mackenzie ad­
ministration, and in 1887 he succeeded 
the retiring leader, Mr. Blake, as 
chief of the opposition.

At the general election of 1896 he 
carried his party to victory and be­
came prime minister of Canada. This 
exalted position he held continuously 
until 1911, when the Liberal party 
went down to defeat on the question 
of reciprocity. Altho his party was 
again defeated In the election of 1917 
over the question of Union govern­
ment and the conduct of the war, he 
maintained the respect of a great 
many of the Canadian people, and 
while he refused to sanction the pro­
posals of the government as the best 
and quickest way to win the war, he 
at all times maintained a poise and 
patriotism and held his followers in 
check when they were solely criti­
cized, as scarcely another in the coun­
try could have crçme.

Served as Volunteer.
During his younger day* he served 

as a volunteer in the militia, bgr­
ooming an ensign in the Arthabajskh.- 
viile niia-ntry company, saw service 
in the Fenian raid and received the 
Fenian raid medal. In 1899 he 
appointed lieutenant-colonel of the 
9th Voltigeurs de Quebec.

Sir Wilfrid, besides being an emi­
nent statesman, was known as a man 
of extreme refinement and 
He represented Canada at Queen 
Victoria’s diamond jubilee in 1897, 
and was given the leading place ot 
the colonial delegate* in the great 
procession, not only for his position 
as head of the greatest do-minion 
present but also for his abilities as a 
man. He was then received in 
audience by the sovereign, and while 
in England he secured from the gov­
ernment the renunciation of the com­
mercial treaties with Germany 
Belgium, these countries having 
stood in the way of a new perferential 
tariff between 
motherland. He afterward 
u-anadian representative in the several 
colonial trade conferences held In Lon­
don. He was also a delegate to 
Washington arranging for better 
trade relations between Canada and 
the United States, and was present 
at Quebec on Aug. 23, 1898, when re­
presentatives from Great Britain, 
United States and Canada gathered 
to discus* questions affecting -their 
welfare.

Defence, too, Was also made regard­
ing obscenity in his poems. Many things 
were attributed to him—as had been 
done fn the case of Edgar Allan Poe— 
which Burns had never written, was 
the contention made.

Victoria Museum next Thursday af­
ternoon at 5 o’clock. There it will 
lie in state until Saturday morning. 
The public will be admitted to the 
chamber from 6 o’clock on Thursday 
evening until 10 o’clock on Saturday 
morning.

At half-past 10 o'clock on Satur­
day morning the funeral cortege will 
m-iceed from the Victoria Museum 
building to Sacred" "Heart Church, 
where mass will be celebrated. Arch­
bishop Mathieu ot Regina, an old per­
sonal friend ot the late Liberal leader, 
who Is at present in Montreal, has 
been asked to officiate at the mass, 
and tho no definite word has been 
received from him, it Is expected that 
he will do sc.

After the celebration of mass infthe 
Sacred Heart Church, the corteg'c 'will 
proceed to Notre Dame Comet£ry, 
where interment will take place. The. 
government has charge ot all the 
funeral arrangements.

The death of Sir Wilfrid Laurier has 
made a profound impression in the 
capital, and on every side may be 
heard expressions ot regret at the 
passing of this great statesman. As 
a mark of respect, the city council 
postponed Its regular meeting for a 
week.- The general feeling, not only 
among his political friends and sup­
porters, but among those who were op­
posed to him In politics, appears to be 
that the country has sustained a great 
loss in the death of one of Its most 
famous and worthy sons. Flags in the 
city are flying at half-mast, and In 
every quarter the passing of the re­
vered opposition leader is being re­
spectfully discussed.

Will Live in History.
Hon P. E. Blondin, postmaster- 

general. said today: "Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier," so admired and almost idol­
ized by his friends, had the esteem of 
everyone. If the violence of our 
political struggles brought him some 
ardent opponents, ho never had an 

Politically. as well asenemy.
socially, he was a charmer; by his 
exquisite courtesy of form and man­
ners. he excelled In the art of making 
"one forget the blows he was giving. 
The course of events made him a 
power in the country, but in the house, 
by the sole force of his extraordinary 
facility of assimilation and tire un­
questionable quality of his eloquence, 
he was always a master. The same 
may be said of his political strategy. 
The place he leaves in the Canadian 
parliament cannot be filled In a day.

“As to his political deeds, so much 
discussed, time alone will discern 
perfectly their merits and demerits. 
One thing is sure, he will loom large 
in the political historjk^of the last 
forty yeras. Cartier and Macdonald 
excepted, no one enjoyed at a given 
moment a prestige equal to his own, 
In all parts of the country. He often 
said that his dominant aim was to 
-secure harmony Of races in Canada. If 
he did not succeed In the measure he 
hoped. It is not because he did not' 
give to It the fullness of his great 
talents and undying perseverance.

"With Sir Wilfrid Laurier disappears 
one ot the last of those who entered 
public life at the time ot confederation. 
He has lived to witness its expansion, 
and has certainly done much to as­
sure its development. It is proper 
that his death be considered as a na­
tional mourning."

Was Born in Quebec.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier was born in St. 

1-inf Queboc, on Nov. 20, 1841, the son 
of, the late Carolus Laurier, and his 
wife, Marcelle Martineau Laurlei. 
His mother was of Acadian descent, 
and it is probably to this fact 
that he owes his poetic and oratical 
qualities.

He was educated in the public 
school of his parish at New Glasgow, 
Que., hut spent considerable time with j 
some friends in a Protestant home, 
and while there gained an outlook on 
matters of religion, which made it 
possible tor him to look upon those of 
other faiths, which he has always 
done, in spite ot protests from those 
of his own faith, with toleration and 
respect.

Idler he entered L’Assomption Col­
lege, and in 1S64 was granted the de­
gree of B.C.L. from McGill Univer­
sity. During his lifetime many col­
leges, both In this country and in 
Great Britain, have been proud to 
bestow their highest degrees upon
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
