D.F. A. PUTS CHECK
'ONTHE TOURISTS,

On ’Return to Canada, Can-
not Play for Six
Months.

Montreal, Aug. 13, —The D. F. A. re-
sumed their annual meeting yesterday,
and devoted their whole time to revising
the constitution and rules. No very dras-
tic changes were made, but a very im-
portant addition was made regarding the
migration of players from this country to
another without the ry. permissi
The rule which was passed will prevent
any registered player under the jurisdic-
tion of the D.F.A., having left this coun-
try without permission . for thg purpose
of playing football in another’ country,
and returning again to this country, fro
playing here again for a period of six
months, and then only if he is in good
standnig as an amateur., Another addi-
tion made was that all past presidents
shall be honorary life members of the
association, and each one will be present-
ed with a suitable badge ag a souvenir of
his office,
A rule that created considerable dis-
cussion was the one relating to the trans-
fer and regisiration of players. The dele~
that a uniform rule for the
whole of the Dominion should be made,
and all provinces live up to.it. ¥Form L.
of the English Association was definitely
adopted as the registration form, and
players will be permitted two transfers if
they so desire—one from club to club in
their own province, and one from a club
in one province to a club in another pro-
vince. In future the affiliation fees of
provinces will be due and payable on the
first day of May, and the financial year
will end June 30 of each year. The mem-~
bers will resume their deliberations this
morning, when it is expected that geveral
more important changes will be made.

Hon, president—H. Craig Campbell, Mont-
real. President—T, Guthrie, Toronto,
Vice-presidents—McNeil, Winnipeg; H.
