Newspapers in the Deal.

Several subscribers of The World in Ham-
fiton have recently calied our attention to
the fact that there existed a conspiracy of
silence among the Hamilton papers in re-

ers; that, in short, a majority of the coun-
ril, the press and the Street Rallway Com-
pany were standing in together to hoodwink
the people. These were the accusations
made to The World by several of its Ham-
$lton subscribers. It might be stated, par-
enthetically, - that The World has a circu-
Jation of some 1800 papers in Hamilton,
practically one half as many as one of ihe
Jocal dailes at least can boast of In the
city.

1n response to these requests to have the
deal presented in its true aspects, two
World reporters yesterday visited Hamilton
aneg;lnterﬂewed a large number of citizens,
inctuding several aldermen and ex-aldermen,
and the result of their enquiries was to
tncline them to the view that a big job
was about to be worked off on the qulet
apon the citizens and city.

The accusation that a comspiracy of sil-
ence exists among the newspapers seems
clearly established. Although the vote Is
coming off in a few days the papers, with
the exception of The Herald, bave nothing
whatever to say on the question. Scores of
citizens expressed their surprise at the sil-
ence of the press. True, The Herald bas
weferred editorially to the subject on two
occaslons this week, but in a milk-and-
mvater, much-to-be-said-on-both-sldes; sort of
way. The windup of its first article is as
Sollows:

Probably the company will succeed.
But we wouldn’t like to see the case go
by default.

As for The Times and Spectator, they are
as dumb as oysters. The Times had a short
editorial a couple of weeks ago, endorsing
the rallway’s side of the case in the fol-
lowing termst

In view of the condition of the city

roadways, for the maintenance of which
the iCty oCuncil is responsible; in view
of the puttering policy that has kept tke
water works, also under the charge of
the City Council, in a condition of semi-
efficiency for years past, the property-
owners of Hamilton will not take very
kindly to the proposal to buy the street
railway and bave it run the chance of
slip-shod civic management. So far, the
concern has been a paying affair for the
city—much more so than for the stock-
iholders, who invested their money in it
What re-arrangement of terms may be
demanded in equity is a fair subject for
discussion. But there are so many illus-
trations of the fact that private or cor-
porate management is more economical
than civic management that it is hardly
mecessary to argue against the policy of
purchase. The city’s present position is
a paying one, and by an extension of the
franchise on the existing terms the city
can lose nothing, but stands to guaran-
tee a continuation of a certaln source
of revenue, while giving the company
the opportunity whibe. it requires to
finance for the future.
The Spectator announced its attitunde on
June 24 in an editorial, which, read be-
tween the lines, advised the electors to
vote against municipalization and in favor
bf the extension. The summation of the
editor’s able deliberation on this occasion
was as follows:

The ratepayers will be kept quite busy
until - election day thinking over all
these things.

With tke exception of these articles, the
Hamilton papers have had no advice to give
the people in regard to this important is-
sue. A large section of the community /s
disgusted with the attitude of the press
and not a few eitizens say that the alder-
wen, the street railway company and the
press are standing In together to hoodwink
the electorate.

if the press owes any obligation to the
public; it certainly has a duty to perform
in Hamilton. The people want to see this
rallway question ventilated, but not a word
do they find in the local papers. Nothing
js said in them about the utter absurdity
of asking the people whether they are in
favor of purchasing a business that is not
for sale. Nothing is sald about the flagrant
injustice of leaving the decision of the ex-
tension question to a vote of the property
owners, when every other citizen is equal-
iy interested in the result, There are
scores of arguments that might be adduced
agalnst the scheme, yet not a single onc
of them is ventilated in the press. Peo-
ple are asking why this is, although manpy
who know the characteristics of the Hamil-
ton press do not express much surprise, So
much for the press.

City Council in the Conspiracy.

As for the Council, why should it leave
to the people such a sensecless question as
the first one really becomes in the light of
the fact that the railway company won't
gell and no price has ever been suggested?

And why should the vote be limited to
property awners? The question does not
concern a money bylaw at all. If the Coun-
cil wished to act fairly with the people, 't
would have left the question to the whole
eiectorate. As It is only one-third of the
electors can vote. Furthermore, the vote
should have been taken at the next muni-
cipal elections, when everyone would natur-
ally find his way to the polls, and not dur-
Ix:g the dog days, when many are out of the
city.

The first question scems to have been
decided upon to allow some of the pledged
aldermen an opportunity of squaring them-
selves with the electors. They think
they have now shifted the responsibility
frcm themselves to the- people, . but,
if bundreds of voters are to be
believed they will find they have reckoned
without their host. As to the second ques-
tion, it is claimed that the aldermen who
pledged themselves against the extens'on
should not have allowed it to go to a vote
of the electors. If they were opposed to
extending the franchise they should have
voted agalnst giving the company this
chance of securing it.

Street Railway’s Game Can DBe De-
feated.

