The chief matter 
which came under discussion was the 
method of financing the institution next 
year. The Red Cross Society undertook 
to finance the day nursery for one year, 
contributing $3,500 to this end. This 
was to be a pioneer work only on the 
part of the Red Cross Society, how­
ever, so that now the Day Nursery pas 
to look to some other source for help. 
The intention is to send in a budget 
to the general welfare committee, so 
that this support may come from the 
next general welfare campaign.

Facing a Deficit.
There is another difficulty facing the 

board, however. The Day Nursery has 
been running but eight months, and al­
ready the treasurer’s report shows a 
deficit of $67.73. And there is nothing 
in the treasury to tide the Day Nursery 
over the next four months until the 
first year is at an end. The board, 
however, intends to make an appeal to 
the Red Cross Society for an addi­
tional $1,000 to run the institution until 
the end of the first year, as that society 
had undertaken to do in the beginning. 
The board feels that when the Red 
Cross Society realizes that the original 
budget was too small, it will be willing 
to make up the amount, to cover the 
year’s expenses. Unless this is done 
the Day Nurserv will have to cluse 
until funds are forthcoming for carrying
