end of the Humber viadugt untll it strikes
thé Lake Shore road in the neighborhood
of Long Branch, ;

Of course, in the meantime, this third
leg can find its way to Dundas street and
the Lake Shore road by the continuation
of Bloor street, which crosses the Hum-
ber a quarter of a mile north by the new
stone bridge promoted dy Hum Bmith.
But at the earliest possible moment this
crossing should be by a high level bridge
on an exact line of Bloor street and head-
ing straight for Dundas street, as outlined
above, with a diversion in the direction of
the Lake Shore road.

These are the Three Legs that are to
make a new and greater Toronto,

The first one of these, the Bloor street

viaduct, is almost completed and could
be opened before Christm provided
Mayor Church and others at the city hall
got busy on the job. -
The second of these three legs is Yonge
street, and this co be ready by Christ-
mas if Mayor Church and other officials
who are trying to buy out the Metropoli-
tan within the city limits, got busy and
fixed the price.

The third leg concerns West Toronto,
and is only now’ being presented to the
public by The World.
