He. naturally
concluded then that it was.a case of
poisoning. He arrived at the Dee home
znd found the patient, William. Dee,
guffering -frome copvulsions. His putse
was practically motionless and he was
in great agony. The doctor procezded t>
administer an antidote hypodermically
and also attémptéd to give a little maCi. |
ene.  About the: same moment ths
patient died. The doctor had been at
his side only feur minutes.'’ There
were no marks, of tioleace on the bodys
and Dr.Coleridge believed death to have
béen the result’ of strychnine,

Mrs. Dee on’ the Stand.

The wife of the decéased, Mrs. Des,
gald she had seen her husband first
Meonday mornirig betwesn 8 and Y
o'clock. He had: satén his breakfast
and then gone out to work, In.a few
mimltﬁ he returned feeling ill. .He
threw ‘himself on thé loinge and his
wife prepared a drink 0f sweet mi'le |
gnd water,but he did not drink it. Mr=. |
Dee was about to go to her neighbor’s,
John Quinn, for help, but her husband
{old her Quinn was away. Then she
went to James Kennedy's, the sick maa
-t¢clling her as she left the house to
hurry ‘back, as he felt loncsome, Mr.
Kennedy sent for the dcctor.

Returning home Mrs. Dee found her
hiisband in a nervous state and suffer-
ing from convulsions. He said he had a
bitter taste in his -mouth, ‘and that his
breakfast made him- sick.. The witness
testified that he had had potitoes,bread,
butter, cake, pie and tea for breakfast.
Fhe had not breakfasted with him, but
had partaken of the meal at an earlier
hour, as she had félt hungry.

Didn't Live Happily.

‘“We have not lived happily together
slways,” said- Mrs. Dee on the witness
stand, “I can’'t remember whether my
husband ever thréatened me or not. He
was always goed to buy things. I my-
self never threatenéd to do anything
should not do. * I made all the breakfas:
yesterday morning ex_ept the cake. My
husband remarked that the cake did not
look right. He ‘cut it ‘and ate a piece. ¥t
had been purchased at IngersoM on Fri-
day of last week. I never threatened to
give my husband anything. ‘I never
heard him say he would like to put him-
self out of the world. After Mrs. Ken-
r.edv came to our place yesterday morn-
ing my husband- told ‘me where his
money was and sajd good-by. To my
khowledge he had no poisonous drug in
the house. . He was with me when the
cake was boughf. T gave him évery-
thing he ate yesterday morning, and
«fter Mrs. Kennedy came I gave hm
mustard and water to make him vomit
It never'crossed my mind that I ‘would
like to put my husband out of the way,
He asked me yesterday morning if I ha |
given him anything bitte~. I said no.
We had no quarrel or dispute yesier-
day merning. I didn’t eat any of th2
pie or cake at breakfast. After break-
fast my husband went into the pantry.”

Would Like Him Dend.

“I did not tell anyone,” Mrs. De>
added, “that I would like to give my
husband anything tosmake: him. sick.
but not kill him. I did say I would like
tc see him dead. I don’t remember us
having any words Saturday or Sun-
day."”

Mrs. James Kennedy. who proceed-
ed to the Dee home after Mrs. Dee had
atked Mr. Kenneldv to o ‘or the doztor
was the last witness called before ad-
journment. When Mrs. Dee called she
told the witness that heér hysband was
very ill and could not last lene.

their own markets. This greater
equality must be with the home pro-
ducer, and this is, apparently, what
will not be offered by Canada or else-
where.
