.The work of the machine gun section 
of the Q. O. R. is told by one of its 
members, Private H. H. Foote, in a let­
ter written on March 10 to his parents 
in Toronto.

“I am writing this from our little cub­
by hole in the trenches,” he writes. 
“We left our billets Friday night and 
marched about half a mile to the tren­
ches, or rather breastworks of sandbags. 
We mounted our gun in the second 
storey of a farm house, about 600 yards 
from the Germans and we were there 
until Saturday night, when I Went again 
to the trenches, about .200 yards from 
the enemy. Further down our trench 
is as close as seventy-five yards from 
the Germans. Our gun covers this 
space as well as one mounted there.”

“The first day in, the ‘Frittes’ yelled 
‘Back to the bush, Canadians, with your 
rusty rifles.’ Monday the billets we left 
were shelled a little. The Germans ye re 
trying to get our guns Just behind the 
trenches. I also saw a village shelled, 
and a farmhouse close by. Why we 
were not shelled is a mystery.
German Fire Was Heavy.

Monday afternoon I was through a 
real test, that is shelling and plenty of 
it. I take it back that the German fire 
is bad. Far from it. Their shells drop­
ped in our trench or very close to it 
every time. Imagine six of us huddled 
In our cubby hole covered with sheet 
iron roofing listening to the shells com­
ing from one end of the trench to the 
other. As they get closer you think, 
“Well, who knows the next of us for 
eternity." At least, four shells broke 
within thirty feet of us. It is marvel­
ous the escapes our boys have had. Two 
of our guns tossed about but the Ger­
mans don’t know our position yet. We 
sit tight, for it would be a change with 
a rush If they knew our position.

“We expect more shelling this after­
noon. It usually starts just about din­
ner and we think more of getting our 
dinner than watching-the effect of the 
shells.' Our Canadian artillery can more 
than hold its own, but the Germans 
shine with their trench mortars which 
interest the boys in the trenches most. 
They make a horrible report and make 
you feel like a “fish outiof water.” How­
ever only one boy appeared bothered 
by them, the rest of us kept on play­
ing cards."

At our last communication, in Fred­
ericton, the Master Mason Degree was 
conferred in Hiram Lodge, No.'6, By 
officers who were members of a lodge of 
instruction which was held in this lodge 
room.

It has never seemed 
to me so very desirable and it certainly 
appears impracticable. It is enough 
that the grand principles are the same 
throughout.

This is the first communication of 
Grand Lodge in which our reports show 
that this Masonic temple is the actual 
property of grand lodge, and what was 
for years “a consummation devoutly to 
be wished” has become an actual reality.

The finances of grand lodge are in ex­
cellent condition and an increased mem­
bership is reported.

During the past fourteen years our 
membership has doubled. In the year 
1900 there were but 1885 active masons 
in the jurisdiction, and we now have

Board of General Purposes

The report of the board of general 
purposes must necessarily be brief as' 
but few matters have engaged attention 
during the seven months which have 
elapsed since the last cçmmuniction. 1

At ils first meeting of the board el­
ected the V. W. Grand Treasurer, Vice- 
President, and appointed R. W. Brother 
F. J. G. ICnowlton, Past Grand Master 
and the Deputy Grand Master to act 
with the W. M. Grand Master in admin­
istering the Fund of Benevolence.

The applications for aid have been few 
in number, the grants made by the com­
mittee amounting to but $175.

The investments of the fund have un­
dergone no change since the last report 
in August and are, as then, of the par 
value of $14,500, yielding an annual in­
come of $669.00. In addition there is, 
at this date, a Savings Bank balance of 
$2,054.40, and it might be well if the 

i incoming board were /to invest 
thousand or fifteen hundred dollars of 
this balance in approved Municipal Se­
curities.

The application made to Grand Lodge 
on behalf of Bethel Lodge, No. 40, for 
some financial aid in erecting a new 
lodge room, and which Grand Lodge re­
ferred to the board, was considered at 
a special meeting. The board unanimous­
ly agreed that a contribution of one 
hundred and fifty dollars be made.

The sum of five hundred dollars, vot­
ed by Grand Lodge to the Canada 
Lodge Field Hospital, was early remit­
ted to Sir F. WiUiams-Taylor.

A subscription of one hundred dollars 
was also made by the board, in Septem­
ber last ,to the Canadian Patriotic Fund.

Through the kindness of the grand 
secretary, I have ascertained fairly well 
the nlimber of masons who have enlist­
ed and I know that considerably 
hundred are on the list, -and of these 
fully fifty are from-St John.

I have lately seen a report of a won­
derful gathering of masons at Empire 
Lodge in London at which every grand 
lodge jurisdiction in Canada was repre­
sented, and the statement was made that 
there were about five thousand masons 
in the First Contingent. It is probable 
that fully as large a percentage of the 
Second Contingent are also members of 
the craft. And this leads one to ask 
why have so many masons in Canada 
volunteered for active service? It is be­
cause the great moral principles for 
which the empire is fighting are truth, 
justice, liberty and honor, and for these 
principles masonry has stood for cen­
turies. Let us not lose sight of funda­
mentals in this connection.

By May 24 the St. John Railway 
Company hopes to have street cars run­
ning on their new extension out Rothe­
say avenue to Glen Falls. The tracks 
were completed as far as the Three Mile 
House last fall and this spring the over­
head work of erecting brackets for the 
trolley wire has proceeded as the weather 
permits.

There is still a considerable stretch of 
track to be laid from the Three Mile 
House along the main road and through 
the Glen Falls property to the manor 
house. This work cannot be undertaken 
until the weather becomes milder, but 
a start will be made as soon as possible.
