N EVERY CONSTITUENCY

With 43 Candidates in The Field—
Labor Unrepresented

PREMIER ARMSTRONG IS DEF EATED

Premier-elect Rhodes Secures Great Personal Victory—Victoria

County Elects One of Each Side—Barnjum Goes
In on Tidal Wave in Queens

ALIFAX, N. S., June 26.—Nova Scotia found itself this morn-
ing in the hands of a Conservative administration-elect for the
first time in 43 years, while the Liberal forces which had wielded
uninterrupted power during that period found themselves with but
three sure representatives in an assembly of 43, as a result of the
most astonishing political upheaval recorded in Nova Scotia since
Confederation, achieved at the polls in yesterday's provincial gen-
eral election. The Liberal government went down with only three
survivors, and Premier Armstrong went down with it, when Shel-
burne county, which he contested, returned two Conservative

members with safe majorities.

Only one Liberal member of the last
House was returned, Hon. William
Chisholm, Minister of Works and
Mines, who with his colleague was
elected in Antigonish county. Alister
MecLeod, a newcomer to the political
field, was elected in Victeria county-

Great enthusiasm greeted the victory
of the Conservatives throughout the
province, wherever returns were pub-
licly posted, but the celebration was
greatly curtailed and moderated by a
drenching downpour of rain that
started early in the afternoon and con-
tinued until midnight, especially in
Halifax, where newspapers had made
elaborate arrangements for showing
the returns on screens.

The storm, which was accompanied
in some districts by thunder and
lightning, rendered quick transmission
of the returns difficult for the tele-
phone and telegraph companies, but
the result was not in doubt after 11
o'clock. .

Premier Armstrong is expected to
return to Halifax today from his con-
stituency, where he and his coleague,
Hen. Robert Irwin, Speaker of the
House, received the news of their de-
feat last night.

PREMIER ARMSTRONG::

Last night Premier E. H. Armstrong
at Shelburne gave out the following
statement:

“Latest information unmistakably
indicates that a substantial majority
of the clectors have come to the con-
clusion that a time for a change had
arrived. The outstanding majorities
in many of the counties clearly show
that a popular verdict has been ren-
dered against the government. It is
quite impossible at this distance, and
without the full facts before me, to
arrive at any well reasoned cause for
the defeat of the government- The
Liberal party had as fine a lineup of
candidates in the field as ever presented
themselves to the electorate for sup-
port, and that they put up a gallant
fight against overwhelming odds, will

HARD TIMES.

“However greatly we regret the
outcome, we have no desire or in-
tention of minimizing the extent
either of the victory for the oppo-
sition or of the reverse suffered by
the Liberal party throughout the
province. It is too early to esti-
mate the influences which brought
about the downfall of the govern-
ment, but probably the chiefest of
these was the prevailing business
depression, and cry of ‘hard times,’
which always is the strongest and
most deadly foe of a government,
and the party in power, notwith-
standing the fact that the provin-
cial government was not respon-
sible for.and had no control over
the state of business, and indus-
trial inactivity, attributable largely
to world-wide conditions.”

NOT PARTY WORK.

PARIS, June 26.— Semi - official
sources said today that Finance Minis-
ter Caillaux proposes to increase the
French currency by six billion francs,
and to increase the Bank of France’s
advances to the state by the same
amount. His financial plans, it was
stated, also include the issuance of 4
per cent. bonds on a dollar or gold
parity, guaranteed against exchange
fluctuations.

living in a fools’ paradise.”

FIGHT THREATENS,

But that does not mean there is no
fighting feeling in both camps. The
mine owners’ decision to change the
working hours was forced, it now de-
velops, by influential members of the
association, who feel the time is op-
portune fgr the repeal of the seven-
hour law, and who threatend to leave
the association unless it acted.

Herbert Smith, president of the
miners, announces his men will use
every effort possible to fight against
longer hours .and lower wages.

The final attitude of the railwaymen
will possibly be influenced by what
happens in the mines. If the mine
owners believe they have enough
strength—end enough government sup-
port—to get through a repeal of the
seven-hour day, the railwaymen will
believe their turn comes next and will
go to the assistance of the miners.

But it is by no means a cut conflict.
It remains to be seen whether the
mine owners will risk a lockout and
face the accusation of having precipl-
tated the trouble.

SOVIET MOVEMENT

Henry Schrader, who was in the
theatre, said the roof and floor seemed
to give way about the same time. .

“All T could see was wreckage, and
everybody swerming, screaming and
shouting,” he said. “I don’t know how
I got out.”
