WHTE WIE DE

Burn To Death In Home In
New York

CLOSE CALL FOR OTHERS

Fitteen More or Less Seriously
Injured—Brave Work of Police-

man Resultsin Rescue of People
in the Bumning Building

New York, July 81<Steve Lee, a
Chinese and his white wife, Ivy, were
burned to death and fifteen persons were
more or less seriously injured in a fire
that gutted the four-story building with
entrances at 4 Bowery and 2% Doyers
street and for a time threatened to de-
stroy the whole of Chinatown. The
building is more than a century old.

Policeman- Griffen of the Elizabeth
street” station was attracted to the fire
by a series of explosions from the one-
story kitchen extension in the rear of the
building. A large quantity of fireworks
stored in the attic of this structure fired
by the flames from an overturned pot of
grease on the stove, blew up and sent a
mass of sparks and blazing rockets
through the roof.

In a minute the whole place was a
mass of flames, and after turning in an
alarm, Griffen climbed up a rainspout

to the fire escape to the second floor. |]

He lowered the ladder to the street and
then plunged through a sheet of flame

'| coming from one of the windows to an-

swer a call for help from a woman.
Griffen found Que Lan’ and his white
wife, Mollie, and led them around to
another window, where he lowered
them to the ground. They were painful-

=.| ly' burned about the face and the police-

man’s ~hair was singed from his head
and his eyebrows and coat burned.

Sergt. Barnes and Andrew Blih, who
happened to be in the neighborhood,
rushed up the narrow stairway on the
Doyer street side of the building, when
a woman leaned from one of the third
story windows and cried fo rhelp. They
found Sadie Gibney, who weighs 800
pounds and Mollie Smother, lying un-
conscious on the, floor.

The policeman and Blith' managed to.
carry the pair down to the second floor
landing, wheére they were met with a
wall of fire. Firemen had arrived by that
time and by shooting a stream of water
at the base of the fire they saved the
lives of the quartette on the second
floor landing. The women were carried
from the building and were treated by
an ambulance surgeon for burns and
smoke inhalation. So were their rescu-
ers.

Then while firemen poured streams |

of water on the stairway, Firemen Bar-
rett and Greeland made their way up
the stairs and on the top floor found
Steve Lee and the Miller woman, un-
conscious. .

Lee’s wife was found -dead nearby.
The firemen grabbed tHe injured Chinese

and the ‘Miller womah and cafried them {.

to the street. Lee died soon afterwards.
Both Barrett and Greeland .were pain-
fully burned.

The damage from the fire will amount
to $10,000.

IN NEW BRUNSWICK, 100 -

Spruce Bud Worm Attacks Wide Area
of Maine Forests '

Greenville, July 81—S8pruce forests in
the Moosehead Lake region, all over
northern and eastern Maine as well, are
seriously menaced by the little grey or
brown bug, known as the Spruce bud
moth, which now infests this section in
great numbers. The pests have spread
eastward and cover a large portion of
the forests of New Brunswick, as well
as Maine. They attack spruce, fir and
hemlock trees impartially.

Great areus of these trees in this
vicinity appear as though their tops had
been scorched. The injury is caused by
the insects. The damage this season is
far more serious and of a much greater
extent than is usual in Maine.

GREAT NUMBERS O
LITTLE ONES ARE
DYNG IN MONTREAL

Montreal, July 30———The unremitting
efforts of the city’s medical health au-
thorities to bring about a reduction in
the infant death rate, which, mounting
steadily week after week rewched a cli-
max two weeks ago with a total of 214
for seven days out of a total death
list of 821, appears to be at last showing
some results Last week’s figures, indi-
cate that the percentage has fallen from
71.2 per cent. to approximately 61.7 per
cent.

There were recorded- altogether from
midnight Sunday, July 20, and midnight
on Sunday night, a total of 273 deaths.
Of these 169 were of children under
five years of age, and of the 169 deaths
no fewer than 150 were of infants less
than one year old. A majority of the
deaths of little ones took place in the
east and southwestern districts of the
city, though every ward, north and
south, east and west, added its quota
to the list.

Nearly 3,000 in Seven Months

If the weekly death lists seem large,
that for the year 1918, so far as it has
progressed, is astounding for, according
to records kept in the office of Dr.
J. Laberge, M. D., chief of the city’s
Contagious Disease Department, there
have occurred in Montreal since Janu-
ary 1 last, 2853 deaths of children un-
der five years of age, very nearly one-
half of the 6,298 deaths recorded during
the whole period.

In other words, the half year’s figures
show that out of every hundred citi-
