London, April 24.—If the Duke of 

York and his fiance had nothing to do 
'but thank people for the wedding pre­
sents which pile up daily, they would 
be very busy. Secretaries help some, 
of course. But secretaries can’t find 
practical use for the presents, and that 
is going to be a task in itself. For in­
stance, no fewer than fourteen walk­
ing sticks for his Royal Highness are 
listed among the many duplicates.

For the most pert the presents are 
what people call practical. And, na­
turally, they are somewhat above the 
ordinary. No salt shakers or cut glass 
nut bowls or leather bridge sets have 
yet been counted among the articles 
received by the Duke or Lady Elisa­
beth Bowes-Lyon. But there are cig­
arette cases and cigarette boxes and 
cigarette lighter^ galore, And, as one 
would expect, any number of clocks^ 
and a set of silver candlesticks,

But these candlesticks are different. 
They have a history and a tradition 
and a legend. Given by Lord Iveagh, 
they are among the finest specimens of

They came 
into the Iveagh family by way of a 
butler ancestor who was in the serv­
ice of an (rid Huguenot refugee family 
which went by the name of La Touche. 
Tlie butler’s in those days brewed the 
family’s beer, and one day he burnt 
I he beverage. But the burnt beer was 
just to his master’s liking, so much so 
that he waxed generous and there and 
then presented to the butler the silver 
candlesticks.

Then there is a lithograph of George 
IV given by Lady Maud Warrender 
which is of historic value. It was once 
possessed by Mrs. Fitzherbert, who 
was married to that monarch.

A Chippendale mahogany table made 
by Chippendale himself was the gift 
of Lord and Lady Stanley. Earl Far- 
quhar, in addition to handing over 
White Lodge, Richmond Great Park, 
of which he was life tenant, so that the 
Duke and the Duchess could have a 
home, has made many substantial pre­
sents of furniture to both the bride 
and bridegroom. One article is a 
Dresden China clock and mantel orna­
ments which date from the time of 
King Augustus the Strong, a /contem­
porary of Louis XIV of France.

Various delegations have gone up to 
Buckingham Palace and Iformally con­
gratulated the Duke on becoming be­
trothed, and cities and organizations 
all over the land have presented con­
gratulations through the mail. The 
Duke has had to write letters of 
thanks, of which the following is a 
sample:

“Dear Lord Provost: 
thank you, and through you the magis­
trates and councillors of the City of 
Dundee, for the congratulations which 
you have addressed to me on my ap­
proaching marriage. I value very 
highly the loyal expression of good 
wishes and goodwill which you have 
offered to me, and I value it especial­
ly as coming from those whom I may 
call the neighbors and fellow citizens 
of my future wife.

“The Lady Elizabeth Bowee-Lyon 
joins with me in thanking you and 
those whom you represent for this 
congratulatory address which it has 
been a very real pleasure to us both to 
receive.”

The younger generation’s tack from 
the straight and. narrow lane of ortho­
doxy and convention will be followed 
a bit in the wedding dresses of the 
bridesmaids to Lady Elizabeth Bowes- 
Lyon when she becomes the Duchess 
of York. And tradition will be tossed 
away somewhat by the bride herself 
In her wedding gown, for the sleeves 
will be of manufactured Nottingham 
lace. No one who worries over such 
things can remember when a royal 
bride ever wore lace other than hand­
made, upon her wedding day".

The unorthodox touch in the appar­
el of the eight bridesmaids will be a 
trail of lily leaf green tulle upon their 
cream chiffon dresses. Heretofore aristo­
cracy has seemed to imagine that green 

all very well in its place, but that 
a wedding was no place for it. How­
ever, green is one of Lady Elizabeth’s 
pet colors and she ordained that her 
bridesmaids should wear it. Her favor­
ite color, like that of Mrs. Harding, is 
blue.

The wedding dress of Lady Eliza­
beth, as described by the officially ap­
pointed personage whose business it is 
to depict such articles, is “a beautiful 
chiffon moire dress of old ivory color 
and of a simple mediaeval style, em­
broidered with silver thread and 
pearls with lace sleeves reaching to the 
ground, of specially made Nottingham 
lace. The train is composed of beauti­
ful old lace mounted on tulle, the lace 
graciously lent by Her Majesty, the 
Queen. The bride will wear a tulle 
veil with a wreath of orange blossoms.”
