" MAKING FLINT GLASS.

THE VERY iNTERESTING PROCESS
VIVIDLY DESCRIBED.

Lumps of Molten Glass Deftly Tarned Into
Things of Ornament and Use—A Busy
Place Where It Scems That All Is Con-
fusion, but It Is Just the Othez Thing.

Flint glass is either blown, molded or
pressed, and frequently all three meth-

ods may be seen together in the same |

establishment.

A flint glass factory is a most enter-
taining medley of marvels. As you
enter the great building that surrounds
the huge chimney the first impression is
that you arg in a human ant hill rumbling
with inordinate activity. Or perbaps
the sensation is better described as a
plunge intb a purgatorial chamber of in-
dustrious’ demons.

OUR HARBOR.

There seems to be a great deal of slack-
ness in some quarters in regard to harbor
inatters, neither the Board of Trade nor
the Common Council apparently appre-
ciating the fact that something ounght to
he done at once to place our harborin a
position to accomodate the traffic which
will be likely to seek itin the winler
season, There are no facilities at present
for handling a cargo of grain at any of
the wharves of St. John, nor is there any
wharf in 8t. John harbor connected with
any line of railway,which has proper sheds
for the reception of perishable goods.
1f this condition of affairs continues it is
useless to talk of handling the winter
traffic of Canadn or any other important
business. We understand that the man-
agers of ti:e Furness Line, have applied
1o Mr. VanHorne for rates to St. John,
but that the latter has for the present
declined to give any rates. This meauns,
of course, that there is no provision at
present, for transatlantic trade, although
the building up of this trade, was one of
th¢ main objects of the construc-
tion of the Short Liune. Several
weeks ago a committee of the Commeon
Council was appointed to take into consi-
deration that part of Mayor Barker's
address which related to the harbor, but
up to the' present time this committee
has not even been called together. The
offer of the Dominion Government to
build a line of railway to the wharves on
the harbor front, only seems to have re-
sulted in the passage of a resolution by
the Common Council, which does not
appear to us to carry the matter any
further than it was before. We under-
stand that a committee of the Board of
Trade has also had harbor matters under
their consideration, but for one reason
or another they have not reported. All
this apathy and apparent neglect of the
interests of St. Jobm is quits unaccounta-
ble. The season for work is rapidly
passing away, and as yet nothing what-
ever has been done towards bringing the
winter business of Montreal to St. John.

THE BEHRING SEA DIFFICULTY.

The Star
traverses the absunl pretension, that
United States laws are of any force out-

Save only in the time
of war no such outrages as hg\‘c
Leen perpetrated on Canadian shipping
and commerce were ever visited on
British shipping. What we want to
know now is whether Canadian ships
are British ships, whether Canadian in-
terests are British interests, whether
Canadian commerce is British commerce,
whether, in shorf, we are under the
British flag or not. . This is the whole
question, and the sooner we understand
our true position the better, Many
Canadians are anxious to know why this
state of things has lasted three years, if
our own Government had done its duty
by Canada. Many are anxious to know
what the Government has really done.
It is time the whole country knew, and
the blame placed where it belongs.
Canada is too big a country, too populous,
too confident of its great future, to be

During the present century much |

Yet these |
attempts have not been wholly vain, for |
they have demonstrated that in that |
direction the progress of exploration has |
probably reached its limit orvery near- |
ly approached it. Little as is yet known !
of the Aretic ocean itis nevertheless true |
that its discovery and exploration have |
developed and tasked wnrore skill |
and heroism than perhaps the
exploration and discovery of all the
rest of the world since the age of Colum-
bus. About 125 years ago Russia
sent out simultaneously five expeditions
to complete if possible the mnorth west
passage. The time occupied by these
five expeditions aggregated about 20
yvears. In 1827 Parry reached latitude
2° 45: in 1554 Kane reached 81°

in 1871 the Polaris reached
§2° 16:in 1874 the Austro-Hungarian |
expedition. reached = 82° 5: and |
the British expedition of 1875—1876 ad-
vanced, no farther than 83° 20.
Thus we have after all theso years a
circle of about 2100 miles in diameter,
an area little infetior to
that of the whole of Europe which is
absolutely unknown. If, instead of ex-
pending money and lives in further
attempts to explore this region which it
seems are destined to prove utterly fruit-
less, the governments of England, Cana-
da and the United States, separately or
combined, would fit cut fleets of vessels
to pursue, as they pursue seals or whales,
the icebergs and other great masses
of ice that during ©  several
months in the year are
continually floating down from the
frozen north, and annihilate them with
dynamite or some other explosive, one
of the most formidable menaces to ocean
navigation would ‘be removed, and
hundreds of lives and thousands of dellars
worth of property would be saved an-
nually. The abolition of icebergs on the
Atlantic coast, however, would have
another and most beneficial effect, in
rendering the seasons more uniform and
divesting them of much of their severity.
Without icecerge we - should be
without  late  springs and un-
timely frosts in the autumn and
the value of tle harvests of the contin-
ent would be enhanced by many mil-
lions of dollars. If countries that would
be benefitted by the abolition of icebergs,
would unite in making war upon them
with vessels and armaments specially
constructed for the purpose, there is no
doubt but that the amelioration of the
climate would be so marked that the
world would wende: that the adoption
of tha idea had been so long deliyed.

All the workers are busy as their wits

most skilful workman (the blower) at |

the head, the gatherer (a young fellow)
next, and two boys, one handling molds
or tools, and the other carrying the prod-

ucts to the annealing oven. . The only !

way to learn the glass tradeis through
long apprenticeship in these four stages.
And no apprentice is permittéd to enter
the full privilege and wages of a master
workman without the consent of the or-

der. By this severe means of apprentice- |

ship the glass workers keep the skill of

their trade in their own confrol, much |

like the old Venetian artisans, and prac-
tically dictate their own prices to em-
ployers.

The best wages in the glass industry

are received by the window glass blow- |
ers, sometimes reaching $12 per day. |
The master melters rank next, though |

they seldom get more than half that

amount. From these earnings the prices |
slope down to the small tending boys, |

who are paid thirty cents for ten hours’
work. The blower’s occupation is labor-
ious, but not unhealthful. He works
eight or ten hours at a stretch, finishing
one melt of glass, There are four or five

melts every week, each requiring six- |
teen hours to fuse, ten hours of blowing |
and ten hours of flattening. 'The work |

is always by the piece, and in teams or
in *‘shops,” 2ach composed of ‘ one mas-

ter workman and several younger assist- |

ants.
There are in operation about 160 fur-

naces, at which there are employed |
about four thousand blowers, gatherers, |
flatteners and cutters. They are bound |

together by a union that dictates the
quantity each workman may make, the
number of apprentices that may be taken

(generally not more than two toa fur- |

nace), that prohibits any foreign work-
man from getting a placein the factories,
or any glass from being made in the

months of July and August. The aver- |
age time they have worked in the last |

four years has been less than eight
months and a half. Much of the time
Jost has been spent in strikes or disputes
with the manufacturers about wagea.—
Harper’s Magazine.
