Only ‘a few days ago the Colonist
a moment of candor, forgetting the part
it is expected to play as a Tory organ,
confessed that Canadians are operating
ander more favorable fiscal conditions
than the people of the United States.
Friday the same paper; as if apolegizing,
for its temporary lapse from a position
of hypocrisy and insinecerity, says lugu-
briously: “To postpone the matter of
tariff revision for another year would,
it seems to-us, be to cause unnecessary
dinjury to our trade and industries.” The
tariff at present in operation was adopt-
ed after a searching inguiry had been
made by a committee of the cabinet.
The views of all classes of the people
were heard upon the subject. Consum-
ers as well as producers expressed their
opinions. That was a decided change
from the proeedure that had prevailed.
The custom was for individuals who
Yiad goods 16 Sell o say what amount of
protection they desired. If their views
prevailed, and they generally did pre-
vail, the prices to consumers were in-
creased cent for cent with the rise in
the tariff. Under the revised plan peo-
ple were so encouraged to do business’
that the prosperity of the country has
been beyond precedent during the past
five or six years. Would it not be a
wise thing to follow the procedure .that
has been so salutary in its ef-
fects? Is there any* indication that
the country will suffer if * . the
fullest investigation be held be-
fore making necessary changes in a
fiscal system under which our country
tas ‘made such wonderful progress?- Cir-
cumstances have changed since the year
1897. We have left many old ideas be-
hind us. It may be necessary to take
stock and catch yp with the progress of
the country. But when the Colonist
says there is any danger of disaster
overtaking us because of delay in nmeud_-
ing the tariff, it is not speaking in sin-
cerity. The fiscal system under which
wé are operating has proved its merits.

It _would be a dangerous thing to tam-

per with it without the fullest knowl-
edge and next to absolute certainty as to
possible effects. The tariff is eminently
well ‘suited to the special conditions and
situation of Canada. It is absolutely
true that we are working under more
favorable fiscal conditions than our
neighbors. 3

VERACIOUS VAGRANTS.

As proof of the tendency of the agents
of the Tory party to exaggeration, let
us consider the case of the reported
closing up of the Canada Woollen Mills.
Some time ago an announcement was
published in the East to the efféet that
the mills were going out of business.
They were to be closed up and their
affairs wound up. The British prefer-
eace had overcome them, A protective
duty of from twenty to twenty-five per
cent., with the cost. of transportation
added, was not sufficient to guard them
against the aggressions of _the British
woollen manufacturers. This crisis was
used to the utmost advantage by Con-
servatives in Parliament until the Fin-
ance Minister arose in his place ¢and
read a circular that had been sent out
by the Canada Woollen Mills announc-
ing that they were still in business and
inviting orders from dealers. Then it
was said the business would be disposed
of as a going concern. Canadians not
being impressed sufficiently by the al-
leged straits of an institution in which
Tory politicians -are largely interested,

and which is apparently being used for

political purposes primarily and as a

business venture secondarily, the news

was telegraphed all over the country by

orders of the Conservative machine that
the mills had gone into bankruptey, that
the shareholderss would = lose in the
neighborhood of jone million dollars, and
that the preferential trade policy of the
Xiberal government was responsible for

The complainants
ask that they shall be empowered by act
of Parliament to charge more for their
products. Nothing less than ten or fif-
teen per cenl. more will satisfy them.
If the duties on Brifish woollen manu-
factures are increased that much they
will be satisfied. This from. the party
which pretends to be in favor of the Bri-
tish preference! There are actually
manufacturers of the Brock type in
Great Britain fo-day trying to convert
the British electors to their views of pre-
ferential trade!. And they take c¢are to
tell the Britons that there is no hope
of an iperease in. the preference. They
]do not say that the preference they
would accord is such as was given under
the National Poliey, with a possible in-
crease in the height of the tariff wall!
But that is exaetly what the attitude of
the Tory party to-day portends.

In regard to the woes of the Tory
wopllen manufacturers, it is a fact that
there are more men employed in the
Canadian woollen mills to-day than at
any other period ‘in ‘the history of the
country. They are getting higher wages,
Angd it is a further fact that there are
mills working to—d‘tiy and paying divi-
dends which were closed up before the
preferential” trade 'policy was adopted.
Such an assertion was made in Parlia-
ment, and it could not be denied,

RUSSIA’S CONFIDENCE.

From -the manner of their tone and
conversation -it is. evident that the Rus-
sians have no misgivings as to the re-
sult of the war with Japan. They will
sbrook no interference now, nor will they
tolerate intervention when they have the
Japs down and are exacting terms _of
4 peace, - This may be accépted as an in-
fimation to Emperor William that he is
migtaken in assuming that there is any
necessity for Germany to be prepared to
take a hand in a settlement in which all
the ‘powerful nations of the world must
have a word. The trouble concerns Rus-
sia ‘and Japan alone, and Russia and
Japan alone—or as much as is left of
Japan—will be in at. the finish.

