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Of Reptiles there are about 70 species ; and of Fishes 
there are about 100.

There are some good Crustacea, a few Arachnida, and 
an extensive and valuable series of insects illustrative of 
the received divisions, and including many rare and 
beautiful species.

Considerable progress has been made in forming a col­
lection of Mollusca, and there are some good Echinodermata 
and Zoophyte.

In Botany many Plants have been collected together, 
especially native species, and their arrangement has been 
commenced.

The Museum is open every day (excepting Sunday) from 
10 J.° 3 o clock, and the College Students are admissible.
