Taraa, Siberia.—Eight thousand
wives and children of officers, mak-
ing an eleventh hour flight from
Omsk, are reported. to have been
captured by the Bolshevik ten miles
east of Omsk. The retreat of the
units of the Siberian army from
the all-Russian capital became
a stampede, the troops throwing
away their guns and commandeer-
ing locomotives, trains and carts,
in which to escape.
