BTTBXHESS котив. quantities of young bass are destroyed 
by the seine-fishing and other illegal 
practices pursued by the fishermen. 
These representations are made to the 
Department by the Inspector of 
Fisheries for the Province and, also, by 
others who should, and probably do 
know how absolutely false most of them 
are and how little truth there is in the 
remainder. Honest efforts have been 
made to induce the Department to in­
form itself correctly on the subject, but 
the task seems to be an almost hope­
less one. The influencés at work again я t 
the interests of the fishermen are too 
strong and subtle to be overcome in 
time to save them from the losses which 
stare them in the face this season.1

We are credibly informed that some 
of the fishermen ^rote to our county 
representative, Mr. Mitchell, asking 
him to lend his aid in having the un­
just regulation relaxed. We are assur­
ed, however, on the best authority, 
that Mr. Mitchell did not remonstrate 
against the prohibition of gaspereaux 
seining, but, on the contrary, strongly 
urged its necessity upon the Minister. 
How he will answer, satisfactorily, for 
this coarse we do not know, but it is 
evident that he has thrown his influ­
ence in the wrong direction. We are 
not surpriSed at the course taken by the 
Inspector, for the vindictiveness of his 
nature leaves no ground on which to 
rest a hope that he will ever allow an 
opportunity to persecute our fishermen 
to go by without taking advantage of it. 
The fishermen, however, have a right 
to expect different treatment from Mr. 
Mitchell—at least they hoped that when 
he was made aware of the losses they 
would suffer by the carrying out of the 
advice he gave to the Minister^ or which 
he encouraged the Inspector in giving, 
he would assist in an effort to obtain re­
lief for this season at least.

We believe that even the people of 
the Northwest who were, to some ex­
tent made to believe that the prohibi­
tion of gaspereaux seining in the Main 
and Southwest rivers was necessary in 
the interest of their over-worked bass 
fishery, are now in symyathy with their 
fellow-fishermen of those places, having 
learned of the hardships which the new 
regulation entails upon them. When 
they understand all the bearings of the 
matter more fully we believe they will 
regret having lent their influence to aid 
in working a great wrong upon others 
in the community whose interests are 
not opposed to, but identical with their 
own. It is asserted by many who ought 
to understand whereof they speak 
that the oppression of the gaspereaux 
fishermen has been brought about for 
the purpose of influencing the fisher­
men against the present Minister. It 
makes little difference, however, what 
the original design in the matter was ; 
the people will hold all concerned re­
sponsible, as far as they are implicated, 
and we hope the time is not far distant 
when they will have an opportunity of 
showing that they are prepared to mark 
their disapproval of the men who have 
sacrificed the public interests for the 
working out of their private plans, and 
the accomplishment of their personal 
ends.

Reconstruction.—Some of the party 
papers are veiy busy reconstructing the 
Dominion Government. Whatever 
may be the country’s necessities in the 
matter, however, there is no well 
authenticated announcement of any pro­
posed Cabinet Changes just yet.

Great Britain and the Bast.
Poland and Russia.—The Berlin 

papers announce that leading Polish 
politicians, at a secret meeting, resolved 
on the establishment of recruiting 
bureaus all over Poland with the hope 
of raising an army of 80,000 men. Six 
thousand have left already for Turkey. 
The national committee lias appointed 
Count Racrinski as a delegate to Con­
stantinople.

ENGLAND»’ POSITION DEFINED.
The London Times says that Mr. Cross 

gave the following as a clear statement of 
the Government’s policy:—Not to sanction 
oppression or tyranny in any part of the 
world ; to preserve treaty engagements, 
and set an example which, if followed by 
other nations, would materially arid to the 
happiness of the world ; deeply as we іе- 
gretwar, to maintain the strictest neutrality 
between the contending nations ; outside 
the necessities of this actual war, to main­
tain as they ought to maintain, and as any 
British Government would maintain, those 
interests of England which ought to be 
maintained. We have no thought .of fear 
or gain, and before the face of the House 
of Commons it will be declared, and before 
the face of England, of Europe, and of the 
World, that the Government is conscious 
of the honesty of its own purpose. They 
are conscious of their strength. They 
will not use their strength improperly, 
but wherever opportunity may offer to 
stay this war, to heal these wretched di­
visions, to improve the condition of these 
Christian populations in any way which 
will really improve them, the Government 
will give their services.

“ DON’T MENTION IT.”
Constantinople, May 11.—The Sultan 

has sent a letter of thanks to the British 
Government for Lord Derby’s answer to 
Prince GortschakofTs circular to the 
Powers.

The Turks are quite enthusiastic over 
Earl Derby’s despatch, and see in it a 
proof that Great Britain distrusts the 
motives of Russia, and holds herself free 
to interfere when the proper moment 
arrives.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE AT ST. STEPHEN.
Saint Stephen, May 14.—A fire broke 

ont at half past two o'clock to-day in 
Ganong’s stable, in rear of his store, on 
Water Street. The wind was blowing 
heavily from the N. W. The fire spread 
quickly and caught Mark’s building, going 
from there down to the Watson House 
corner, up King street and down Water 
street.

About seventy buildings were destroyed 
and about forty-three families turned out 
Besides the Watson House hotel, Breen’s 
boarding bouse and Toal’s are gone.

Three steam engines and two hand 
engines were quickly at work. Scarcely 
anything was saved from the stores on 
Water street, as the goods weré burned 
after removal from the buildings.

Three men from Calais, Curry, Buckley 
and Jackson, were hurt by the falling of 
chimneys, the two latter badly.

The total loss is estimated at $250,000, 
half of which only is covered by insurance.

