The United States naval forces in
Asiatic waters have covered them-
selves with glory, by making a dash
upon Manila, the capital of the Philip-
pine Islands. They steamed boldly in-
to the broad bay, under cover of night,
past the best forts and up to within
range of the Spanish fleet, which they
engaged early Sunday morning practi-
cally destroying nearly all the ships
although the latter were assisted by the
Spanish forts, . :

Commander Dewey of the American
Squadron appears to have achieved a
most brilliant victory, even according
to the news of it sent from Spanish
sources, and the Battle of Manila will
go on record as one of the great
historical events in which personal
courage and daring in the face of
terrible contingent responsibilities in
case of failure, had to reckoned with
beforehand.

The ApvANCE'S extra of Monday
noon gave the news of the great battle
several hours before the arrival of the
daily papers and it was eagerly bought
up on the streets and elsewhere.

It is always difficult for an outsider, and
a laymar, to understand how Parliament
consumes s0 much time in the discharge
of public business. Anyone looking over
the results of a session, would quite natur-
ally conclude that the work should have
been done properly and efficiently, within
a month or six weeks of time. Yeta
session rarely lasts less than three h

have his speech circulated broadcast in
pamphlet form, filled with baseless asser-
tions and fiery eppeals to passion, and
without one word of the answers that
were made. In this way, Mer. Quinn
hopes {o promote the Conservative cause,
regardless of the mischief which is done
by such despicable methods.

For ten days past the time of Parliament
has been almost wholly taken up witha
discussion of the Franchise Bill, and for
the most part the application of this
measure 80 New Brunswick has been the
special subject of controversy. On Friday
last Sir Charles Tupper introduced an
amendment intended to perwit an appeal
to the County Judge in cases of dispute.
Mr. Blair, with the impulsiveness of a
perfectly green hand in politics and ignor-
aat of the frightful consequences that
might follow upon his rashness, took ooca-
sion to point out the unworkable cha:acter
of this amendment. In fact, unmindful
of the dark cloud of destruction that was
gathering across the floor of the House,
he poked a good deal of fun at it.  When
he sat down, Sic Charles Tupper sarose,
and for the next half hour the Chamber
was filled with epithets, abuase, vocifera-
tion and fiery bric.a-brac, which was
clearly intended to first reduce the Minis-
ter of Railways to a pulpy condition snd
then wipe him clean off the face of the
earth. Of course, no such sanguinary
result followed.

Sir Charles declared that he did not
mind his amendment being criticised; but
it was more than flesh and blond could
stand to have that criticism come from a
man who had himself been the author of
the wickedest Franchise Act in existence.
He asserted, without the least hesitation
or qualification, that Mr. Biair had enact-
od a measure which put the control of
the New Brunswick franchise into the
hands of the sheriffs, who were hie own
appointees and his particalar miaions.
They could put on or leave off whomaoever
they pleased, and by this process could
elect a Liberal in & constituency where
Conservatives predominated. When Sir
Charles had exhausted himself in this
fashion, Mr. Blair—who, strange to say,
was still alive and well—pointed out that
the law, leaving the final making up of
the lists to the sherifts, had been passed
many years before he entered public life,
and during his term of office he had
never altered a syllable of it in respect to
the duty of the sheriff. Moreover, the
sheriffs had no power te omit or add, and
up to that moment he had never heard
one word of complaint against the law in
New Bruonswick.

Then things got rather mixed. Sir
Charles didn’t take back what he hud
said—he never does—and Mr. McInerney
came to his rescue. The member for
Kent had goed intentions in this regard;
byt, as the Premier pointed out later, the
louger he talked the more eftectually he
deatroyed the speech of his leader. Mr.
McInerney somewhat hesitatingly exoner-
ated Mr. Blair from the charge made by
8ir Charles; but he declared that the
sheriffs of New Brunswick had dangerous
powers under the existing Act. He was
not able to make himseli clear in this
objection, and fell into & good many bluu-
ders in the course of his speech, all of
which the Minister of Railways took
occasion to point out in a quiet way.
Others followed, adding rather to the
confusion intreducsd by Sir Charles’ mis-
statements, and finding that he had made
s tactical mistake in attacking the New
Brunswick sheriffs, some of his followers
from that Province were very anxious to
square themselves by repudiating his
utterances. At thia” time of writing,
however, they are still talking about the
New Brunawick sheriffs.

