PEAT-MOSSES,

There are beds of peat in our coun-
try, and several attempis have besn
made to utilize them for fusl, as is
done in Ireland and some parts of
Seotland. The peat wmosses, of which
the beds are formed, belong to the
lowest family of the moss tribe. They
are familisar objects in our (amarack
swamps, where their gray-green,
hemispherical masses lie thick upon
the ground, to the execlusion of
other vegetation execept cranberries,
which spin their thin vines over them,
and & few pitcher-plants and grasses.
Every year the axes of the plants in»
erease in length and the older stems
of former years sink lower into the
bog. In this way the center of the

bogs, omlly of those fed by
ng:tnn eouidouw bigher
than the circumference. ben peat
moss has thus been growing for many
conturies, filling perhaps what was
ones 8 lake, the remains of the stems
become matted togetber by the pres-
sure of the water-logged fresh areas
above, and after a t eom-
ted into what is known as pest, pro-
bly one of the stages in the pro-
duet of coal. It is not altogeth-
er certain, says Prof. MeMilian, and
coal was developed from mosses like
the living peat mosses, but it is per-
fectly certain that it origina in
ancient swamps the same gen-

That is the way with
us. Wonderful processes sre going
on all around us, in pature, but we
are blind to them.

Peal mosses are so simply and eas-
ily propagsted by the deve nt of
branches that they rarely fruit. But
occasionally they do so—sometimes s
whole bog will be in fruit at once.
When you find at the terminal of one
of the branches a little cluster—gen-
erally three—of egg-shaped bodies,
each risi on s siander stalk from
the end of the branch, you may know
that you bave the fruit-body of s
peat moss in hand.
