the West Chester district. The relolu- 
tlon was objected to and will come up 
again on Monday next. The text of the 
resolution Is as follows:

The resolution was as follows:
Whereas, by the receeit collision be­

tween trains operated by steam of the 
New York, New Haven $nd Hartford, 
New York Central and Hudson River 
Railroad companies, in the tunnel un­
der Park avenue, In the city of New 
York, many persons were killed and 
Injured, and the impression prevails 
that the conditions under which trains 
are operated In the tunnel are danger­
ous to life and detrimental to the 
health of the thousands daily 
belled to pass through the seme, be it:

Resolved, That the board of railroad 
commissioners be, and they hereby are 
required:

First—To recommend, with all pos­
sible celerity, after due Inquiry, what 
changea and Improvements, If any, In 
said • tunnel and In more live power, 
terminal facilities and mode of opera­
tion In said city, the said companies 
should make and adopt to promote 
and Insure the safety and health of 
their passengers.

“Second—To secure of possible, un­
der existing law, a speedy compliance 
with such recommendations; and

"Third— If further legislations is 
cessary, to draft and submit at this 
seslaon of the legislature, such bill, or 
bills as will, in their Judgment, pro­
tect the people’s interests in and up­
on said railroads In said city."

THE PHILIPPINE SITUATION. CHICAGO, Jan. 10,—The Germane of 
Chlcagu will give a demonstration In 
honor of Admiral Schley on the occa­
sion of his visit to the city on Mon­
day, January 27, when over 8,000 mem­
bers of the German societies of the 
city will march to the auditorium and 
will be reviewed at that point by Ad­
miral Schley.

Should 
the weather conditions be such that 
marching is impossible on the day set, 
It is the Intention of the German so­
cieties to hold a big demonstration 
meeting at the auditorium. In either 
case the German societies of the city 
that will be in-luded win constitute 
100 singing societies. 21 military so­
cieties, ten Bohemian societies, and 
three Turner societies.

W. A. SINCLAIR,SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 10.—General 
Funeton, speaking last night of the 
progress of the war In the Philippines, 
said:

There is little that can be added to 
the news that has been sent out from 
Manila by telegraph. In Batangaa our 
troops are making good progress, and 
the situation 1» very promising, 
mar Is a puzzle. The Island is being 
raked from aide to side by columns of 
scouts, but It 1» very difficult to locate 
the insurgents. The navy blockade Is 
very effective, however, and we may 
be able to starve the Insurgents out 
and compel a surrender of the armed 
forces there, which number about 3,500 
men. In a few months. The army and 
navy are co-operating In an effort to 
force the rebels to come In and give 
up their arms, and good results may 
be looked fbr soon.

"The work of the civil commission 
la progressing satisfactorily, but mili­
tary rule must be preserved in those 
provinces where stubborn and Influen­
tial leaders hold the Ignorant and 
blood thirsty natives In the palm of 
their hands and mold their opinions at 
win."

"Confirming the memorial of his ma­
jesty, King Christian, of June 1900, the 
undersigned planters, *epresentlttg 88,- 
000 acres out of a total of 60,000 acres 
and merchants and other representa­
tive Inhabitants of the Danish West 
Indies, assert that If the American 
market Is not secured by the sale of 
the Islands, the su;ar Industry here 
will suffer severely and will have to 
otase in the near future, the prices 
for sugar now ruling being below the 
cest of producing that article."

Subsequent slgnaturfs secured to 
this message raised the ratio of repre­
sentation to nine-tenths bt the total 
acreage under cultivation.

VICTORIA, R. C.. Jan. 9.—The brig- 
atine Blakely, Capt. Frod Hackett. has 
sailed for Cocos Island. The Blakely 
carries a well'equlpped expedition 
patched by thr? Pacific Development & 
Exploration company,, which goes to 
seek the treasures so bong believed lo 
hare been buried on the southern Is­
land. The ship carries stands of rifles, 
stacks of ammunition, dynamite for 
blasting, donkey engines, hoisting ap­
paratus, lumber for shafts, gold and 
silver locating instruments, and oper­
ators to work them.

Several expeditions have dug up parts 
of the volcanic island In the effort to 
locate the hidden gold. "Yltver and prec­
ious stones. The British ..warship Im­
périeuse has sought the treasure, and 
also the Britls warship Amphion, and 
expeditions have gone fron> San Fran­
cisco and other Pacific ports.

The first treasure was deposited on 
Cocoa island about 1802, by a British 
schdoner, which had become a pirate 
vessel. The second treasure was de­
posited In 1885 by the barkentlne Mary 
JDyer, also a British ship, which is said 
to have landed boatloads of treasure. 
This ship was captured by Peru and 
all hands put to death but three men. 
These throe men never had an op­
portunity to return to the Island, the 
death of each being traced within the 
next decade.

Finally a man named Keaton, who Is 
believed to be the only man ever told 
by any survivor of the pirates of the 
Mary Dyer of the location of the treas­
ure succeeded in finding It, and carried 
away as much as he could conceal 
upon hla person. He was preparing to 
return with an expedition to point out 
the treasure when he died.

DOUBT OF LOEB’S DISCOVERY.

JOHN W. ADDISON,French Savant Believes Death Mi­
crobe le Indestructible.

GENERAL HARDWARE,
PARIS, Jan. 9.—Dr. Mentchikov of 

the Pasteur Institute, whose research­
es In the direction of prolonging life 
through the destruction of the "old 
age microbe," have attracted the at­
tention of the scientific world, Is reluc­
tant to believe that the experiments 
with the egg of the sea urchin, con­
ducted by Prof. Loeb of the Unlvereltv 
of Chicago, will result In destroying the< 
death microbe.

"In my opinion," said Dr. Mentchi­
kov Wednesday, "it will always be Im­
possible to Isolate a special death bac- 
cJllua. Physiologists no longer discuss 
the subject, 
that Prof. Lceb's researches will lead 
to the discovery of such a bacillus. I 
rather think they will result in the dis­
covery of the main thing—nourishment 
necessary to repair and restore the 
worn out functions of the body."
