The greater part of the afternoon 
was spent In discussing the appropria­
tion for the administration of justice, 
especially in the Yukon, where, in ad­
dition to regular salaries, large al­
lowances are given for living expenses, 
judges getting $5,000, sheriffs, magis­
trates and stenographers $1,800, and. 
other officers accordingly. The opposi­

Interesting Paper On How 
To Feed Them.

Professor J. H. Grlsdale at the 

Maritime Winter. Fair —; The 

Best Age For Economical Gains.

Before you begin to feed, select the 
best possible animals, said Prof. J, H. 
Grlsdale, of the Central Experimental 
Farm, at the Maritime Wlnten Fair. 
On the platform with him were two 
animals, .one a six-year-old ox, the oth­
er a yearling steer.

First, look at the steer’s face — we 
want a broad face, not too long, with 
a mild large eye — a large muzzle. All 
good feeding steers have short thick 
necks. We want a steer with a good 
constitution, for he must digest large 
quantities of food to make 
growth.
abundance of heart room Is essential, 
shown by his thickness and depth. 
This also gives room for the organs of 
digestion behind the heart and lungs.

The thick, low set steer will flesh 
much more cheaply than the rangy
steer.

6 months to 1 year
1 year to 2 years
2 years to 8 years

5 cts. per lb. 
8 cts. per lb. 

17 cts. per lb.
There is something to the young ani­

mal that enables it to make better 
of its food than when It gets older.

We find It pays to put feeding ani­
mals to a loose box — of course they 
must be of fairly uniform size—8 or 9 
in a box is enough; bed them well and 
keep them comfortable — keep the 
stall well ventilated. Under poor ven­
tilation a bunch of steers gained only 
I pound per day, while another lot 
gained 21-2 pounds with exactly the 
same feed and care, but good ventil­
ation.

When putting up steers to the fall, 
feed lots of succuleat food, and all the 
roughage you can economically get 
them to eat. Give every steer as many 
turnips as he wants, with four or five 
pounds straw, and as much hay. Well 
cured clover Is the best hay. 
four to six weeks,
Start with one pound per day; Increase 
this quantity gradually. Oats, barley 
and peas mixed are a good ration. If 
you have to buy, get food that Is 
cheapest, according to Its analysis.

Bran can often be got at a low price 
to summer.

THE CLOVER SEED CROP OF 1904.

It is difficult in any year to make a 
close estimate of the supply of alslke 
and red clover seed until the season 
for threshing Is well advanced. As a 
part of their work the Instructors to 
seed growing, who are employed by 
the seed branch of the department of 
agriculture at Ottawa, collect Inform­
ation and make observations regarding 
the conditions of this as well as other 
crops during the growing season.

From the best available infortoatlon 
at this time, It would seem clear that 
the total output of red clover seed 
produced to the province of- Ontario 
will prove to be rather less than two- 
thirds of an average crop. The severe 
winter of 1903-4 combined with pro­
longed drought to many of the districts 
where clover seed is most extensively 
grown, was exceedingly unfavorable 
to the clover crop of 1904. In conse­
quence, the area left for the purpose 
of seed production was considerably 
less than in former years. The clover 
seed midge was also much to evidence 
In nearly all of the districts in On­
tario.

The alslke crop fared even worse than 
the red clover. Not only Is the avail­
able supply of home-grown seed lim­
ited, but the quality of the seed pro­
duced this year Is, on the whole, In­
ferior.

The growing of high-clase clover seed 
In the province yot Ontario has proved 
to be amply remunerative in the 
erage of years, and has, to a consid­
erable extent, taken the place of tfce 
production for sale of cereal grains. 
The extent to which clover seed is 
sown in Ontario can be better appreci­
ated when it Is mentioned that the To­
ronto seedsmen are said to control the 
world's prices for alslke seed.

There are many districts to the other 
provinces, particularly In the province 
of Quebec, where the production of red 
clover and alslke see» could be taken 
up to good advantage. More than two 
tons of really good red clover seed 
has, within the last 
threshed near Shawvtile, to the county 
of Pontiac by the use of an ordinary 
grain thresher.

If the estimates 
are given the go by there Is absolute­
ly no other business before the house, 
and the dally sessions, unless the dis­
cussion of private bills Can be made 
to take up extra time, will degenerate 
in a farce of dally meeting and ad­
journment until either the auditor’s 
report comes down or the government 
chooses to Introduce the autonomy 
bill.

MONTREAL, Jan. 24.—Here is direct 
testimony of the condition of the poor 
in Ireland: Jeremiah O’Donohue, mer­
chant, of Dublin, who passed through 
this city today on his way west, said: 
‘Potato blight has once more ruined 
brops to the west, and death and dis­
ease are now Stalking Ifltmong the fam­
ished natives. I have seen whole fam­
ilies on the verge of starvation, not 
knowing where their next meal is to 
come from, and scarcely remembering 
what their last one tasted like. People 
of this country have never been troub­
led by famine, I understand, so they 
may scarcely credit the stories that 
are coming across the Atlantic from 
Ireland concerning the absolute want 
which the people of the greater por­
tion of the western coast are facing. 
I’ve 'seen fathers of families walk be­
tween twenty and thirty miles to 
search of food, and many an Irish mo­
ther has denied herself a bite and sup 
for days at a time to order that the 
little hoard of meal or potatoes might 
last longer and so stave off for a little, 
longer the starvation which was star­
ing herself and her children. We Irish 
are a proud people, as we have every 
right to be, thank God, and you can 
depend on It that want is real, other­
wise these people would never have 
knocked at the door of the government 
begging for relief. The government has 
at last listened to the situation, and 
public works, which wilt afford a mea­
sure of relief, are soon to be started, 
If they have net already begun.”
