The beach, running from Chnenpee Fort down 
into Anson's Bay. i* strewn with the charred timbers 
of the junks so effectually destroyed by the Nemesis 
and the boats of the squadron, among which many 
Chinese corpse* are yet lying, January 12, Id. 14. 
Many of the bodies were large and athletic, much 
beyond the generality of the natives of this province.

Just over the brow of the f'rsitig ground at the 
landing place of the Chnenpee fort great number* 
of the dead lie buried in one large common grave, 
over whom some careles*, thoughtless, " jolly jack 
tar,” has raised a board bearing the following indu­

ing inscription:—“ Tins i* the road to glory.” 
The poorer natives do not show any fear at our 

having taken Chnenpee ; numbers of boats are 
about the fleet, and in many instances the Chinese 
have returned to seek tho bodies of their slain re la 
lions, which they have exhumed, and although in a 
state of decomposition, they ere carrying the bodies 
away in great numbers. But among these exhibi­
tions of filial and fraternal feeling there have been 
some impostors, seeking their " young brothers," 
evidently trying to excite the compassion of the of­
ficers. Provisions are easily procurable. One old 
man and woman are the only native* left in the isl­
and ; they were on the point were death was rifesl,

care, as are many of the wounded Chinese, of our 
surgeons.

FORTH Eft TAITTfCCl-lRS OP THE ATTACK ON 
CHUENPEE AND TVKOKTOW FORTS.

From some loose notes with which we have been 
kindly favoured we have it now in onroower to lay 
before oor readers a rough account of the plan of 

pee and Tykoktow Fort* ; and 
we hope to he able to convey to them, by our de­
scription, a tolerably correct idea of the scenes at 
Chnenpee on the 7th inst.

The boats were manned and armed, and the Roy­
al Marines of the squadron under Capt. Ellis Were 
ready to land on the morning of the 7th.

The detachments of the 2Sth and 4-lth Regiments 
37th Madras Native Infantry, and Bengal Volun­
teers embarked on board the steamers Enterprise 
and Madagascar, and were eonveyed to the point of 
debarcatiori and landed in the transports' boats.

Captain Knowles commanded the artillery, hav­
ing under him Lieutenant the Hon.------Spenser.
The force of this arm consisted of two 24-poirflder 
howitzers and two 6-pounder g mis. The guns 
were worked by the artillery-men, but to each how­
itzer 30 seamen of the Blenheim were attached, and 
to the 6-pounders 15 seamen of the ships from which 
they were landed, to drag them into position. ТІМ 
gun* were placed on the ridge of the hill command­
ing the intrenchment.

shed forward up the hill and took possession of 

fort, whilsl the Bengal Volunteers and 57th 
Madras Native Infantry debouched from the valley 
to the northward, and thell. left shoulders forward, 
marched roll fid the hill. After driving the Chinese, 
who made a handsome defence, out of the stockade, 
the Cammmiaus and ftlarines deployed and rushed 
down the hill on the lower and largest fort, entered 
the embrasures, and drove all before them, the gar­
rison escaping through the northern gate, when in u 
few minutes they were intercepted in their snute 
qui /ти retreat by the native troops, who bad de­
bouched from the valley, and opened й most de­
structive lire, upon them. This spot, a short dis­
tance from the northern gate and beach, was the 
slaughter-house : It was here the Iliptae, a manda­
rine of the third class whs killed, obstinately refus­
ing quarter from a serjeant of Marines, who ran up 
to him a* his people wefy carrying him off severely 
wounded, lie cut arffie serjeant. who parried the 
blow with his bayonet, and nearly had the worst of 
tlie encounter. The Chinese, with the Cameram­
ans and Murines in their rear, and the native troops 
in front, rushed into the water to escape, but there 
fell beneath the united fire of the troops. I* should 
be here remarked that the Chinese do not under­
stand either giving or taking quarter in the Euro­
pean military sense of those conditions. Many of 
the Chinese, when in the water, fired their match­
locks, at the native troops, and then threw them 
away and made no submission ; but this bite-end- 
fall-down proceeding the Spuhie did hot understand,

This island is one «Г the group of islands at the 
mouth of the Cunlon River. It is of granitic forma- 
lion, and the land rises to some considerable height 
in the centre of the island. There are several good 
watering-places on the southern shores, and potai 
and vegetables are cultivated by tlie Inhabile»
.Jjfeat extent. The anchorage is the best between 
the Lamina Island and Hong Kong, as there is from 
ten to twelve fathoms of water. There ie also good 
anchorage in tho Ту-Іащ Bay for email vessels, but 
the entrance is not good, and there are some dan­
gerous rocka in the course. The entrance into the 
Northern Channel is throueh the Ly-ee mini Chan­
nel into Hong Kong Bayt^and although several of 

Merchantmen have wintered here, the approach 
through the Lamina Channel is very uncertain, as 
the depth is continually changing from the great de­
posit ol’imtd. Ships from Macao pass through the 
Lantan Channel during the Northern Monsoon, 
but tho navigation of these straits is exceedingly iW« 
ficult and dangerous. Tyfongs, or gales of wind, 
prevail along tlie const at the equinox, and are very 
destructive to the native and foreign shipping. 
This island is badly chosen a* a position ; it is sur­
rounded by small clusters of islands, and our ships 
of war will be unable to net amidst these island 
groups. Small steamers will alone be serviceable, 
but these must be of very small draught. The ces­
sion of this island by the Chinese Government is ac­
cording to their usual cautious policy, as they will he 
enabled by their river junks to block up the 
ces, and cut of communication from the outer wa­
ters. The island is ten miles long, and about five 
miles broad. The Chinese have two forts on the 
coast opposite Hong Kong Bay ; and the small har­
bour of Cow-too is much frequented by the coasting

A Safety Kite at Ska.—Sandoate.—(From 

a Correspondent )—Tho wind being south, with 
Strong breezes, a trial was mode last week, at Sand- 
gain, of tho Mariners' Safety Kite, by VV. Walker 
(late sergeant of the royal florae guards (blue) at 
present in tlie mounted revenue guards), before 
Lieut. Balt, K. N.. and several experienced nauti­
cal men, and found to answer in every respect the 
purpose for which it is designed. It may he as well 
to add, that a wreck having taken place on tlie 13tii 
of November last, at Dungeness, when two lives 
were lost, in consequence of the high sea prevent­
ing any communication from or to tho shore, the 
idea of a kite oil board the wreck, so ns to lie lower­
ed at will when over the land, first struck Mr. Wal­
ker as the most feasible and certain method of res­
cue. This has been accomplished in such a simple 
manner that n child might manage it with precision, 
rising and falling within three fetft of the earth, 
again rising without assistance, carrying out 100 fa­
thoms of line, if necessary. Communication in the 
instance of shipwreck at Dungeness would have 
been the menue of saving the crew, had a “ kite” 
been on board. Even uninhabited «Imres might be 
reached by an ordinary swimmer attaching the line 
under Ilia nrma.
