be has-been speskiog. He falls back
upon the expedient which 13 the confes-
sion of the impotence of human speech
worthily to portray its subject when he
simply says, * Chou shalt keep in peace,
peace . .. bbesuss he trusteth in Thee.”
The reduplication expresses the depth,
the completeness of the tranqulity
which flows iuto the heart. Such con-
tinuity, wave after wave, or rather ripple
after ripple, is possible even for us, For,
dear brethren, th§ possession of this
deep, unbroken peace does not depend
on the absence of conflict, on distraction,
trouble, or sorrow, but on the presence
of God. Itwe are in touch with Him,
then our trovbled days may calm, and
beneath all the surface tumult there
may be a centre of rest. A man in some
high bill-fortress looks down upon the
open where the enemy’s ranks arg crawl-
ing like insects across the grass, and he
scarcely hears the noise of the tumult,
and no arrow can reach his lofty hold.

Their little paper, The Youth's Temper
ance  Banner, 1s very attractive, snd in
mission Sunday-schools may be a preach
er to the parents of many a poorchild, as
well as to the child itself. “Bands of
Hope"” sre still in fashion in many
mission-schools. There is one in the
“Cuyler Chapel” (maintained by the
Young People's Association of ‘my old
church), which meets every week ;" and
in the largest mission school in Brooklyn,
that of Dr. R. R. Meredith's church, a
large Band of Hope has been latejy or-
ganized, The chief thing to be done to
day for the spread of temperance is to
enlist the yowng on the side of eniire
abstinence. uring drunkenness is
desperate business, and only a wreck is
saved at the best. To wait for fevery
saloon to be closed by prohibitory law is
to wait until millions have been ruined.
If we cannot shut up the ‘slaughter-
houses at once, we can keep the young
from being enticed into the drinking
babits. For the sake of home and com
monwealth and jthe church, let us, with
God's belp, strive to sdve the children.
If the two hundred thoussnd Sunday-
school teachers in the land will do their
part, this greatest of all social reforms
