During the ssmo period out of the im-
mense railway teavel in that.country
only 376 passengers were killed. 1t is
not creditable to railway odrporations
that in view of the peril to engineers,
car couplings and brakemen involved
in rajlroading, they bive been uawill-
ing té\incur the extra expense involved
in the adoption of improvements in
car couplers and other appliances adapt-
ed to promote the safety of their em-
ployees. It is gratifying to know that
in the United States at least, the train-
men are making theirinflaence felt, and
that their ¢fforts tosecure from Congress
legisiation providing for their greater
safety have not been without a messure
of success.

— Tix Baptist convention of Ontario
and Quebec met in annual session at
Waterford, Oat., on Friday, the 18tb
inst. The last number of Baptist con-
tains & rather brief account of the pro-
ceedings up to Bunday evening. Rev.
D. Hutchinson, of Brantford, was elected
president ‘for the year. The subject
principally ocoupying the attention of
the convention on Friday and Saturday
was that of home missions. From the
report of the secretary of the Home
Mission Board it is seen that the total
receipts of the year are $22,821. Of this
amount $2,000 are from the MoMaster
estate, $360 from .the Standard Pablish-
ing Co., aud $1,689 from legacies. The
expenditure was given as $24 35973, be-
ing made up of previous year's deficit
$3 030 83, total appropriations $18 310.43,
and sundries, including $1,5600 for the
Euperintendent’s salary and $385 for his
travelling expensea—$3,017.47. In refer
enoe to the report as & whole the Baptist
aays:

“It was filled with records of sucoess.

Thirteen Bave been
erected during the year, seven churches
have been organized, and six have de-
clared themselves self-supporting.
