past winter are much gréater than we
had supposed. The statement is made,
on the authority of a gentleman repre-
sented s & competent observer and
horticultural expert, that, as an orange
growing section, Florida has been put
back ten years by the extreme frost of
February. It is n it appears merely a
matter of the loss of the crop for the
present sesson and some injary to the
tender shoots and branches of the trees,
but, scconding to this acoount, through
n great portion of the orange g
region of she State the trees hava been
entirely killed. The first severe frost of
the wintor, ocourring the last of Decem-
ber, destroged the fruit, but as the sap
wias in ‘a dormant condition the tiees
wore not greatly injured, being protegted
by the folisge. Then in January came
unususily warm weather with rains,
starting the sap Into ciroulation. The
buds formed and blossoms began to
show. This was followed by the un-|
paralieled cold of February, when the
meroury went down to the olose neigh-
borhood of sero, The condilions wore
most unfavorable.. The sap being in an
active state was frozen and the trees to
A great exient destroyed. " In  some
places the trees are all being cut down—
some of them ten inches in diametdr.
