Sydney, N. S., Feb. 25.—After delib­
erating over eight bourn, the jury In 
the Haynes case returned this evening 
at seven minutes past nine with a ver­
dict of guilty.

Washington. Feb. 25.—Secretary 
Bryan took the Senate Foreign Rela­
tions Committee Into his confidence 
on the Mexican situation in general 
and the Benton execution In particular 
and also discussed the foreign rela­
tions of the nation as pertaining to 
other countries.
