Sixty Cells for Military Violators and Alien

Enemies.

Partridge Island is the scene of
much building operations in order to
louse and ocare for the comfort of
all soldiers stationed there.

In the pas‘, military quarters on
the island were limited, and a goodly
amount of congestfon prevailed, In
order to overcome this the military
authorities believed something should
be done ‘o lessen this congestion, by
the erection of added quarters, and
now have uitimately decided to erect
such buildings.

This morning work will be com-
menced on the island by a crew of
men, under the direction of McDonald
and Ferren, the contractors of the
job, and excavation commenced for
the fourdation of a new barracks and
ablution building in connection.

The proposed barracks, when com-
pleted, which will be a frame build-
ing, dimensions 231x41 feet, will ac-
commodate two hundred and eighty-
eight men; the ablution building will
give such added quarters as the mon
will have at disposal, a set of tubs,
shower baths and all conveniences.
The latter building, which will be a
onestory, will measure o3x48 feet,
and will be most modern in every par-
ticular. Both buildings call for com-
pletion in the near future and it is
hoped to have them ready for occu-
pancy in the early part of th: ensu-
ing year, if not Lefore that date.

GASES OF INFLUENZA REPORTED

Addition of Sixty-One in

City During Past Twen-

ty-Four Hours—Edmunsten and Madawaska

Have 1,400 Cases and

idly—Physician Will Be Sent To Assistance of

Stricken County.

The total number of cases of in-
fluenza reported to the health authgri-
ties up to late last night was 274, an
addition ot 61 in the twenty-four hours,
213 having been reported up to the
same hour Wednesday night. Re-
ports received by the Health Depart-
ment from -outside points last night
were:

From Outside Points.

From Hdmundston and Madawaska
County, 1,400 cases, and the disease
was sald to be spreading rapidly.

From Charlotte County, Pennfield
Parish, 50 cases, and one death; St
George Parish, 76 to 100 cases, but
none in the town of St. George itsell.
From Restigouche County, Grimmer
Parish, 200 cases, mostly in the lum-
ber camps; Dalhousie, Balmoral and
Colburn Parishes, 200 cases, but only
two or three of them severe.

From Dorchester there were report-
ed 20 cases, but none of them serious.
The department has arranged for the
sending of a physielan to Edmunds-
ton to help deal with the situation
there, and one will leave-this morning
for that place.

Already the department has receiv-
ed reports from some of the county
secrotaries, and some of the above
statistics are made up from informa-
tion furnished by them.

Points to Remember.

JThe department again wishes to
emphasize the fact that the chief
source of contagion is from person
to person, rather than from inanimate
objects, although the latter may, at
times, under special conditions, give
rise to the disease.

Another very impertant thing which
the department wishes to Impress on
the public is that all persons who
have had an attack of this disease
should remain at home for at least
a week after recovery. Many cases
recover from the influenza itself, and
through too great fmpatience to get
out and back to business develop
pnenmonia or suffer a relapse of the
“Flu.” itself. These facts are the ex-
perience of practicing physiclans, and
the department feels that it is most
important that the public should have
full knowledge of them.

Another precaution which the de-
partment would lika to call to the
attention of the public generally just
now, is the cutting out of all social
functiony and calls. As the disease
is tonveyed from person to person,
the authorities feel it would be wue‘

Disease Spreading Rap-

lating library would be returned in
one or two days, as they had to be
paid for for each day that they were
out. This was especially true of the
newer works of fiction, as they were
in constant demand and were in con-
sequence kept on the go practically
all the time.

He referred to the habit that some
readers have of moistening the fing-
ers before turning the pages in the
books the consequence being that the
next person taking out a book would
run a chance of contracting the dis-
ease, He also pointed out that a
book might be returned by a member
of a family where some member of
the family already had the disease
either in its primary or advanced
stages.

This matter was brought to the at-
tention of the mrinister of health, Hon.
Dr. Roberts, and he stated that the
department expected all circulating
libraries of every kind to obey the
elosing order and requested that any
private libraries of this nature take
immediate action along this line.

Industrial Plants.

In spite of the precautions taken
by the officials of several large plants
in the city many of their employees
are being stricken down with the
inuuenza, or grippe. The Atlantic
Sugar Refineries had its first fatal
case yesterday, when Herbert W.
Smith, foreman of the blacksmith
shops, succumbed 'to the dreaded mal-
ady at his home in Glen lkalls,

The late Mr. Smith was ill but a
short time, and death came as a shock
to his employers who sympathize with
the members of the family in their
great loss. Deceased became ill a
short time ago and was later stricken
with pneumonia, t+ which he suc-
cumbed yesterday.

A second forenyn was compelled to
leave the works yesterday on account
of the grippe or influenza.

However, the .officials of this com-
pany are in hearty accord with the
precautionary ' measures adopted by
the Department of Health, and are
taking all j recaution to e te con-
tagion to others.

He was very unwilling to talk about
his own work but waxed eloquent on
what had been done by some of the
men of his squadron and mentioned
particularly Kenneth Golding and Ma.
Jor A. D. Carter. The latter was just
about to be sent to England to take
command of a squadron when he was
taken prisoner by the Huns, and Capt.
Taylor said was regarded as one of the
best men in the Royal Air Force.

Capt. Taylor said the squadron to
which he was attached operated be-
tween Ypres and Armentieres and had
its base at Bailleul, and they were in
the latter town when the Huns came
over in March last and captured it, but
managed to get all their machines
away safely. It was particularly inter-
esting to him to read the accounts of
the fighting of the last few weeks as
he had worked all over the ground and
dropped bombs on many of the places
now in the hands of the British. At
one time he had been as far as Lille
and bombed it.

At the present time Capt. Taylor
said the Huns were completely out-
classed in the air and it was only on
very rare occasions they attempted to
cross the British lines and practically
all the fights between opposing airmen
were in German territory.

In April last’Capt. Taylor was out
with a fence patrol and they met a
German squadron and in the ensuing
fight the under carriage of the ma-
chine he was in was injured and he
himself wounded. He was able, how-
ever, to make a landing just inside the
British lines and was sent to “Blighty”
to recover from his wounds. On his
recovery he was sent to a camp near
the Isle of Wight and given a job as
instructor to those training for work
in France.

Capt. Taylor says the work as in-
structor is really more nerve racking
than flying in France as the instructor
is to a certain extent responsible for
the men he is teaching to fiy.

“The men from tue =ane of the
maple leaf have taken .to the flying
game like ducks to water and the ma-
jority of the Royal Air Force today are
Canadians,” said *Capt. Taylor, when
asked how the boys from here got on
in the air.
