New York, Nov. 26.—Famished and
half naked, 2,600 prisoners of war,
freed by the Germans have come stum-
bling into Baccarat, Nancy, and Lune-
ville in the past few days and have
been cared for by Y. M. C. A. workers
on the Lorraine front, according to a
cablegram from Paris given out here
teday by the headquarters of the
Young Men's Christian Association.
The Germans had brought the prison-
ers to the border, given each a piece
of bread, and turned them loose. Four-
teen hundred British prisoners reach-
ing Baccarat in a wretched condition
were given hot drinks, fed and clothed
by Y. M. C. A. men who had heard
of their approach and sent trucks lo#d-
ed with supplies to meet them, the
céble message states. Five hundred
more who entered Nancy were cared
for by women workens of the organiza-
tion, and 700 were met at Luneviil
where the relief work is comtinuing.
