from very good sources

There were rumors of trouble of the
kind that usually float around in a bear
campaign, and that rarely receive subse-
quent corrobgration. There were also re-
pbrts to the effect that all the western
railroad harmony fat was in the fire, and
persons of bearish proclivities pointed to
sharp declines in Northern Pacific, Great
Northern preferred, and Northern Securi-
ties as possibly indicative of the truth of
these stories, Much of the liquidation,
however, seemed to be too general to be
accounted for by any specific reason other
than unrest or uneasiness.

The Mark:t Nervous.

Reviewing all the ups and downs of the
stock market recently the furious buying
followed by as furious eelling and the
periods of stagnation succeeded by those
of intense activity, one sees that the ar-
ket still presents the same general char-
acteristios that have distinguished it now
for nearly two months, that of a nervods,

a

feverish, uncertain affair, supported by
certain factors of obvious strength and
suffering from certain elements of weak-
nesd.

The restless and mifable 'substance of
the spéculative spirit has never been more
clearly demonstrated than it has been re-
cently all “bullish’” one minute and “bear-
ish” the next; mildly enthusiastic over
the bright spots in the situation one day
and unable to see anything but the dark
side of things on the day following; con-
vincéd one hour that American industry
has never been in a more présperous state,
and that a boundless future looms before
it, and the next hour (hat gocialism has
the country by the throat and that presi-
dent, congress and state legislatures are
all in a league to ruin the investment
properties of the land.

Wall street is h:t always, to be sure, in
such unecasy temper, that is to say of late.
{Perhaps the fair thing to eay is that spec-
ulation, always more or less mercurial has
in reccnt we ks b en especially so. The
great mass of operdiors have bern unable
apparently to decide whether a declining
or an upward movement in values ig 1n
progress, and they have been floundering
around Wwith. minds blown this way and
that way by every wind of goseip and
rumor and temporary vibration of prices.

The lead ng stocks in the msrket, such
a8 Union Pacifiz for instincé, have risen
and fallen within a range of fhem.four to
six points, the fluctuations taking place
often in the course of two or three suc-
ceeding stock exchange sessions, When
the market has been strong the air has
been filled with every silly deal story
imaginable, and ‘when prices fell tales
equally absurd to account for the drop
have been freely circulated.

Regarding the impmediate position, the
swing downward has been carried about
as far as it usually has been and an upturn
ought reasonably to be looked for. At any
rate the speculator in the nearby weeks
who has sold stocks after two or three
days of weakness has usually found much
cause to regret his action. ‘Lhe fact 18,
of couse, that variable and almost hyster-
ical as the market has been there has been
some excuse for its conduct. Strong forces
have been pulling in different directions.
A Trust Company in Trouble.

It was definitely learned today that one
of the smaller tPust companies of this city
had applied to the banks for assistance on
Seturdgy last and again today. The com-
pany has a small deposit account and is
understood to have encountered difficulties
in getting out of some .slow loans with
which it is reported to have been burden-
ed for months.

The European situation as dealt with in
the Sun’s cable from its special corres-
pon lent, is summed up es follows:

“Russia’s latest misfortune—the illness
of the two a. mirals wi.h the feet—-
strerghens the i.pression that her great-
er weight of metal will not avail against
Japanese skill and superior mobility, In
fact, there is a disposition, especially on
the bourse,'to discount a Russian defeat.
The effect of this issue a month ago would
have been to strengthen all the markets,
for it would have been regarded as a pre-
cur:or of peace. Now its influence is quit2
the oppcsite and a depression deeper than
for many months prevails in all specula-
tive centres.

Kaiser's Schemes Alarm Burope.

“The reason for this change is solely the
entry of the Kaiser in the international
arena and fears of his sinister schemes for
German aggrandizement. A complete Rus-
sian collapse would greatly favor his de-
signs, and the enigma of their real nature
is the problem t.at ‘8 absorbing the at-
tention of every statesman of Europe. Lhe
reported German seizure of Ch.nese terri-
tory provided a day’s scmsation, and now
the diplomtists are studying the probable
effects of Emperor William's evident de-
sire to succeed lrance as the protector of
 Roman Catholics in the East. 1his design
was the real object of the Kaiser’s sum-
mons to Metz of Chancel or von Bulow
and two (erman cardinals.

“The idea was disclosed in subsequent
speeches by the Kaiser and the cardinals
when they congratulated themselves on
(Germany’s influe~ce with the S ltan. The
emperor would this ga'n a perpetual right
of interfering at Jerusalem, Constanti-
nople and Pekin a right which in the
hands of an astute statesman like Emperor
Wiliiam would be extremely valuable. ‘It
is a development also which is particularly
offensive to France though it cannot cause
surprise in that country, as the threat of
such a transfer was repeatedly used as an
argument against the Combes bill for the
abolition of the concordat.

