Charities, Societies and the’

Salvation Army Are Doing to Make Christmas Happy for

With the approach of Christmas, the
thoughts of those imbued with the sepirit

of the season naturally turn to those whose
poverty denies to them an observance of
Christmas in the generally accepted way.
For many there is no Santa Claus, and the
day of festivity is no different ftom the
many others when their families are pinch-
ed with cold and faint from hunger. The
various charitable societies and institutions
in the city, however, are doing a good
work to relieve distress.

Has Names of 28 Families.

Mrs. C. H. Hall, of the Associated Chari-
ties, when asked yesterday about the
situation this winter, said the names of
twenty-eight families had been given to
churches and others charitably inclined,
and that these families represented pretty
well the city’s poor. There was no doubt
that all of these were worthy, as careful
investigation had been made.
of others had applied, but for various rea-
sons were not worthy of assistance. This
vear the applicants were fewer in number
and there were not so many poor. She
gave as the reason for this that work was
plentiful and said that no one need suffer
1f willing to work. In the majority of the
cages of the twenty-eight families they were
brought to their present condition through
serious illness of the bread winner. A
great difficulty which had to be met with
was the repugnance felt by worthy but
penniless people towards the almshouse.

“If I mention the almshouse,” she said,
“it is almost regarded as an insult. I can
not see what objection there can be to
that clean, splendidly conducted place. It
must be the name, it .cannot be the man-
agement,

“Another difficulty met with is the pov-
erty-stricken condition of families who
move to the city in the early fall,- expect-
ing to find unskilled labor, but probably
because they are unable to compete with
the more adaptable city people, do not find
work and fall upon hard iuck. Their
health, too, is more likely to suffer in the
city and we generally have half a dozen
families of this class upon our list. In-
temperance is, of course, a great evil, and
it is almost eurpmmg to find how much
of some men’s earnings is spent in drink.
1t is dreadful to think that a credit sys-
tem is in vogue at saloons.”

Mrs. Hall said the churches of St. John
were very generous at Christmas time, and
that few people were' left to suffer. She
said the gifts were now of more practical
nature, and the turkey was not so much in
evidence, but substantial food and cloth-
ing took its place.

Salvation Army Shelter.

At the Salvation Army headquarters it
was reported that the army’s facilities for
distributing charity were taxed to the
utmost. Adjt. Bowering said that the
number in the Water street Travelers’
Home€ was far in advance of the same sea-
son of previous years and that only once
all through the winter had the\ present
rush been equalled.

About forty unfortunate ones are hous-
ed every night. Many of them are without
a cent, and the deserving ones are put up
gratis. Some of these are cattlemen, others
come from the west looking for work hav-

ing squandered their summer’s pay. Many
are without sufficient clothing and tha’
officers would be very grateful for dona-
tions of second hand clothing.

. A visit to the Travelers’ Home is a re-. |
velation of real misery. The men have a
hopeless look. Many show signs of dis- &
sipation. One evening, when a reporter %.
called, he saw two men taking their coats
off and they had no shirts or other cloth-
ing, except a ragged vest. There are 29
beds in the shelter, but they are made to
do service for 40, while others are turned L
away, simply because there is no room.

The feature of the army’s plans for
Christmas is the giving of a free dinner in
the dian room of the Metropole to the
deserving' poor. Adjt. Bowering said that,
judging by the number assisted this win-
ter, there would probably be 150 at the
dinner, and subscriptions are being asked
for. Turkeys and other edibles can be sent
to the Metropole.

Charitable Societies,

The charitable work of St. George’s So«
ciety consists chiefly of aiding Englishmen
who are stranded here and need help.
During last season 130 applied for help
and received it. Lieut. Col. E. T. Sturdee,
the president, in discussing the matter
yvesterday claimed that these men had no
claim on the society and stated that pen-
niless immigrants should not be allowed to
leave the ship on which they came. He
said that since December a much larger
number than during the same period last
year had called and asked for help.

These men are divided into two classes’
—Englishmen who come here from other i
American cities where there is no work
and expect to find work here during the
winter season, and new arrivals who have
come from England on the promise of
shore captains and steamship agents that
they will find plenty of work in St. John
the moment they get here. “I consider,”
he said, “that the steamship companies
should not give such advice and that such
men should not be allowed to land unless
they have sufficient means to keep. them
three or four weeks until they secure
work.

“Members of St. George’s Society,” con-
tinued Col. Sturdee, “claim that the as-
sistance of these men is not a fair charge
upon their charity fund, which is more
for the benefit of citizens, Englishmen an®
women who have become unfortunate
here. The society’s funds are limited and
I consider should nat be spent in this way.
I think that it is a matter that should be
taken up by the common council and the’
citizens generally and that such men
should be prevented from landing, or if
they do land and become destitute they
should be assisted by the city.”

C. K. Cameron, of St. Andrew’s Society,
when asked regarding the charitable work
of the Scottish organization said that this
year the calls for assistance were much
fewer than usual, though he could give no
particulars.

John Allan, speaking for St. Vincent de
Paul Society, said the hard season was
only beginning, though the society had al-
ready assisted a considerable number of’
people this winter. About thirty loads of
coal had been sent around, he said, and
preparations were being made for the send.
ing of about eighty Christmas  baskets,
