MR SIFTON MAKES
- WILD STATEMENTS

Talks Nonsense About Cana-
dian Trade and Cana-
dian’ Ports

RECIPROCITY

Advances Hollow Arguments to Show
That Trade Agreement Is Bad—Does
Not Touch on Some Iltems:of Great
Intergst ‘te M-aritime Proyifed
Peaple.

‘Hon. Ghﬁord Sifton outlined his objec~
tiona .to reciprocity before a large cro
including hundreds of strong Liberals wh
went out of curiosity, in the 'Queen’s yink
last night. People had gathered curious
to see the man who' had deserted his
party and so far misjudged the sentiments
of the country'that he had to travel thou-
sands of miles from his home before he
could expect a sympathetic hearing in his
new role.

‘Hon. J. D. Hagen, who acteéd as chair-
man, declared that the unprecedented in-
terest in the present campaign was due to
the ‘anxiety of the people to learn the
truth about. reciprocity which he charac-
terized as the first step in a plot to hand
Canadaj over to the United States.; In in-
troducing Hon, ‘Mr. Sifton he described
Him as the man who hdd done so much
to defeat the Conservative party in 1896.

- ‘Mr, Bifton, introduced by the chairman,
said that he was here to give the reasons
why he was opposing reciprocity. 'He ex-
plained that he was not influenced by
party feeling for if ‘so he would be’ sup-

| porting the Liberal policy.

Some Things He Avoided.

Although Mr. Sifton spoke for almost
two hours, it was woticed that he careful-
ly-avoided all reference to the effect of re-
giprocity on lumber or fish, articles with
which ithe electors of this city and prov-
ince are vitally interested.

Mr. Sifton traced the growth of the
policy of protection in Canada and ascribed

which now has reached such proportions
as to absorb 85 per cent. of our farm pro-
ducts. That the government should have
accepted reciprocity to avvid a threatened
American ' surtax was, he said, merely a
foretaste of the domination which Canada
must fear under such an a.rrangement vnth
the United States.

shadow of political independence valueless.
He made the '‘declaration that the adop-
tion of reeciprocity would be the first sign-
al ‘for the disruption of the British Em-
pire.

One of Mr. Sifton’s chief arguments was
the hackneyed one that reciprocity would
force Canadian trade into clhwanems aorth
‘and south. The chief excuss for the Trans-
continéntal Railway had been the neces-
sity for making Canada independent of the
United States and forcing our western
trade to travel east and west.

‘“Now,” he'said, “the Liberal party pro-
poses to haul down their flag and allow
the trade to seek channels opened by our
neighbors to the south. Not wntil last
night,” said the speaker, “have you heard

a_Liberal meeting in this city during

ot years at which the policy of divert-
mg ‘anadian trade to Canadian ports was
, | not discussed. In this morning’s report of
Mz, Bugsley’s speech I find no mention
‘whatever of the policy. In the same speech
in whieh Dr. Pugsley tells of his plans for
the construction of terminals at Courtenay
Bay he advoeates a policy Whlch will make
those terminals unnecessary.”

Mr. Sifton evidently decided not to ad-

mit that Mr. Pugsley had mentioned that
policy and that the minister’s remarks at
the Victoria Rink were received with
cheers,

The Conservative candidates, Dr. J. W,
Daniel and H. A. Powell, K. C., followed
with brief speeches devoted chiefly to re-
eiprocity.

““The agreement affords an
ample measure of reciprocity, the
application of which cannot but
foster agriculture, and thereby
benefit the vast majority of the
Canadian people.
