Political Podgings

A fair specimen of the mischief taking
and unscrapulous tendencies of politiciaiis,
of the present day has recently been given,
in the Province of Ontario. It will be ré-
membered that a Canadian, a native of
Ontario, named Scott,was murdered by the
balf breed rebels of Manitoba, led by Riel
and Lepine,—murdered, undoubtedly, be
cause he opposed Rebellion. The date of
the murder was the time when the terri-
tory was in a transition state. The pur-
chase of such rights as the Hudson’s Bay
Company had claimed had betn made ; the
Imperial Government had satictioned the
transaction to Omnada, but ‘Oanada bad
not taken possession. The marder pro-
duced a profound sensation throughout
Canada, but more particularly in Ontario.
The coalition government then raled in the
latter Province ; the Grits were *‘ out™ and
desired greatly to get ‘‘in.”” The Grits
were terribly loyal at this time ; they bad

-nb'thought of .** looking to Washington”,
for the:moment. They could not tolerate
theslightest sympathy with rebellion, and
they held that the Coalition Government
by refusing to promote measures to bring
the murderers of Scott to justice ‘were
* gympathizing with rebels.” The Gov-

< eroment held that it was not in their pow-
er to pursue the murderers; that the act
wes not committed within the bounds of
Ontario, to which the Government’s autho-
_ rity was limited ; and that there was really
po Canadian Court before whieh these men
could be tried in the event of their arrest.

Such arguments had no influence on the

- gourse of the Grit Opposition, who ¢onti-
naed to denounce the Government as
¢ truckling’’ to Rebellion—as in bonds to

. :the Cartier party—as the slaves of the

Jequally bejuous. They promised to do
great things towards punishing Scott’s
murderers ; they woulji respond to the pub-

PUBLIC DEPARTMENTS.

The Eegislative buildings are construct-
ed in & primitive style of “architecture.
What their order is, it were somewhat
‘hard to tell, but théir general effect is
¢¢ goattery.’”’” Now that the Provincial Sec-
‘retary’s building s raised 'a story higher
%han that of thie Surveyor General’s, there
is a striking want of uniformity in the
frout, and the clean look of the newly hewn
stone and French blue slate roof resting on
the old dark story of the raised building
has rather an odd appearande.

About this time the Province yard is full
of ‘cordwood, and piles of it are seen here
and there. The winter is gone, the session
is over, all the snow is shovelled away, all
the logs rolled and the axes ground, and
now the sound of the saw is heard. Meta-
phor and fact' may be somewhat jambled
in this sentence, and there is a saw in it
besides $he saw of steel—but let it pass.

The Provincial Secretary’s office is to the
left of the person whose face is towards
the Province Buildings. This is where
the true seat of Government is. Here,
where all the old archives are kept, the
rolls of thelaws, the recerds of grants—
gits now the Government in a Chamber in
the new story. In entering ‘the Provincial
Secretary’s office by the public front en-
trance facing the river, you turn to the
left. There is-ancthér entrance in the rear,
called the private, by which the Provincial
Secretary for the time being can reach his
sanctum without passing throagh the other
offices, and which gives easy accoss gene-
rally (formerly) to the Executive Council
Chamber,and now to the Educationand Au
ditor General’s office. Entering by the front
—opening the door on the left—you pass
into the outer office, which has a general
grimy appearance. The walls are smoky
and the floor and the beavy desk a little
littery. Yet this is the very shrine of
love—the household of bliss. Many palpi-
tating hearts have leaned against that
desk, and te eyes Jooking through the haze of
joy the pliice has seemed beautiful. Here,
why here, marriage, licenses are issued—
ask Mr. Edgar Hanson if they are not. A
visitor, whether on matrimony intent, or
on more ordinary business, or no business
at all,will find Mr. Hanson very affable,
andwourteous, as, we'are proud to say, are
all‘the officials connected with the public
departments. What are called official
manners—that is, manners repellant and
assumed to make the non-cfficial feel that
their presence is an instrusion and an im-
pertineucd, ure not known in Fredericton.

