PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURE.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY. #*
FREDERICTON, April 14.

After recess on Saturday the third
reading of the bill for the removal of the
rails of the People’s Street Railway Co.
from Prince William street, St. John, was
opposed by Hon. Mr. Willis, and the bill
was defeated.

The House wgut into Committee of
Supply and voted $4,500 for mining pur-
poses and $5,000 for the codification of
the laws.

Dr. Palmer's bill relating to the Great
Marsh, the bill relating to public works,
a bill to defray the expenses of the Civil
Government, and a bill authorizing the
sale of certain lands, were agreed to.

Progress was reported on the bill to
incorporate the Industrial School of St.
John.

To=Day’s Proceeding's.

The Secretary introduced & bill provid-
ing for compulsory vaccination in cities
and towns, which was read a second time,

. committed and passed. It provides for
compulsory vaccination in such districts
as the Governor in Council may deem ex>
pedient, and that all expenses to be either
wholly or partially a local or a provincial
charge according to circumstances. .

The Secretary, answering Gough, said
he was not at present solicitor of the
New Brunswick Railway Company; also
that no formal negotiations have taken
place between the local and Dominion
Government to place the late clerk upon
the superannuated list of the Dominion.

The House then rose till after dinner.

There are ninety-six bills to be assent-
ed to, and the House will prorogue at 5
o’clock.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

On Saturday a bill to incorporate the
Alma Lumber Co., and a bill to establish
two additional terms of the Westmorland
County Court for the return of writs,
were thrown out, and fourteen other bills
agreed to.

To-day’s Proceedings.

The Council has been in session since
9 a. m., and a large number of bills have
passed. Hon. Mr. Seely asked the Gov-
ernmentif any provision had been made
for the amount in the contingencies of last
year for the Clerk’s salary. Hon. Mr.
Young replied—¢‘none.”

The Bravery of Rev. Mr. Ancieut.

[Halifax (April 7) Special Despatch to the New
York Tribune.

The Rev. Mr. Ancient, the brave man
who rescued Chief Officer Firth, is in
charge of the church at Terence Bay.
He labors here as a missionary for the
Colonial Chnrch Society. His people
almost worship him, and he is as good 8
he is ‘brave. I found him yesterday at
his home near the plain little chapel on
the hill. He is a man about 36 years of
age, an Englishman by birth, six feet in
height, and strongly built. He has a ge-
nial face, a bright eye, a clear head, and
a warm heart. He speaks fluently, but
so unpretendingly that his noble action
speaks more loudly than his own modest
words. Since the wreck he has been
busy burying the dead, performing his
duty as minister, and seeing that every-
thing is done decently and in order.
Yesterdae sixty-four were buried. The
little church was opened, and the peo-
ple, his poor but honest parishioners,
came to pay the last tribute of respect to
those whom they had tried in vaiu to
save. Mr. Ancient simply read the
church service. There was no time for
a sermon, and none was needed. His
example last Wednesday was a far mor:
eloquent sermon to his people than any-
thing he could have preached. Before
noon sixty-four bodies were buried, and
when I Jeft the ox team was still coming
from the water with its heavy load of
rough pine coffins containing the dead.
"T'he burial place is a little piece of pas-
ture land secured by Mr. Ancient. The
great difficulty on the rocky shore is to
get soil deep enough to inter the bodies
properly. They have been compelled to
send to Halifax to-day for more picks,
and they were obliged to put in moss and
straw to bank up the graves
to keep the meagre soil from being
washed away. Mr. Ancient's account of
the part he played in the fearful tragedy
was vivid and interesting. ~When he
reached the wreck, which took place
about two miles frem his house, most of
the saved had been landed. ~ He sought
to find them shelter, till his attention was
attracted by the manand woman inthe rig-
ging and a boy on the wreck. He went to
Mr. Ryan, the magistrate, and said, ‘“The
water is smooth enough; you can get
alongside in a boat.” They were then
hauling the boats on the shore. - “But
you cannot get at them when you get
out there,” said Mr. Ryan. ¢ Give mc a
boat und some men; put me on board and
I will get them.” A boat was manned,
but when they neared the ship the men
would not put him on board. They
loved their pastor, and thought it cer-
tain death to put him on the vessel. Mr.
Ancient entreated them. ‘‘John,” he said
to the most solicitous of the crew, “If I
am doomed I won’t hold you responsible.
Put me on board.” While they were
backing and filling the boy fell off. They
picked him up, wrapped a coat around
him, and landed him. Finally the men
agreed to put Mr. Ancient onboard.. The
ship’s sidec was then at am angle of 50
degrees, and the fishermen have not yet
got over their admiration for thelr pas-
tor’s skill in climbing it, and in running
the rail he found a piece of one of the
braces in the main rigging, made one end
fast and carried the other along with him.
When he reached the outer davit he

<houted to the man in the rigging, ¢ You

‘washed the officer off. O Lord,” he cried

are an officer, are you not?” “Yes,"w.ts(
the reply. “Then you know how tom «e
a bowline?” “Yes, sir.” ‘Mr. Ancient
then threw him an end of the rope, first
taking a turn around the davit. “Now
put confidence in me and move when I
tell you.” Mr. Firth followed his direc-
tions, and the minister led him along by
the rope, taking in the slack ashe went.
Whenever he slipped, the turn around the
davit and the strong arm of his rescuer
held him. - A great sea swept over and

out, “I have broken my shins, I have
broken my shins.” ‘Never mind your
shins, man! it is your life we are
after.” Finally he got him to main
rigging and to the vessel’s side and
le¢ him into the boat by a
rope, and the man was saved. Mr.
Ancient was formerly a Scripture reader
in the British navy, but has been at Pros-
pect for six years. He passed his ex-
amination and has taken orders, deter-
mined to become a fisher of men. He is
a man thoroughly in earnest, but not so
serious that he could not laugh heartily
when he spoke of Officer Firth’ssolicitude
for his shins. Like the fisherman preach-
er of the Sca of Galilee, he knows how to
cast his net for souls, and if he is not a
Peter himself, he has in the most literal
sense built his church upon a rock; and
ms'ty the gates of hell never prevail against
t!
