THE SOUTHERN HORROR.

Death's Dreadful Varulval In ChnvlM* 
«en, H. V.—Tiie City Ntinkeued Agaln- 
Nlghla Spent on Ihe Street*.

Charleston,' S. C., Sept. 5__Charleston
is quiet to-day. Hardly a church in 
Charleston is considered safe for occu­
pancy and the ministers of the difleient 
denominations have, for this reason, held 
their services in different public parks 
and in grounds adjoining the churches. 
There is no doubt that the estimates ol 
loss by the earthquake are far below the 
mark. The city appraiser, who has gone 
over the whole city and is familiar with 
the value of property, estimates that it 
will cost ut least $5,000,(XX) to put 
Charleston in a position as good as that 
which it occupied only a week ago. The 
buildings which were considered entire­
ly sale are now discovered to be in a 
dangerous condition, and persons who 
thought they hail escaped without injury 
find themselves confronted with damages 
which are entirely beyond their means 
to repair. It is for this reason that there 
is so much anxiety. The relief com­
mittee, with the assistance given and 
promised, will be able very shortly to 
provide adequate shelter for the home­
less refugees, and can furnish them also 
with such food as they require. There 
are to-day in Charleston many persons 
who are suffering for the want of bread 
and meat, and who are unable to help 
themselves. Their wants, however, be-

At 0.30 lust night another earthquake 
shock of about 50 seconds’ duration, the 
first of the day, startled the people. It 
was not nearly to severe as the shock 
Friday night.

The prevailing belief here to night is 
that the worst is over, and that the in­
habitants are reasonably secure front 
further visitations of earthquake. This 
belief is based mainly upon the assur­
ances of scientists, who say there is only 
the slightest probability of a recurrence 
of the more powerful shocks after a lapse 
of so much time. With a feeling of com­
parative security thus engendered, the 
citizens who left the city in hot haste to 
elude danger, have begun to return in 
small numbers, and visitors and sight­
seers are putting in an appearance.

Enough money will probably be re­
ceived to meet immediate wants. The 
relief committee will open a general sup­
ply stoie, and issue rations to the help­
less and needy.

There was another shock at 11.05 to­
night. It was not very severe, and its 
duration was about two seconds.

What most sternly confronts the peo­
ple is the future of the city. If these 
buildings are not rebuilt or repaired, the 
city can never be what it was, and may be 
ruined. Of 12,000 buildings here, 3,000 
must be rebuilt. Many of the owners 
cannot get money to rebuild, and unless 
outside assistance is given, at least 1,000 
vacant lots will stand where buildings 
were last Tuesday. How to get money 
is the great problem.

Savannah. Ga., Sept. 5__At 9.30 last
night another shock of earthquake was 
felt here. While not severe it was every­
where perceptible, and people rushed 
from their houses and stores. Hundreds 
pf people are again spending the night 
out of doors.

THE OLD WORLD.

The Bulgarian Difficulty—Prince Alex­
ander Publicly Announce* hi* Inten­
tion ol Abdicating—A Regency to be 
Betabllwhed.

Boston, Sept 4—The London corres 
pondent of the Herald telegraphs that 
paper : The Bulgarian situation is more 
complicated, but it is etill| hoped that 
the trouble will blow over without an ap­
peal to arms. Peace mainly turns upon 
Prince Alexander’s ability to restore 
order throughout Bulgaria aud Eastern 
Roumelta. The more speedily and less 
bloodily the restoration is accomplished 
the better the chance of averting a col­
lision with Russia.

It is said at Vienna that M de Giers 
had nothing to do with the Zankoff con­
spiracy at Sofia, and was not -even cogni­
zant of the abduction project. Both the 
Czar and Prince Nicholas of Montenegro 
knew of the plot against Prince Alex­
ander’s person, but the Russian foreign 
minister was kept in the dark. He took an 
active part in fomenting the agitation 
against the organic statute in eastern 
Roumelia, and was prepared to push it 
to the length of a serious political dis­
turbance. But, in doing this, ho aimed 
rather at disquieting than at dethroning 
Prince Alexander, whom he hoped to 
reduce to docility by showing him that 
Bulgaria could not stand alone, and that 
Russia was the only available prop. The 
statement look^ probable, for M de Giers 
is a man of his century,. and such an 
anachronism as an attempt to overturn 
a dynasty by kidnapping would find little 
favor in his eyes.

Paris, Sept. 4.—It is reported here 
that within the past few days fifty Rus­
sian officers in mufti have arrived separ­
ately at Sofia and placed themselves in 
communication with the Zankoff faction 
of revolutionists.

Sofia, Sept 4—When Prince Alexan­
der reached Sofia he was met by a vast 
concourse of citizens,, headed by the 
mayor. The latter presented to the 
prince an address of welcome. It ex­
pressed loyalty and submission on the 
part ot the Bulgarians and universal grief 
over the recent events. Prince Alexan­
der, in reply, said his confidence in the 
future was unshaken. He sutumoneil 
all Bulgarians to assist him in preserving
