Th'le paistor in each
instance naturally withdrew, having no
desire to pushl himself.

Any sMociety wvishing to operate uipon
t.hiis basis has a perfect righit to do0 so,
butn it has no righit to adopt ti e namne of
the parishl in which it. is located nor
even to assumne the distinctive namne of
Catholic. When t.he society takes the
naie of Catholic it assumes to lie con-
nected with the Catholic Chirch, to
conduct its vork utnder ber anispices and
with ber sanction, to claim hr good
wiAhes and protection, and to carry in
the presence of the world the prestige
which belongs to lier. Yet for a society
Lo demand all his and at the same time
reptdiate ecclesiaistical approval and
supervision will appear to disinterested
minds a little audacious.

For it is very well known that while
these societies are well meaning and
worthy of encnuragement, there are
among the nuembers youthful and
thoughttless spirits who, on occasion,
miglht betray themselvcs or the whole
body into soine extravagance. Indeed,
we can conceive how mistakes miglht be
niade very deplorible, and hence, per-
haps., great shame aind scandal, as they

eur the name of Catholic, le brought
uîpon the Catholic Church. Individnal
Catholics have, of course, the right of
organizing any seort of society and of
conduîcting its affairs in a Catholie way;
but, unleas they have obtained clerical
atuthority ta do so, they have no right
