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A new pier was built on the Rafting Ground at the mouth of the Creek. A new
1oating platform was also provided and general repairs executed on booms and piers.
(Appendix 8, page 46.)

RIVER MADAWASKA.

The length of the River Madawaska is 240 miles. It drains au area to the south

of aout 4,100 square miles, and discharges into the River Ottawa 136 miles above
8t. Anne.
