of OTTAWA, to appear are to be held and constrained: for WE Do WILL THAT you and
each of you, be as to Us, in this matter, entirely exonerated; commanding, and by
the tenor of these pre~cents, enjoining you, and each of you, and all others in this
behalf interested, that on THURSDAY, the TWEHTY-FIFTH day of the month of MAroH
next, at Our City of Orrawa aforesaid, personally you be and appear, for the DEspATCH
oF BuBINESs, to treat, do, act and conclude upon those things which in Our raid Parlia-
ment of Canada, by the Common Council of Our said Dominion, may, by the favour
of God be ordained.

IN TEsTIMONY WHSREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WirnEss, Our
Trusty and Well-beloved General Alexander George Montgomery-
Moore, Administrator of the Government of Canada, and Commander
of Our Forces therein, ete. etc., ete, :

Dominion, this TWENTY-8ECOND day of FEBRUARY, in the year
of Our Lord one thousand eight hundred and ninety-seven,
and in the sixtieth year of Our Reign.
