THE HOLY EUCHARIST—ITS HISTORY,

DeaR ProrLE: For more than a thou-
sand years the whole Christian Church
without one dissentient voice, believed
in the real presence of Jesus Christ
in the Holy Eucharist. Wherever the
Apostles preached the Gospel altars were
erected, and bread and wine were
clm:;e«i in the Sacrifice of the Mass into
the body and blood of our Saviour. In
the early days of persecution, the places
where Mass was said were very humble,
St. Peter at Rome and St. Thomas in
India oftered the Holy BSacrifice in
houses that were both poor and primi.
tive, For three hundred years Mass was
said in the Catacombs, hollow spaces
soooped out of the {ufainand around the
Eternal City, Frequently priests, at the
risk of their lives, rushed into the prisons
and there said Mu?’ in order to give
Communion to the Christian prisoners
on the day of their martyrdom. Perse.
cution having ceased and the Emperors
baving become Christians, the basilicas
of Rome, vast balls devoted to commerce
and justice, were turned into churches
and {lmd up with altars, where every
morning the bishop or priest said Maes.
For nearly twelve hundred years no
heretic ever dsred to call into question
the dogma of the Real Presence, In the
course of time Beu:gniu Archdeacon
of Angers, encoursged by King Henry L,
of Framce, for purposes of his own,
broached a novel theory on the Sacra.
ment of the Altar, plainiy at varisnce
with the teaching of the Church, Roman
and other Councils at once condemned
his tenets, He recanted and relapsed
several times, The King’s support
having been withdrawn, he published a
final recantation in the year 1050. He
died on the feast of the Epiphany, after
giving utterance to this remarkable and
pathetic sentence: ‘To day being the
feast of His manifestation, my Lord
Jesus Christ will appear to me, either, as
1 hope, to raise me to glory for my
repentance, or, as I fear, to punish me
for the heresy I have been instrumental
in spreading.”

In the sixteenth century, Luther, an
apostate monk, the tounder of Protest.
antism, said tbat he would like to dis-
believe in the Real Presence, but that he
was restrained from so doing by the
plain, explicit language of Holy Scrip-
ture, the tradition of the Church and the
teaching of the Fathers. Calvin, for
whose private life Protestants have an
undisguised contempt, although they
adopt his teaching, was bolder than
Luther. He maintained that Our
Saviour was not really present in the
Eucharist ; that the expressions : This is
My body, thisis My blood, were figurative ;
that the Fathers for fifteen centuries
were in error on this subject ; that even
the Apostles misunderstood their
Master, and that he, Oalvin, alonc was
right. It was strictly necessary for
Prdtestantiem to deny the Real Pres-

ordship will therefore kindly pardon
me, if .Yim.

Joseph's, Nothing strange with regard
to last winter, spiritually and temporally;
all went on, if not perfectly, at least
satisfactorily. Our good father Jossard
guud the winter at 8t Isidore with
rother Josseau, The Rev. Father has
evidently told you all about his mission,
I need add nothing. As for me, I
remained at St Joseph exercising my
zeal in company with Brother Larne who
had been de to this post. At the
moving of the ice, just as 1 was about to
answer the letter which your Lordshi
had s0 kindly sent me trom Montreal,
all the Indians who duting March and
April bad succeeded one another at my
mission, and had consequently kept me
very busy, came back almost out of their
senses with fright, and literally besieged
us during two months and & balf, Your
Jordship knows it takes but little to
frighten those brave sons of the forest,
The present cause of their terror was
the whooping-cough that was making a
bavoc among the children, The Indians
thought all was over with their “nation,”
as they proudly ¢erm their beautiful race,
and appeared to be dying with
fright, At first, I thought it would
merely amount to fear, but, in
less than a fortnight fourteen
children died, Then assuredly had
our good “Red skins” the power which
they seriously imagined belonged to
their forefathers, of becoming, at will, so
many quadrupeds, each one would have
promptly taken four hoofs and the fur-
covering which the Montagnais esteem
and value most, Finally, when it pleased
God the malady ceased—and death also.
Then our Indians became brave anew,
and the mothers, difterent from Rachel,
were notinconsolable, When they ceased
to fear for themselves they dried their
tears, Moreover, the Free Traders had
just made their appearance at Great
Slave Luke, and could the Indians
think of anything else? Oh! the Free-
traders! tis & magic word for the Indians,
Your Lordship is aware of that. Our
credulous Montagnais had the simplicity
to think that the arrival of the Traders
in the south would be for them the be-
ginning of a new era, an era of prosperity
and of bappiness, in a word, that the
golden age was about to begin for the
sons of the forest. Consequently, for
a namber of years, all the Red-skin
race, panting with hope, await their
g. The self styled charitable and

