Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the Bill to the Council; and defire their Concur-
rence to the fame.

Mr, Belcber, reported from the Committee appointed to wait on his Fxccllency the
Lieutenant-Governor with the Refolution of the Houfe of Thurfday laft, refpe@ing
Jobn Thomas, Efq; Colle@or of Impoft and Excife at Liverpool, and alfo Rerald
McKinnon and Charles McNiel, Ef{qrs. late Colle@ors of Impott and Excife at Sbel-
burne ; that his Excellency had been waited on accordingly, and was pleafed to fay,
he would comply with the Requeft of the Houfe, agreeable to the faid Refolution.

Mr. Sterns, reported from the Committee appointed on Saturday to draw up an
Addrefs to his Excellency the Lieutenant Governor, that the Committee had drawn
up an Addrefs accordingly, which they had directed him to Report to the Houfe,
and he read the fame in his Place, and afterwards delivered it in at the Clerk’s
Table, where it was read, and is as fcllows :

From
its extent and ferious Effeéts on the Revenues of the Province, and the Commerce
with the Parent State and her Colonies, as well as its manifeft Violation of the A&s
of Parliament, the Houfe conceived it neceflary to attempt a Remedy, ard accor-
dingly prepared and pafled a Bill for that purpofe, a Copy of which is hereunto an-
nexed. This Bill was returned by his Majefty’s Council, not agreed to, accompa-
nied with a written Meflage, ftating the Reafons, which induced the Couscil to
reject it. To thofe Reafons and the anfwer returned by this Houfe, toge-
ther with a Petition from the principal Merchants of the Province, the
Houfe beg leave refpe@fully to refer your Extellency for your further Information
on this important fubject, and humbly requeft, fhould your Excellency fee fit to con-
tinue by Proclamation the licenced Trade between this Province and the Urited States,
that you will be pléafed to put the fame under fuch Reftii&tions and Limitations, as -
may be moft efficacious to prevent the Evils complained of. ' .

- Refolved, That the faid Addrefs be prefented to his Excellericy by a2 Committee of
this Houfe. - ,

* Otdered, That Mr. Belcher, Mr. Howe atid Mr. Perkins, be a Committee for the
above purpofe.

' Ordered, That the Clerk do wait on His Excellency, to know his pleafure, whed
he will he receive the faid Addrefs.