The silence of the press, the trickery of
the company’s henchmen in the Coundi In
purposely confusing and muddling the Is-
sue, and In confining the vote to a very
limited number of citizens, gives the com-
pany the very opportunity it des'res. Its
game 18 to get an affirmative answer to the
second question by working the prop2riy-
owners on the quiet. The campaign on the
surface ‘s a purely colorless one. DBut amid
the beautiful quiet that surrounds the
mourtain burgh, the company is carrylog
on a determined, persistent and vigorous,
tbough quiet, canvas. Their agents meet
with po canvassers on the ppposite side,
They havz no press arguments to refure.
It is a purely one-sided contest, and it will
be a marvel if the company does nast sue-
ceed In carrying its point and secaring its
much-desired fifteen years’' extension.

The only thing that can defeat the game,
or rather the conspiracy, is immediate ac-
tion on the part of the people. Whether
the electors have been doped so effectaally
as to resist all efforts at resuscitation re-
mains to be seen,

THE CUBAN TARIFF

Rates of Duty Decided Upon as Re-
gards Sugar, Honey, Tobac-
co and Other Things.

Washington, D.C., July 21.—A . conclu-
sion has been reached as to what disposi-
tion shall be made of the probibitory lst
in the Cuban tariff laws. The only articles
retained on the prohibited list are fire arms
and ammunition, oleomargarine, artifleial
or adulterated wines and objects offensive
to morality. Rates of customs duty on
the remaining articles have been declided
rpon as follows: Sugar, raw, 1%c'a pound;
refined, 2s a pound; honey, 20c a gallon;
molasses, 6¢c a gallon; saccharine, $1.50 a
pound; tobacco In carrots, $10.50 per 100
kilogrammes or 220/ pounds; tobacco In
powder or snuff, 55c a pound; cigars and
cigarets, $4.50 sz pound. The prohibition
on pharmaceutical preparations of un-
known composition is removed, and the
rates fixed are according to the Tuban law
for the individual articles to be determined
by the customs officer.

GERMANY AND THE STATES.,

The Kaliser’s Government So' Far
is Compelled to Explain Nothing.

Berlin, July 21.—The senii-official Norti®
German Gazette this afternoon, referring
10 the statements that Germany has assured
Secretary Day that the action attributed to
Admiral” ven Diedrichs . is  unauthorized
that the German Government repudiated
responsibility for it, and that the Admiral
would be called to a¢count, says:

“We are not aware that the Govern-
ment has any reason to make such or simi-
i%r explanation. Seo far nothing I8 known
Tére officially of any unfriendly action
upon the part of Admiral von Diedrichs on
any ships of the German squadron toward
the Unpited States. |Neither is anything
known of any complaint having been made
by Americans. The German Governmendt,
therefore, has rever been placed In the
position to explain anything.”

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Frank 0'Brien Killed in Railroad Ac-
c:dent Near Townsend.

He Was a Popular Toronto Boy and
His Mother First Heard of His
Death From a Western Coroner
Last Night—Had Worked on the
Crow’s Nest Pass Road.

Yesterday Mrs. Mary O'Briens 720
King streo{ west, received g‘telesl’ggl
from Coroner H. T. Hyatt, of rownsend,
Montana, conveying the first intorr;lm_'
tion she had received of the death of her
only son Frank which took place .
Tuesday last in the Western States.
The despatch was as follows: .

“Frank O'Brien died last night from
railroad accident. Will be buried to-day
unless you wire different instructions
immediately. He has funds enough to
pay burial expenses here.”

The young man was 24 years of age,
and was of a very genial disposition.
He left Toronto September 23, 1897, to
work on the Crow’s Nest Pass Railway
and worked there until New Year's day.
He then wrote to his mother stating that
he was about to leave for the Western
States, but up to the recel;it of the
telegram no trace of him could be (onpd_
Mrs, O'Brien is a widow, and lives with
her two daughters at the above address.
A telegram was sent to the coroner ask-
ing for more particulars, but up to a
late hour last night no answer had been
received.

DEWEY’S DREADFUL WORK:

Divers Found Charred Human Re-
mains in the Wrecks of the
Spanish Warships.

New York, July 21.—A copyrighted de-
spatch to The Evening Journal, from Cavite,
July 17, vila Hong Kong, July 21, says:
With Admiral Dewey's consent, 1 sent ex-
pert divers down to make a careful exam-
ination of the hulls and dnterfors of the
Spanish war ships sunk by the American
squadron in the great naval battle in Ma-
nila harbor on May 1. They report that
the cruiser Reipa Cristina shows the most
ccmplete destruction. The course of the
Olympia’'s eight-inch shell is clearly traced
by a line of ruin extending from her stem
to her walst.

All her woodwork is totally destroyed.
There are very few large shot holes
through her hull, the principal ones being
from a six-inch shell amidships and from
scme four-inch shells,

Charred human remains wecre seen In
several places, A large heap of remains
near where the ladder stood shows that a
rush to escape was made by the engineer's
force. All were lost, as the hatches to the
engine and fireroom were closed. The cruis-
er Castilia was less burned, but was ter-
ribly wrecked.