That is-all very well and may sound
very pleasant -to the ears of Russians.
But the armjes of the Czar are still a
long way from Tokio. The road to the
capital, we fear, will be found to be very
difficult. The soliders of Kouropatkin
are going. the other way now, although
it may be quite true that they are bid-
ing their time for the phycbologica] mo-
ment to strike.- The navy of the Czar
is for the time practically helpless. In
its original state it was held to be su-
perior to that of the enemy. If that be
true, there should be a lesson in the fact
for the rather bombastic Russian gen-
erals and statesmen. It is possible that
the feats of the fleet of the Japs many
be repeated by ithe armies of the Japs.
And so the day of reckonidg may not
be exactly as outlined in the minds® of
the optimistic Muscovites.

The outcome of the war may depend
very greatly upon the internal condition
of Russia and upon the extent of her
financial resources. We know that the
morale of the Japanese forces is all
the most ardent patriot could desire. We
also know that the cost of the mainten-
ance of the Japanese army and navy up-
on a war footing will be borne with
cheerfulness as long as the people re-
main in their present temper. The world
is-somewhat in the dark as to the state
of mind of the Russian people, the
length‘of the public purse, the size of
the army 4t present in the ~Hast and
available for the purpose of clearing the
way to Tokio, and the capacity of ‘the
long line of communieation with the ef-
fective base from. which all supplies
must be secured. One aythority says
the financial condition of Russia, even
under ordinary eircumstances, is most
serious. The Czar’s gdvernment has to
pay out yearly in interest about $135,-
000,000. This inverest charge has to be,
met by a favorable balance of trade. An
American expert has advanced in a re-
cent issue-of the Yale Review an inter-
esting theory in this connection. The'
writer, Mr. N. T. Bacon, states that the
interest payable abroad by Russia has in
the last; five years ‘exceeded its trade
balance by $68,000,000 a year. At this
rate, in thirty years the total obligations
of Russia will have increased by $4,000,-
000,000. As the Empire now owes $3,-
200,000,000, it is, therefore, in thirty
vears likely to have a debt _of $7,300,-
000,000 if no fresh obligations are as-
sumed. These figures are too large for
ordinary minds. Yet they take no ac-
count of Russia’s ambitious schemes
and her constant borrowings. Her
revenues are vast; the expenditures are
vaster. In one year Russia collects

$1,000,000,000. For the current year
the total estimates exceed the probable
revenue by about $100,000,000, and this,
of course, does not take war expenses in-
If the war can be catried
to a concluston in & wyear for $500,000;-
000 Russia will ‘have exceeded its in-
come by $600,000,000. In the meantime

completed. The vast population of the
Empire, numbering 140,000,000, which
is repidly increasing, is the strength of
Russia. The mediaeval power of the
Orthodox Church is the bulwark of the
despotism. Though the people are fan-
atically religious, ‘drunkenness abounds.
The army is the nation. It is the gate-
way to glory and to fortune. Hence Rus-
sia may be extravagant, corrupt and re-
actionary, but it musters an immence
fotce of fighting -men. Yet -.all = this
strength would be weakness in the day
of the nat\ion’sr bankruptey.

FIGHT WITH NEGRO.

Charged on House in Which Degper-
ado Had Barricaded Himself
and Killed Him.

Oakland, Cal, April 27.—After a
fierce battle between the polite and a
desperate negro, lasting from 10 o’clock
last evening until 8 o’clock this morning,
Wilson Anderson was shot and killed by
four officers.

To the Editor:—It Is a question who
would be the gainers of a railway to the
nortkr emd ‘of  Vamcopver Island with its
American lines of steamers at either end.
We see where the agitator states as a ract
to support his conclusion that Seatile was
built from twenty-five thousand to a popu-
lation of one hundred and ten thousaund in
a very few years—practically
Klondike rush.

Now this man lives in Port Angeles ang
he is somewhat jealous of Seattle's pros-
perity. . The trend of his arguments is that
providing the Northern trade was diverted
te Port Angeles that town, too, would
progress in a like manner. I contend, how-
ever, that, like the company operating the
Northern stages which, after securing its
contract: from the government, crossed to
the American side and obtained the horses
and equipment for providing the service,
this would be one-sided. So it is in many
cases. The Americans secure the gold of
the Yukon, American cities are built to
the detriment of Canadian interests, indi-
viduals are made wealthy, but the nation
suffers.

I believe that Canada should retain all
this gold at home. She should control the
trade of the North, and, to my mind, there
is .but one way of accomplishing this de-
sired end. Let Canada build her own rail-
way. There is a good country to be open-
ed up in the northernm part of this province,
and we know that once a system of trans-
portation is established that prosperity and
growth will be witnessed all
line.

Towns would be built up, and these
would create an important trade of their
own. This same road should connect with
the Liard river and run through the Peace
and Mackenzle river countries to the Yukon.
Once this railway was completed it would
be found that thousands of dollars of gold
now taken, from; the Yukon to the Ameri-
can side would mot leave Canada, but
would help in/ building up towns aleng the
new line. A vast amount of machinery
would be required in these districts, and
it wemld net be long until Victoria and
Vancouver enjoyed a Ilucrative trade in
this connection. They have the Lynn
Canal, and. they obtained@ as-much more of
our’‘country &8 they could get.