DICTATING TO KARL DERBY.
London, May 12.—In the House of 

Lords the Duke of Rutland criticized the 
strong language of Earl Derby’s reply to 
Prince Gortschakoff. He said the reply 
was liable to be misrepresented as a de­
parture from strict neutrality, and asked 
whether it was submitted to be approved 
by other powers before being sent.

Earl Derby replied that the suggestion 
that the reply should have been submitt­
ed to other powers was unprecedented, 
and denied that the reply was inconsistent 
with neutrality. “We are not bound, ” 
he said, “to abstain from expressing onr 
opinion, which we were invited to give on 
the merits of the quarrel. ”

A SEMI-OFFICIAL STATEMENT.
London. May 12.—The Army ami Navy 

Gazette says the official contradiction of 
the statement that Lieutenant-General 
Sir John Linlon Simmons would be ap­
pointed Commander-in-Chief of an ex­
peditionary force is incorrect, only because 
there is no such tiling ns an expeditionary 
force ; nevertheless, he is most thought of 
in high places, should certain things hap­
pen. And so, it is, says the Gazette, of 
some other matters which have been an­
nounced ; they may never come to pass, 
and were at best contir gent. There is no 
troth in the statement that English officers 
have been sent to the entrance of the Suez 
Canal to select site for a camp.

ANGLO-RUNS!AN CRISIS EXPECTED.
London, May 11.—The differences be­

tween England and Russia relative to the 
Eastern question are increasing, and an 
open rupture is probable. Should this 
occur England’s neutrality could no longer 
be maintained, and it would, it is believed, 
lead to general European war.

A St Petersburg despatch says : “It is 
definitely decided that Count Schouvaloff 
will not return to London. All the fort 
garrisons of the Baltic ports are made up 
to their full strength. The mobilized army 
of the north is concentrated on the Baltic 
coast. The Finnish merchant fleet wall 
not leave the Baltic this year. ”

IMPORTANT TURKISH VICTORY CLAIMED.

The Daily Telegraph publishes an extra 
containing a Fera special, which says in­
telligence has been received from Sulina, 
that on Wednesday the Russians attempt­
ed to cross the Danube at Reni, ж town ІЬ 
the confluence of the Danube and the 
Pruth. They threw a bridge over the 
river, bnt were met by the Turkish 
infantry and artillery, assisted by three 
gunboats. The bridge was broken, and a 
large number of Russians were killed and 
captured. The Russians were completely 
defeated.

A later despatch says the Russians en­
countered great difficulty in the attempt 
to cross the Danube. It does not confirm 
or deny the Telegraph'» special, and farther 
particulars are looked for anxiously.

A RUSSIAN SUCCESS.
A Russian battery hitherto masked by 

a vineyard, opened fire on the Turkish 
monitors near Ibraila. An hour after the 
commencement of the action a shell struck 
a large three-masted iron clad and sank 
her with a crew of three hundred. Hussan 
Bey was also on board.

BOUMANIA VS. TURKEY.
A later telegram from Bucharest, giving 

the debate in the Chamber of Deputies 
yesterday and the statements of Ministers, 
shows a vote of the Chamber passing a 
resolution declaring that as Turkey lias 
severed all bonds between herself and 
Roumanie by outrages along the Danube, 
the Ministry shall be empowered to take 
any steps they may deem necessary. This 
is equivalent to a formal declaration of 
war.

THE TEXT OF ROUMANIA’S DECLARATION.

London, May 13. The following is the 
text of the Roumanian resolutiohs passed 
by the Chamber on Friday, virtually 
amounting to a declaration of independ­
ence: “ The Chamber, seeing that Turkey, 
by her aggressive conduct, has severed, 
the ties uniting Roumanie to Turkey, and 
considering that Turkey has commenced 
hostilities, and that the Roumanian. Gov­
ernment cannot have already replied to 
the Turkish declaration of war, relies on 
the sense of justice of the guaranteeing 
powers which assured Roumanian political 
development in the Treaty of Parié, and 
empowers the Government to adopt all 
such measures as will secure the e 
of Roumania and enable her on the con­
clusion of peace to take up a well "defined 
position, rendering it possible for her 
to accomplish her historical mission in.the 
East unfettered by any dependence. ”

A Great Conflagration.
On Monday last a destructive fire con­

sumed fully one half of the business 
portion of the thriving town of St. 
Stephen in this Province. It 
raenced about the middle of the town, 
on the street next to the St. Croix 
River, and swept down it for a quarter 
of a mile, ceasing, apparently, only be­
cause material to feed it was exhausted 
in that direction. It also ran up King 
Street, consuming large stores, hotels, 
dwellings, livery stables, etc. located in 
that quarter. The loss cannot be lees 
than a quarter of a million of dollars, 
about one half of which is covered by 
insurance.

Two great lessons are enforced by/ 
One is the^

dangerous policy of erecting large woodenv 
buildings closely together in towns, and 
the other, the necessity of protection by 
insurance. When such events 
certain amount of property must be 
swept out of existence. If it were not 
for the insurance system the losses, 
being concentrated in the communities 
where they occur, would be ruinous and 
when large very apt to paralyse 
tirely destroy the local interests affect­
ed. By taking advantage of insurance 
the loss is distributed all over the 
country, which is thus made to contri­
bute indirectly to the restoration, or 
rather replacement of what is destroy­
ed. We wish, for the sake of 
many friends in St. Stephen that their 
insurances were larger than they are, 
but, even as it is, we expect to hear of 
them rising, equal to the occasion and, 
like their Calais neighbors, after a 
similar visitation a lew years since, re­
placing their losses with something 
belter than what they had before.