A determined effort will be made to
bring the session to a close by the 24th
May. The Opposition are making no
headway, and the calmer heads among
them are in favor of stopping the Niagara
of words and settling down strictly to
business. If their judgment prevails, the
thing is easy of accomplishment. If Sir

The Spanish-American War.

[Scientific American.)

The war with Spain to which we are
now committed has been undertsken, as
far as this country is concerned, on
humanitarian grounds. The high moral
atand which we have taken bas met wth
the unauimous approval of the Anglo-
Saxon, or, if the term be preferred, the
Engl'sh-speaking race, throughout the
world. Of this there is mot the shadow
of a doubt, and this sympathy, spoken and
unspoken, is as pronounced as are the
oriticisms which our policy has drawn
forth from the Continent of Europe.

Both the President’s message and the
resolutions of Congress recognize the ex-
istence of a great wrong and express the
determination to right it. In the resclu-
tions there is & strong disclaimer of any
intention to profit by the acquisition of
territory. We are entering upon a crusade,
more practical in its objects, more lofty
in its aims, than any that precede it.

It is realized that the first step to the
pacification of the unhappy island is the
expulsion from it of the Spanish army.
This will be accomplished as far as Cuba
is concerned whenever a crushing defeat
in the field or the cutting off of supplies,
whether of food or the munitiona of war,
or both, forces the Spanish army to capitu-
late, and as a condition of peace to em-
bark from the island. -

From a strategical point of view, con-
sidering the object which we havein
view, we hold a very strong position.
Spain, on the other band, labors under a

We think it will, for the reason that
it would be little short of an act of treach-
ery in the eyes of the Spanish people for
the government to leave its beleaguered
army to be starved or beaten into submis-
sion without striking a blow in its behalf.
If the full force of Spanish battleships,
armored oruisers and torpedo boats te
sent over in one combined fleet, it will be
neceesary for us to meet it with the com-
bined strength of the Key Weat and Fly-

ing squadrons, and upon the outcome of

this pitched battle, 1t is safe to say tha
issues of tho war will depend. A defeat
for Spain wonld mean the destruction of
her navy,the isolation of the West Indies,
the surrender of General B'anco and the
end of the war. A defeat for us would
mean a prolongation of the war anda
considerable postponsment of our ultimate
success.

la its early stages, at least, the war
upon which we have entered should be
regarded as a naval campaign, pure and
simple, and, until the first decisive blow
has been struck, it would be unwise to
make any military invasion of Cuba. The
blockade of the island has already been
undertaken, and if the latest advices are
correct, the Spanish fleets are on the eve
of sailing for the West Indies. - Iu this
case, the decisive naval conflict should be
fought within the mnext two or three
weeks, and it would seem wise to defer!
the landing of our troops on the island
until the issue has been determined. 1f
we win, as in all probabilities we shall,
the Spanish army will be cooped upin
Cuba beyond the possibility of refief, and
its capitulation would probably follow
withio a very short time. If, on the
other hand, the unlikely should happen, |
and our fleet should suffer reverses, the
tables would be completely turned, and
it would be our own troops who would,
temporarily at least, be cut off and shut
up in the island. j

By deferring the landing of troops until
the Spauish ships have croseed the Atlan-
tic and been destroyed or taker by our
flest, we zhall not only avoid what might
prove to be unnecessary slaughter, but
we shall be able to maictain secure lines
of communication and carry out a far
more effective blockade of the island.. In
fact, considering all the conditions govern-
ing the situation, irrespective of the
question of the unhealthfulness of the
climate, which in itself is a serions ene,
it is difficult to se2 what end would be
served by landing an army in Cuba before
the two navies had met on the high seas.
Should an army be landed there now, even
successful battles would count for nothing
if the communication with Key West
should be, even temporarily, cut off;
while, on the other hand, as soon as the
Spanish flecet is driven from the Cuban
waters, the position of the Spanish army
would become untenable and the blockade
would svon put them at the wercy of our
fleet. Our army then would be in a psi-
tion to co-operate with the navy in any
manceuvres that might be necessary for
the reduction of the island, and it is cer-

thus be avoided.

Patriotism in Patience.