“Furope knows tcday full well that in
the teeming Napoleonic mind of this great
statesman it has to deal with the chiel
factor in the shaping of its destinies. 'Lhe

Fredericton, May 22—(Special)—By a
majority of sixty-four the ratepayers of the
city today elected Wm. H. McGinn as
alderman for St. Ann’s ward over Joseph
Walker. It was one of the sharpest con-
{ests the city has seen for sometime and
the vote polled was surprisingly large for
a bye-election.

Mr. McGinn entered the contest as a
protest aganst the action of the ocity
council in dismissing him from the posi-
tiom of superintendent of street lighting
and a great deal of sympathy was felt for
him, especially by mechanics and working
men who gave him almost a solid support.
His forces were better organized than his
opponents and the only cause for surprise
is. the majority was not larger. The fact
that Mr. McGinn is a Roman Catholic
and Mr. Walker past county master of the
Orange order lent an additional intercst
to the contest.

Many Big Drives Hung Up.

“There will be 50,000,000 feat of lumber
on the Upper St. John waters, which will
not be brought out this spring,” said &
prominent lumberman on Saturday even-
ing. Continuing the gentleman said thaft
a lot more of the 105,750,000 which it was
estimated was to come out this year would
have to wait over for anmother season un-
less there is a wondenful raise of water at
an early day.

There have been logs running by the
city in large numbers for some days past,
but accordin%oho ‘those. in a position to
know these logs are all from the Sugar
Island boom. It is estimated that not
more than 2,000,000 feet of new lumber
has come into the booms this seasom so0
far. This is a very small amount, and is
discourag ng ito the -Jumbermen. .

Chouinard’s drive on Black river is
hung at Black river bridge, with 13,600,000
feet of the lumber of the St. John Lum-
ber Company and Murray & Gregory.

W. J. Noble’s drive of 12,000,000 for the
Cushing company, is hung up on the main
St. John river batween $even Islands and
the head of the upper c®rporation.

About 9,000,000 feet of Charles Miller’s
lumber on the upper St. John has been
brought out, but the balance of the 13,-
500,000 will hang,

MeLean’s drive of 1,500,000 on Nigger
brook, is hung up.

Those who have recently come from up
river state that although about all of :the
Edgecombe & Faton drive on Smoky river
is out as far os Boundary Lake, there is
still a lot of hard driving ahead.

On the Chimenticook, Henderson &
Sweeney are said to have come out with
their own drive and then to have gone
tack aft:r the Randoiph & Baker drive.
Honderson & Sweeney’s drive is said to be
about 2,502,000. Randolph & Baker have
2,500,000 out of Gwand river, and their
dnive of 1,500,000 onx Little river is said
to be safe.

About all of the St. John Lumber Com-
pany’s lumber is gaid to be hung up. Their
drive of 3,000,000 on Dead brook is hung
up, as is their drive of 7,500,000 on Depot
strcam on 'the Little Black river.

Robert Aitken is reponted to have got
through with his drive of 5,000,000 on. the
Mach'as. He put it into the Arcostook
and then went back after his drive of 3,
000,000 on the Allegash. That drive has
been put in with Cunliffe’s drive.

REPORT IS GIVEN
TO PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, May 22—(Special)—Hon.. Mr.
Emmerseon presented a return to parliament
today ehowing the results so far accom-
plished by the National Trans-Continental
Railway Commission. in_ addition to re-
ports giving a very fair idea of the nature
of the country-to be traversed the return
is accompanied by the first official maps,
which have not yet been given to the pub-
lic showing the location of the new cross-
continent highway. |

Stated briefly the report of Mr. Wade
and his feilow commissioners goes to con-
firm the favorable impression that has al-
ready been given to the public of the new
route and to fully establish the claims
that were made by the government, when
the matter was laid before parliament,
both as regards the physical features of

-| the route from a railway point of view and

the adaptability of much of this hitherto
undeveloped region to agriculture.

$289,863 for G. T. P. Survey.

Mr. Wade announces that the board has
decided, subject to the approval of parlia-
| ment, to take over the pertion of the
survey work on the eastern division per-
formed by the G. T. P. for which $289,863
will ‘be paid to that company. |

Although the G. T. P. company are
strongly of opinion that they have secured
the best pcssible line through the country
east of Winnipeg the commissionems de-
cided it would not be advisable to take
this for granted and. further explorations
are accordingly being made.

“We have reason,” Mr. Wade remarks,
“to hope for a very substantial improve-
ment upon the line obtained by the G. T.
P. Company, but it is too early yet to at-
tempt to go into details.”