From this outer office you can pass iuto
the strong room. This is a narrow, dusky
place, with vaulted roof, brick floor and
walls four feet thick, more like a cell than
a room, and smelling mustily ofage. Here
are stored the archives of the Province,
records of grants and rolls of laws written
on parchment, in presses full of pigeon
holes, and lined with shelves. Here is the
dusty resting place of past deeds. The
papers and olls now lie in the obscure ob-
livion of the strong room, but their spirit
is of power and action in the life of the
day. Socrammed are the pigeon holes and
shelves in this the very penetrale of the
Province, that if our legislators keep pass-
ing laws as they have dome, there will not
be room to hold their bulky rolls, Iere
may be seen the identical Provincial Chest
of ‘which purists in the Opposition are
wont to speak, and to accuse the Govern-
ment of dipping their hands into too deep-
ly—solid and square, small sized, and on
our conscience—euprY!! To a person of
a moralizing vein, this strong room is a sug-
gestive place :—(people will scribble their
nensense in public offices) :—looking about
we find that some one has written couplets
on the door of one of the presses—perhaps
with the moral design of inculcating a
lesson of wisdom and morality on the great
man Provincial Secrctary for the time
‘olng. Ope of them runs thus :—

* Learn to contemn all praise betimes,
For flattery is the muse of crimes.”

Well, we must say that our public men
are not in danger of being ruined or driven
to evil courses by excessive praise. We
Gon’t set up ‘then in this country on a
pedestal to idolize them, but rather in a
pillory to fling stones and mud at them.
Flattery is not in the spirit of our institu-
tions.

From the outer, we pass into the office
of the Deputy Provinciul Secretary, Mr. J.
Woodeforde Smith, a gentleman whose
name recalls the old days of the Province,
and who hasleng.and faithtully served it,
and the Cashier of the Reéceiver General,
Mr. Geo. Babbitt, through whom all the
Provincial moneys pass. Out of the office
he is familiarly known as George, and is a
pattern official amd = noted cricketer.
Desks, presses full of papers, maps on the
walls look like business. Use, ease, and
convenience are consulted, not show. The
look and arrangements of the office are
different from what they used to be when
Mr. Fulton and Mr. Gregory occupied it.
Valuable officers, men whose work seemed
in their day indispensable, pass away, and
the eourse of business goes on, but a sense
of something wanting is felt, and the place
where they labored is changed.

Shipping Notes.

The following is the report from Cape
Canso. April 25, inreference to the ¢* Gold-
en Light”’ :— :

¢ The brliqgnntine * Golden Light,” of
St. John, N. B., Capt. Jos. S. Sanders,
with a cargo of steel rails for the Interco-
lonial Railway, from Barrow via Queens-
town, to which port she put back for re-
gmrs, having shifted cargo, broke main

oom and received other damage, left
Qucenstown on the 19th inst., fell in with
ice about 40 miles SSE of the Virgin Rocks
and was in it for 15 days until reashing
this_port. The ** Golden Light” struck
coming in, but came off and received no
injury, having been rescued from a very
dangerous position by Mr. James Hanlon,
the keeper of Cranberry Island Light
House. who has in several cases been of
signal service to vesselsin distress.”

The forward part of the ‘‘Dacian’’ broke
up and sunk on Sunday 21st ult. Says the
Halifax Chronicle : “*The news of the total
break up of the wreck soon spread and on
Monday a large fleet of schooners - probab-
ly not less than fifty—and several bundred
boats were at the scene, filled with men
and boys armed with grapnals, boat hooks
and a variety of other instruments for re-
covering goods from the sea. The vast
fleet with its army of people, grappling,
dragging and hoeking for wrecked goods,
presented a sceme which our informant
says, was a rare subject for an artist’s
sketch book. The wreckers were not very
snceessful, as the greater part of the cargo
had previously been saved, and any arti-
eles of value brought up were promptly
seized by the Custom officers present.
Several vessels—including an American
schooner—came very nearly being seized
for-concealing goods. Altogether 1t is pro-
bable that nearly three-fourths of the
cargo have been saved,and as the gpods
have sold well the loss to the underwriters
will not be so severe as at first expected.
Captains Larder and Sheridar, who are
understood to be interested with Mr.
Watson in the purchase of the hull of the
steamer, will take possession on Thursday.
Under the terms of the sale the purchaser
bad to allow 14 days for the removal of the
cargo.”’