ence, having lost the apostolic succes-
sion, the priesthood, and quently
the power to change bread and wine
into the body and blood of our Saviour.

The heresy of the sixteenth century,
depriving 80 many millions of professing
Christians in hife and in death for more
than three centuries of the blessings of
the Holy Eucharist, is one of the saddest
events of history, but God in His merci-
ful Providence has caused much good to
come from this great evil,

The denial of Berengarius occasioned
the eetablishment of the feast of Corpus
Christi, the office of which festival, as you
know, was composed by our St. Thomas
Aquinas at the request of Urban LV.

While Calvin and his follow-
eraspread broadcast their stupid negations,
St, Ignatius and his spiritusl children are
teaching the savage nations to bend the
knee fore the Sacramental Jesue,

the face of reason, the savage islearning
to adore in the epirit of faith, While
Jesus is banished from the magnificent
temple and the respendent altar where
He bad dwelt so long, He takes his place
tn s simpler shrine and on an humbler
altar.

The
latter, consumed with envy, the former
cold, Indifferent, casting from tirae
to time & look of contempt upon the
savages, who had nothing to offer them. At
last, the Indians, innocent as they are, were
not without realizing that the gold seeker,
whatever the mine he explore, seeks for
gold and gold alone, thinking nothing
whatsoever of the happiness, even tem-
poral, of our poor humanity, beneath
whatever statg it may be. For myself I
am thoroughly convinced that those for-
tune hunters, called traders, whose sole
religion is gold, far from belog of any
utility to our Indians, can only make
them dishonest and hence more wretched,
Therefore, 1 heartily approved, When my
people, as bashful as the fox taken by a
hen, would say to me angrily “The Bes
Icho” (Big Knives) name given by them
to Americansand strangers in general ex-
cept the French, whom they term “Bou:
lay,” i. ¢., those for whom the earth was,
and the lngiish, whom they calied “The
Ottine,” 4. ¢, inhabitants of stone houses.
The Bes Icho are not worth a thought,
they seek only to decelve us, 5o we bid

The trip
must necessarily be toilsome, and I was

aware of (i’k but when there is prospect of
dolog good to souls can the 8bllu mis-
slonary besitate. I embarked, bappy,
neath the guard of God, the 30:h of Sep
tember, I will not relate, My Lord, all the
incldents of my journey, which wae long,
toilsoma and dsogerous, I will merely
sketch rapidly some few particulars. The
place I went to, called Lrra-tcherre, had
never been visited by a miseionary. Those
who had gone furthest in this direction
had stopped st the Oomglny'l fort, and
five years sgo [ had the honor of accom-
fm{lng your Lordebip to this post. The
ndians of Irra-tcherre form a band of
wanderers belonging to all the tribes of
the Vicarlate of Athabaska-MacKenzie,
—hence they are not the best, They are
not radically bad, but ignorant and brutal,
living always far from the miselonary. It
was the desire to instruct them a little
that made me undertake the journey to
Irra-tcherre, The morning after our
detnture mow began to_fall in great
flakes, It wae winter, Since then, we
bave not seen the ground. Your Lord-
ship knows the country, as far as the
Cgl‘npmy’l post, needless then to speak
of it.