There are plain traces where six  big
shells tore immense holes in her hull. When
the fire started the weight of the guns caved
the hull inwards.

The warship is & mass of twisted iron
and charred beams, a very bad wreck, re-
sembling that of the Maine in appearance.
Many of the bodles left on board are badly
burned.

The shots doing the most dammage tore
over the after berth;deck, and through ‘he
port bow. Everything aft from the engines
was shattered. Three large shells entered
amidships. The number of deaths was not
so large as on the Reina Cristina.

The Don Antonio de Ulloa did not burn.
She sank quickly, riddled to pleces by shells
of all sizes. The greatest havoc was done
by six-inch ehells,

A number of dead bodies all huddled to-
gether near the ladder leading to the super-
structure shows that the men were killed
by a shell, as they were attempting to lft
the treasure chest to the superstructure and
save {t. A six-inch shell went through the
cabin and wrecked everything in it. One
man was killed In the cabin. It Is In:pos-
eible now to distinguish the ranks of the
dcad men. The divers who went down to
the ships are Oscar Eriesson and Fraok
Breshan, who are two of the best In ihe
navy. This is the first time .aat divers
have ever inspected warships waica had
been sunk In action.

GARCIA WON’T STAND IT;

The Cuban General Disgusted With
Shafter—He Has Withdrawn
His Forces to the Hills,

New York, July 21.—The New York Jour-
nal has a despatch from Santiago, July 20,
via Playa del Este, July 21, which gays:

General Garcia has written a letter to
General Shafter, in which he declares that
he is disgusted at his treatment at the
hands of the Americans, and will cense-
quently withdraw his own forces to the
hills, being no longer willing to submit to
the indignities to which he has been sub~
Jjected.

Among the things of which General fur-
cia complains is the failure of the Ameri-
can commander to officially notify him of
the surrender of the Spanish force under
General Toral, and he is also incensed at
the fact that he was not Invited to he pre-
sent at the ceremony attending the formal
capitulation of Santiago.

Another of his grievances Is the actlou
of General Shafter in retaining the Spanish
civil authorities in the administration of
their function in Santiago. For these rea-
sons, he declares, he will no lenger co-
operate with the forces under General She.f-
ter's command, but will act independently,
as he did before the American troops landed
in Cuba.

General Shafter will return a formal
answer to the Cuban leader's letter.

Porto Rico to Be Held.

Washington, July 21.—The authoritative
declaration was made to-day that the Island
of Porto Rico is to be held as a pesmanent
possession of this country as the price of
the war, The subjoined pruactically officiai
statement was made to the Assoclated
Press to-day: Porto Rico will be kept by
the United States, That is settled aud bas
been the plan from the first. Once tecken
it will never be released. It will pass fo:r-
ever into the hands of the United States
and there never has been any other thenght.
Its possession will go toward making up the
heavy expense of war to thé United States.
The American flag once rin vp there will
float over the island permanectly,

Vancouver, B.C., July 21.—A. C. Tre-
gent, salmon canner, brought word to
the city yesterday that the lives of many
fishermen were lost in the recent gale
off the mouth of the Fraser river. In
one case the boats were bunched by a
violent squall and the occupants were
thrown into the sea.- There was a score
of fishing smacks in the vicinity contain-
ing Indian women who set up a death
wail peculiar to the native which was a
weird accompaniment to the howling of
the storm.

SERIOUS DRO}N!—N‘G— ACCIDENT.

Boat Got Into Trouzh of Sea and
Upset.

Forest, July 21.—A sad drowning acc.dent
occurred it the north shore, Ketde Point,
about 8 mules north of here, last night, in
which Miss Emma Bentley, aged 35 years,
daughter of Mr. D. Bentley, bock and job
princer, Montreal, lost her life. Miss Bent-
ley had come to the *Pines,” Dr. Ovens'
summer wesort, with her cousin, Mrs. Dr.
Ovens of London. It appears that three
beatioads left Kettle Point “about dusk,
where they had been spending the day, and
the first boat was occupied by Miss Bent-
ley, a young man named Hodgson from Lon-
don, and a young son of Dr. Ovens of Park-

At the point just east of Kettle Point the
other two boats noticed a squall coming up,
put about and headed for shore, but the
leading boat only lowered their sail and
kept on. When about a mile from thelr
destination the boat got into the trough of
the sea and upset in about 514 or 6 feet of
water. The three managed to grasp the
boat and Miss Bentley was so cool that she
was giving the young lad instructions how
to save himself, when a wave struck them.
How or why she let go will likely never be
known, and she was drowned In a very few
feet of water. The other two managed to
reach shore.

Her body was tecovered a couple of hours
after by the Y.M.C.A. boys of London and
taken to “The Pines,” from where it was
sent to her home in Montreal on Thursday
afternoon.