The **Oa to Richmond” tluader im-
posed npon Lincoln by the yellow jour-
nalism and yellow dewagogy of 1861 re-
vived a st:ll-born revelation, If Lincoln
could have resisted the pernicious influence
and held his hand unt:.l he was ready the
outhreak wou'!d have been suppressed in
one wis3, comprehensive campaign. It
was ““Oa to Richmond” then as it is ‘‘On
to Havana” now, the cry of ignorance and
folly.

Waris not a mere yellow newspaper
waltz. We may dare Niagara, not defy
it. Before we underrate a foe study
Agincourt, Rossbach and Sedan, or, as an
impressive theme, the Spanmish Armada.
Take nothing for grart2ad, not even the
decadenice of an enemy. The eyes of
Europe are but open to the fact that the
**Sick Man’’ of the Bosphorus was, in the
Cretan gnestion,strong enough to paralyzs
Europein diplomacy. Nor should we re-
vel in the moonshine of *‘foreign sympa-
thy.”/ Yss, there is the friendship of
England. Well, Euglatd perhaps, if
yellow demagogy had not thrown into her
teeth the peace with arbilration tceaty
which would have united ns as with hooks
of steel—England is not apt to answer a
blow w:th a kiss. There ars, of course,
other powers yearning, it is hoped, to
fight Awmer:ci’s batties and make the
cause of humanity their own. France and
Italy are, like Spain, Latin nationalities,
and race sympathy supervenes. Germany
is the ally of Aunctria, »nd an Austrian
Princess 1s oa the Spunish throne. Russia
is far away anJd too mush concerned in her
magnificent Mongolian problem to wasts
her hardy Cossacks upon the equalid
provinces of equatorial Cuba.

Patrio'ism 1s patience. The president
mu-t not be hawk-driven upon another
Bull Run. Nor by a blunder nor a defeat
must we tind ourselves face to face with a
war of far.reaching consequences. War
is not a fixed scieace. Each war evolves
its own lessons. We must learn them by
experience. A modern battle ship would
have destroyed the fleets of Nelson and
Vilieneuve, while a modern reziment
would have driven Wellington from the
field of Waterloo. To be in readiness is
half the bit 1Is. The reedle gum forc:d
Austria out of the German Empire. It
was a surprise, but defeat has at times
been the penalty of a surprise.

Patisnce, steadily arming, drill, mak-
ing ready, so anticipat nz every contin-
tingency that whea the blow fails the
discomdture of the foe will be complete —
this is what war means. This will not be
attained by forcing upon the President the
disaster of another Bull’s Run.

We are in the war to the end. The
causes are beyond debate. Every sacrifice
will be a privilege. It is a war of human-
ity, but at the sume time we must crave
the favor of thut Providence who never
deserts a people whose arms are ready and
whose powder is dry. We must sustain
the Pre@ident; There must be no word
of pause or disheartenment, no more of
this *‘On to Richmond” frenzy which dis-
tressed the soul of Lincoln and would
paralyze the arm of McKinley. We can
neither whirl into war nor careen toward
victory. Nor can we expect manna from
heaven, nor the staiting of the waters
under tha smiting wand, nor the falling of
the Jericho walls. The supreme duty de-
volves upon us as it did npon our fathers,
As our fathers did, we must gird ourselves
to it as men, prepared for sny effort, and
not madly fomenting strif>, even as the

: WasHINGTON, May 2.
Washington is rejoicing. Not since the
dark days of the great civil conflict of a
third of a century ago have the people of
this city been so profoundly moved by war
‘news as they were last evening.

The first battle of the Hispano-American
war has been fought and victory lies with
Admiral Dewey’s squadron under the stars
sud stripes,

Maprip, May 2.
Advices from Manila say that the Ameri-
can squadron under Commodore Dewey
appeared oft the Bay of Manila at 5 o’clock
this morning and opened a strong canonade
against the Spavish squadron and forts pro-
tecting the harbor.

The Spanish second olass cruiser Don
Juan de Aunstria was severely damaged and
her commander was killed, Anpother Span-
ish vessel was burned.

The American squadron retired, having
also sustained severe damage.

A d paval gag t followed, in
which the American squadron again suffered
considerable lose and the Spanish warships
Mindanao and Ulloa were slightly damaged.

Maprip, May 2.