As to whether the line should run morth
or south of Lake Abittibi in Ontario it
will be some time before the commission
will have sufficient data to make up their
minds on that point.

It is proposed to commence location sur-
vey in districts “A” and “B” as soon as
local conditions permit and it is expected
that tenders for this stretch from Moncton
to Clear Lake in Quebec as well as for
“F” from Winnipeg to Lake Nipigon will
be completed so that tenders may be in-
vited in the early autumn,

Proposed Route Through New Brunswick Decided On---
New Road Will Be Much Shorter Than L. C. R., as Well
as Less Grades, Which Will Mean Large Saving in Oper-
ating Expenses---Government Allows G. T. P. Nearly
$300,000 for Survey Work.

They are confident that there will be a
full home supply of both skilled and com-
mon labor found for all their purposes.
They have laid down the rule that pro-
motion must be made on merit alone and
in the matter of merit the judgment of the
engineers in their respective departments
will prevail. !

Speaking of the Lake Abittibi region
and the country extending west the chair-
man of the board says it is8 now known to
be of a most inviting character. The dis-
tricts between Clear Lake in Quebec and
Moncton are most valuable and should be
opened up by railway communication.

Arrangements to secure uniform speci-
ﬁ_cations in the eastern and western divi-
sions of the new transcontincmntal railway
have been approved. This will insure uni-
form standard of construc'ion from ocean
to ocean. [t has been asserted that there
were almost insuperable physical difficul-
ties in way of conetructing a drect line
between Moneton and Lewis but the route
as the surveys show runs all the way
through a valuable country, part of which
is settled and the remainder mcet desir-
able for scttlement. The opening up of
this s‘re‘ch mcreover will be a great ad-
vantage to. the ccuntry.

Route Shorter Than I. C. R.

The probable length of this line if the
crcss country route in New Brunswick is
adopted will be shorter than the I. C. R.
but how much shorter the commission
cannot say until the location surveys are
completed.

Using the same grades as the I. C. R.
a saving of at least 90 miles would ‘be
effected and nearly as much by the river
route.

The same motive power that will haul
660 tons on the I. C. R. will by the new |
line haul 1,260 tons going east’ and 990
tons going waest,

Taking the workings of the two railways
anq supposing that tem daily I. C. R.
freight trains are run each way in 313
working days on the I. C. R. there will |

On the transcontinental the same busi-
ness will be done for $1,782,518. Tn other
words the commissioners claim that saving |
by means of the transcontinental with its

Giving t_he transcontinental ten fully

TERRIBLE DISASTER IN NEW

YORK NARROWLY AVERTED

Sent to Hospital.

were injured, six of them so seriously that
they were sent to hospitas, and more
than a hundred persons narrowly escaped
death or serious injury today when a
swiftly moving train crashed into two

others on the high elevated structure on |

the Third Avenue line, at 133rd street and

Alexander Avenue.

Only the best of good fortune prevented
a terrible tragedy.  After the crash the
ends of shattered cars hung far over the
side of the elevated structure at one of
the highest points on the line. Had they
moved a few inches more they would have
pitched to the ground. Good fortune also
kept the tvrecked cars from off the heavily
charged third rail. Had the cars fallen on
the third rail they might easily have taken
fire with serious results to many of the
passengers.

Two trains were standing on the trestie
waiting for the drawbridge over the Har-
lem river to close ~when & third train
swung around a curve and crashed into
 them. The mbtor car of the third train
and the rear car of the second train were
smashed-and thrown balf around and the
other ¢ars were tossed about and some of

them overturned. Passengers were thrown
violently to the floors of the cars and
many of them were severely cut by glass
which flew from the shattered windows
The scenes which followed were wild be-
yond description.. Men and women .ought
to escape from a car which they fea.ed
might pitch to the strcet below any min-
ute. A fire alarm brought severa] ladder
companies to the scene, but by the time
they had arrived nearly every man who
had been on the train had reached the
ground by scrambling down the iron pil-
lars which support the elevated structure.
The firemen carried down several women,
and a number of persons who had been
injured too- seriously to help themselves.
Miss Anna Wall, a trained nurse of Col-
lege Point (L.I.), dressed the wounds of
the several severely injured persons, tear-:
ing to pieces her own petticoats for band-
ages. Speaking of the scene when the
trains crashed, Miss Wall said: :
“When the crash came the men in the
car acted like beasts. They made a mad
rush for the doors and paid no attention
to the women who had been thrown to
the floor by the shock.”
The motorman of the rear train has been
arrested and will be held pending an 1D-

kveatintion of the cause of the disaster.