From this spot, the lake gets constantly
more narrow. You might think it a great
river were it less trouble, The approach
of the lake s very difficult, because of the
enormous boulders that fringe the shore
far out into the waters. Here and there
you perceive little islands of stome, the
only places where the boat may find shel.
ter in case of aetorm. Except those little
gunlu rocks, we meet but one large

sland, dotted with willows and aspin
trees. The oars were thickly coated with
ice, which it was necessary to break with
axes from time to time. "Vhen we reached
Irra-tcherre the fourteenth day after our
departure, the snow was a foot and a half
in depth. The rivers and little lakes
formed a solid bridge of ice, upon which
travellers and sleigbs could pass without
danger. The great lake alone was still
open to navigation, Having only
canvass tent to guard me, trembling with
cold (at least 20 degrees cent. grade) not-
withstanding my wish to do more, I muet
fain be content with hearing confessions,
conferring baptism aud giving a little
good advice to the flock (alas! almost
lost) the greater part of whom I then saw
for the fiist time. Iremained three days
with the Indians. My time was well
employed and I hope my visit was of some
use to the poor Indisns; at least they
thanked me and begged that I might
return sgain. I would willingly consent
to do so, Whatever it might cost I would
account that nothiog, but it is too far and
too difficult of access, The eve of my
departure they gave a feast and a Mon-
tagnals dance. Of course I had to witness
the latter, and be a guest at the
former, The feast, if we may call it
such, consisted of bolled bhear’s meat,
and a few pots of flour in boilig water,
which dish they term, as you know,
Rababo. For sure, many a lady’s poodle
would have turned up its nose had it
been present at the feast. As for me, My
Lord, I avow that I emacked my lips like
a true red skin, It is almost & scandal to
speak of the dance, but what does your
Lordehip think of a pastor assisting at it}
Nothing, I am sure, because our Indians
are very Innocent, Your Lordship has
doubtless time and sgain heard
the frightful hurrahs of our Montagnals
during their charivarl. But I doubt if

ou have ever witnessed the dance, and it
s 80 pretty, that I take the liberty of
saying & word of the one I was forced to
be present at. Your Lordship has often
seen a great flock of ducks beating the
air with their wings and giving forth their
Coin Coin. 1t is a perfect imitation. The
dancers, as by an electric motion, extend
violently their arms, slightly bending the
legs, the feet scarcely move, all together
utter ferocious shoute and this simultane-
ous howling {s modestly dubbed by our
Indians “The National Song.”

The i8th Oct. I took leave of the In-
dians at Irra-tcherre. The wind was favour-
able. We went under eail for two days
and & night and reached a point called
“Point of Rock,” where the Montagnais
were to await us, The cold was severe,
srd unfortunately wood was scarce. We
had to go two miles for it and then
carry it upon our shoulders to the camp,
The Indlans had not reached the place of
meeting; they came only on the morrow
far into the night., I at once began my
work of baptiems and confessions, I
was literally freezing, I caught a bad cold
that confined me to my tent for several
days. The 24th we pursued our way
towards St, Joseph, and, thanks be to God,
we arrived without very great diffi-
culty. At noon, on the 23th, we were
obliged to go to a little island and
remain captives there until the waters of
the Lake formed an immense bridge
of eolid ice. From the 28th began for me
a new mode of exlstence—the wigwam
life with the Indians, Your Lordship
knows what it is to live thus among the
savages; how the Montsgnais, in particu.
lar, are cereless, dirty, diegueting aund
what beautiful disorder reigns within
their wigwams. Let it suffice to say, My
Lord,that in the wigwam which I inhabited
during four weeks I had the advantage of
performing & rude penance. We were
twelve persons, and needless to say
we elbowed one another. But let
us be silent upon the interior of this Red
Skin palace; let the ladies do their kitchen
work witbout any comment; let us not
look at my left hand neighbor, a good
old fellow, who was constantly hunting
for “millepeds,” which he exterminated in
a summary and not over palatable man.