An official telegram received at a later
hour from the, governor-general of the
Philippines says, Admiral Montejo has
transferred his flag to the cruiser Isla de
Cuba from the Cruiser Reina Maria
Christina,

The Reina Maria Christina was complete-
ly burnt as was also the cruiser Castilla, the
other ships having to retire from the com-
bat, and some being sunk to avoid their
falling into the hands of the enemy.

El Heraldo de Madrid says that Adwiral
Montejo changed his flagship during the
engagement, or between the two encounters
in order to better direct the manoeuvres.

The Philippines, as ADVANCE readers
know, are a part of the Malay group. They
embrace, aceording to geographical authori-
ties, about 1200 islands, with a populstion of
over 7,000,000. Manila is the capital. It
is on ths Bay of Manila, which is a splendid
one for the manceavring of war ships in
action, being about 30 miles long and 20
wide. The city of Manila has a population
of about 200,000, and is the heart of Spanish
colonial power in the east. The Island of
Luzon, or which it is situated is nearly
twice as large as New Brunswick, and
has altogether a population of over 500,000.

GENERAL PRESS DESPATCHES.
Maprip, April 29.—11.15 am.: De-
spatches received here to-day from Manils,
capital of the Philippine Islands, say the
United States fleet is expected to arrive at
Manils on Sunday.

‘The Spaocish tieet has been divided into
twosquadrons. Two cruisers, the Castilla
and other vessels remain near the front of

Manila; the remsining Spanish warships,
uoder Admiral Moutejo, are patrolling the
western coasts, awaiting the arrival of the
American warships.

THB SPANISH ATLANTIC SQUADRON ON ITS

WAY TO PORTO RICO.

A despatch of 3rd inst from St. Vincent,

Cape de Verde Islands, says:—

The Spanish squadron, consisting of the
first class cruiser Vizcaya, Almirante,Oquen-
do, Infanta Maria Teresa and Cristobal
Colon, and the three torpedo boat destroyers
Faror, Terror and Platon, is steamiog west-
ward across the Atlantic and will probably
be heard from next at Porto Rico.

When the squadron left this port Friday
morniong the steamer Avery Hill, engaged
by the New York Herald, fullowed without
giving the fleet any intimation that it was
being watched.

As I cabled Sunday the admiral. received
his sailing orders late Thursday night, and
early the next morning the vessel put to
sea—this time for some strategic and active
move. The Herald’s special steamer waited
until the Spanish squadron was well out to
sea before an attempt was made to follow.
Then the steamer started with full steam
up to keep in the wake of the Spaniards as
long as possible.

The Avery Hill followed the track of the
Spanish squadron duriog the eatire day,
Friday. For 12 hours the steamer sped
over the seas, dropping gradually hour by
hour behind the swift geing Spaniards, whose
vessels were proceeding at tull speed in a
westerly dirsction.

The tquadron did not chaunge its course
to any appreciable extent. There was oaly
one inference to be drawn—that was that
the fleet was at least on ite way across the
Atlantic. The Herald steamer was still
within a mariner’s glass distance of the
Spanisrds at sunset. As darkness eame oan
the squadron passed out of sight, with the
prows of the vesssl pointing westwardly

, Then the Avery Hill turned around to re-
turn to port, which it reached shortly after
sunrise in the morning. There was not the
elightest doubt on board the Avery Hill
amoung the experienced seafarers that the
formidable cruisers and torpedo boat des-
troyers of Spain had begun their voyage
acroes the Atlantic.

If the destination of the Spanish squadron
is Porte Rico it will probably arrive thete in
about ten or twelve days, If, as some naval
experts believe, the squadron intends to
make a naval demonstration at New Yok, it
will probably arrive in about two weeks.

The distauce from the Cape Verde I:lands
to Porto Rico is 2.486 miles; from vhe Cape
Verdes to New York 2,919 miles, Naval
experts are of the opinion that the flect will
travel at a rate that will save coal, probably
making about 200 miles in every 24 hours.

Swift ocean scouts are to be used to keep
the navy department posted on tho advance
of the Spanish equadron. The distance
from Porto Rico to Key West is 1,000 miles,
snd from Porto Rico to Havana, 1,030 miles.
If Rear Admiral Sampson’s fleet sails out to
engage the Spanish squadron off Portd Riee,
it can easily reach that island in two and a
half days. If Spain’s ships coutinue on and
attempt to give battle to the fleet while it is
blockading Havana, it canoot arrive there
much within three weeks.

Of the cruisers in the Spanish squadron
the Christobal Colon has a tonnage of 7,000
and mounts two 10-inch, tea G-inch and six
4.7-inch guns. She has a six inch armor
belt exteuding below the water line, and her
turrets are of six inch steel. The Infanta
Maria -Teresa, Vizcaya, and Almirante
Oquendo are sister ships of 7,000: Their
armament includes two 11-inch and ten 5.5
inch guns. .Each has an armour belt 12
inches in thickness and 10 inches of steel
on the turrets. Of the three torpedo boat
destroyers the Platon is the most formid-
able, being of 400 tons, while the Faror and
the Terror are of 380 tons. %

WasHiNGgTON, May 3.—The French am-
bassador, M. Jules Carbon, has received a
despatch from the foreign office at Paris
stating that the French ambassader at
Madrid, M. Patenotre, has forwarded official
details of the Spauish reverse at Manila.
Patenotre’s report was based oa the latest
Spanish official advices. It states that the
Spanish cruisers Reina Maria Christina and
Castillia, were totally burned up, after being
set on fire by bombs from the American
ships, Two of the smaller Spanish ships
were sunk in order to avoid falling into the
handsof the enemy. The other Spanish
ships were half destroyed and had taken re
fage in Baker’s Bay.

We have not space for the later.despatches
received, but they show that thevictory of
the United States squadron at Manila was
complete. Commodore Dewey has simply
destroyed the Spanirh fleet, and is now no
doubt in possession of Manila or its ruins,
and has stripped Spuin of its chief remaining
colonial possession, che Philippine Islands.
This last aspect of the consequence of Sun-
day’s battle is one of wide international
importance and will kave an important bear-
ing on the far eastern generally. The Span-
ish loss in men is placed at 400. No losses
or damages are reported by the Americans,
and they are presumably very slight.
Washington is, of course, elated over the
victory, anl Madrid is io gloom. Sugasta is
hooted, and Weyler, whom the Amerieans
call:d *‘the Butcher,” is cheered. lnternal
revolution in Spaia is again igxminent.

The cable was cut at Manila on Monday,
soon after nooa.

Amongst the despatches from Madrid are

It is reported that Prime Minister Sagasta
has ioformed the Queen-Regent that the
fortifications at Cavite "have been totally
razed by the enemy and that the unfortified
part of Manila is burning.

A despatch of yesterday says :—

“The Spanish anthorities refused to ske-
render Manila at Commander Dewey’s de-
mand and it is assumed that the place is
taken, or that a bloody battle is being tought
for it possession. K!ectrical experts have
tested the cable and find that the damage
done to it is at or near Manila.”

To the Town Couuncil of Chatham,,
GENTLEMEN :—As directed by the Public
Works Committee I here submis tha follow-
ing report :—
1. Have inspecled Gas Brook from out-
let to Wellington street, and must say
that 1t wil never give satisfaction with
any small repairs. The culvert crossing
Wellington St. is entirely too small; also
culvert ou St. Andrew’s street and on the
next street; therefore tbree, new culverts
must be built, with at least one half more
capacity than the old ones, and the water
course then made deeper between them,
Behind the gas property 85 feet of open
drain, where sticks and all kinds of refuse
is let in and causee overflow of draid aad
damsage to osllars follows. Also culvert
crossing Water St. is old and in & bad state
dnd never was large enough for the flow of
water in freshet times. This work will cost
six hundred dollars. I have opened sewer
at different points and had it cleaned; that
is all that can be done until water lowers.

2. Have as requested, wherever crossings
are giving out had ashes placed on them.

3. Have had snowplows taken to Public
Building. Janitor'gave them two coats of
paint and stored them. 5 :

4, In reference to the plank sidewalk from
Water 3t. to Samuel Irvine’s house, distance
about seven hundred feet, some cedar would
be used. The total dust, includiug hernilock,
cedar, spikes and labor, about $75.00.

5. Johnston 8t, sewer, I cannot hold out
any ho;lm of repairing it so as to make it
safe. It is rotten fram top to bottom, and
tilled up in a dozen places. Water is more
outside than in sewer, and must undermine
the street. You can count on every hun-
dred feet of extension will cost one hundred
dollars. Hope you will be able to extend 1%
at least three hundred feet from where we
atopped.
