The State of Ireland.
Misrepresentation and calumny are as 

favorite modes of redressing Irish grie­
vances as are the bullet, bayonet and 
sabre, the gibbet and the convict ship. 
The British garrison in Ireland, when 
they see any reason to dread that what 
they believe to be their right of “doing 
what they please with their own” may be 
curtailed, invariably act upon the prin­
ciple of “giving a dog a bad name,” and 
the English Government is generally too 
ready to assist them in carrying out this 
policy, and the mass of the people of 
England, and of those who depend on 
the English papers and their echoes for 
information, are always ready to believe 
the most monstrous stories of the Irish, 
and to conclude that if they do not bear 
starvation silently, and eviction from

selled rebellion, intimidation or murder. 
We now challenge the Telegraph to pub­
lish a single speech or a single passage 
from any one of those speeches which 
even the utmost and most perverse inge­
nuity could possibly torture into an ap­
peal to the baser passions, or an incentive 
to rebellion or to murder. If it can not 
do this we surely have a right to ask, and 
we do ask, that it withdraw its “foul, 
dishonoring” charge, and apologise amply 
for having made it. The statements that 
Ireland advanced more rapidly in pros­
perity than England during the last ten 
years, and that anything has occurred of 
late to cause a withdrawal of English 
capital, of which there is precious little 
to be withdrawn, are merely untrue and 
absurd, but the closing insinuation that 
the Irish farmers or their friends seek a 
redress of grievances by “ covert rebel- 
lion and secret assassination” is a repeti- 
tion of the foul calumny in which the 
writer of the Telegraph's editorial seems

shrewd, honest mechanic cannot half say 
one thing and half believe another, and has 
no great respect or trust for the man who 
can.

Come
than a law; conscience a phenomenon,

religion and for God, should be subjects for 
earnest thought and meditation for all who 
have duties which have just been enumerat­
ed. . . . No one whose occupations lie 
among considerable numbers of men, can 
pass many days, or even many hours, with­
out hearing religious subjects discussed, 
and the discussion will too often take blas- 
phemoua tone. The mechanic, the young 
man in the house of business, the clerk in 
the office, however good and sound their 
faith may be, will often hear statements 
which they cannot contradict, though they 
know them to be false; arguments which 
they eannot answer, though they know 
them to be fallacious. It is often the case 
that such persons have to spend the greater 
part of their time in company in which ir­
religious talk is usual or perpetual.” 
(Month, Sept, 1874.)

Professor Goldwin Smith, in that ar­
ticle in the Atlantic Monthly, also bears 
testimony to the deplorable fact that a 
disbelief in Christianity, and what he 
prefers to call Agnosticism, is much more 
widespread amongst the classes with which 
he is acquainted than people generally 
suppose.

The Irish Question.
It is said, that when the British Gov­

ernment made that sudden demand late­
ly upon the Sultan to carry out the pro­
mised reforms in Asia Minor, the Tur­
kish Ambassador told Lord Salisbury 
that the state of Ireland, the famine 
with which so many districts are threat­
ened, and the wide-spread discontent, 
demanded that the British Government

greed and passion which lurks lathe nature 
of all mankind. He says: * The universe, 
so far as sane conjecture can go, is an im­
measurable swine's-trough, consisting of 
solid and liquid, and of other contrasts and 
kinds, especially consisting of attainable 
and unattainable, the latter in immensely 
greater quantities for some pigs. Moral 
evil is unattainability of pig’e-wash; moral 
good attainability of ditto. What is Para- 
dise, or the state of innocence? Paradise 
called state of innocence, age of gold, and 
other names, was (according to pigs of 
weak judgment), unlimited attainability of 
pig’e-wash; perfect fulfilment of one’s 
wishes, so that the pig’s imagination could 
not outrun reality; a fable and an impos- 
sibility, as pigs of sense now see! Define 
the whole duty of pigs. It is the mission of 
universal pighood, and the duty of all pigs 
at all times to diminish the quantity of un­
attainable and increase that of attainable. 
All knowledge and device and effort ought 
to be directed thither and thither only; pig 
science, pig enthusiasm and devotion has 
this one aim. It is the whole duty of pigs. 
Pig poetry ought to consist of universal re­
cognition of the excellence of pig's-wash 
and ground barley, and the felicity of pigs 
whose trough is in order, and who have had 
enough. Humph ! who made the pig ? 
unknown—perhaps the pork batcher?” 
Now all this, though a very gross way of 
putting things, simply throws into telling 
shape, and brings out without any varnish 
on it, the practical outcome of the religion 
of denial; men are reduced to the dead 
level of their supposed origin, and the 
strongest propension in them rules, as in 
other brutes, as a tyrannical despot over the 
rest Carlyle also pictures very graphic 
ally the efforts of such principles on the re- 
lations of man to m«n in daily Ute.and on the 
frame of mind which is encouraged by the 
religion of denial. He asks: KE Have you 
law and justice in pigdom? Pigs of obser­
vation have discerned that there is, or was 
once supposed to be, a thing called justice. 
Undeniably at least there is a sentiment in 
pig nature called indignation, revenge, etc., 

out in a more or less destructive manner; 
hence laws are necessary, amazing quanti­
ties of laws. For quarrelling is attended 
with loss of blood, of life, at any rate with 
frightful effUsion of the general stock of 
hog's-wash, and ruin (temporary ruin) to 
large sections of the universal swine’s- 
trough ; wherefore let justice be observed, 
so that quarrelling be avoided. What is 
justice? Your own share ot the general

factlie» the grand difficulty; upon which 
pig-science, meditating a long while, can 
settle absolutely nothing. My share— 
humph!—my share is, on the whole, what­
ever I can contrive to get without being 
hanged or sent to hulks.” Now turn to 
statistics, and see if Carlyle is .very far out 
Take authentic records of the condition of 
England at the present hour. I cut the 
passage as it stands out of a newspaper, re­
porting a speech of the Bishop of Salford: 
“ During the five years ending 1824 there 
were 65,000 case of crime recorded, but 
during a like period ending 1874 there 
were no less than 408,000 of such cases, or, 
in other words, crime had increased sixfold 
during the last half century, while the 
population had but doubled. Taking 
more recent dates, say from 1860 to 1874, 
assaults had increased 36 per cent., breaches 
of the peace 128 per cent., larceny 64 per 
cent, prostitution 36 per cent., people hav­
ing no visible means of subsistence 73 per 
cent,drunkenness 110 per cent—more than 
double during the last fourteen years—and 
all this while the population has only in­
creased 18 per cent." So far, what Carlyle 
says about “justice ” being “whatever a 
man can contrive to get” is proved even 
more accurate than bis own description. 
What do statistics tell us about Carlyle’s 
“pig-trough?” They tell us that last year 
150 million pounds sterling was spent upon 
drink in England. The whole nation last 
year spent sixty millions in corn, and of 
that quantity eighty million bushels were 
thrown into the “ pig’s-trough ” in the 
shape of liquid alone— for drink. During 
the next five years the “ trough” had to be 
enlarged because 718 million pounds sterl­
ing were spent in filling it with liquor. That 
is to say, whilst the population had only in­
creased at the rate of 56 per cent.

briefly stating who and what the chiefdanger of frequently recurring famines. 
In that article the Telegraph said :—

Mr. Parnell and his associates tell the 
Irish farmers that they must pay no rent, 
and that they must force the Government to 
make them landed proprietors. Thia is to 
be done by means of what Mr. Parnell calls 
“ passive resistance ” by clogging all the 
wheels by which men in ordinary life are 
moved, whether by their own volition or by 
means of the laws of the land. A pro­
gramme which exempts a man from the 
payment of rent, and which at the same 
time promises to make him a landowner is 
undoubtedly a very attractive one, and the 
peasants of Ireland would be more than 
men if they did not look upon it with favor. 
Large numbers of them have refused to pay 
any rents whatever, and those who have 
been disposed to psy their rents to their 
landlords, as usual, have in many cases 
been threatened with death.

It is not true that Mr. Parnell and his 
associates tell the farmers not to pay 
rent, and,’ we believe it to be untrue that 
any large number have refused to pay 
any rents whatever. The story that those 
who were disposed to pay their rents 
have been threatened with death are of 
the sensational order, familiar to all who 
have any acquaintance with Irish history. 
If they have any basis whatever in fact, 
it, in all probability, is only in the fact 
that some fellow who wishes to sell infor- 
mation to the police has sent some threat­
ening letters, or posted some threatening 
notice. As a charge against the tenant 
farmers of Ireland the statement is a 
calumny of the grossest kind.

Then again the Telegraph says :—
But while the Government are willing 

and ready to do all in their power to grant 
relief to the distressed people and while 
many of the landlords are generally abating 
a very large percentage of their claims for 
rent the agitators are unwilling that matters 
should be thus amicably arranged. Mr. Par­
nell, although he is the leader of the “ no 
reut movement “ has been far surpassed in 
violence by several of his followers, who 
have not hesitated to counsel armed resist­
ance and sought to throw the people into re­
bellion. In general such a proceeding 
would not be looked upon with favor in Great 
Britain, where the privileges of free speech 
has always been justly regarded as most 
sacred. But there is a great difference be­
tween speeches which are designed to effect 
necessary reforms by lawful methods and 
speeches which are addressed to the baser 
passions of man’s nature, which counsel re- 
belllon, resistance to lawful authority, in­
timidation and even murder as remedies for 
■political grievances. Such speeches as 
these are not a proper exercise of the right 
of free speech, but are licentious and 
dangerous and productive of anarchy, and 
as such should not be tolerated when it is 
seen that their effect is menacing to the 
peace of the State.

It is in every way a matter of regret, that 
Irish affairs should be assuming such a 
threatening attitude and that arrests should 
hsve been rendered necessary. The ten 
years rest from agitation which Ireland has 
enjoyed was rapidly bringing in outside 
capital, and last year it was remarked that 
the country was advancing more rapidly in 
prosperity than even England. A renewal 
of agitation and of the scenes of 1848 and 
1868 will necessarily have the effect of 
withdrawing capital from the country and 
throwing it back to its former position. 
No doubt the people of Ireland have many 
real grievances with reaped to their land 
laws, but so have the English people, and 
the grievances of both should be redressed 
in a legitimate way and not by covert re- 

"bellion and secret assassination.
Almost every line of this contains a 

calumny or a misstatement. The Gov­
ernment have as yet shown no disposition 
to do anything for the relief of those who 
are on the verge of starvation. On the 
contrary Sir Stafford Northcote has stated 
officially that it will do nothing, and the 
reply of the Lord Lieutenant to the depu­
tation of Bishops, it is said, was much to 
the same effect. It is rumored that some 
works of improvement of a trifling cha­
racter on the river Shannon will be com­
menced at once or carried on more rapid­
ly, we hardly know which, but this would 
afford only a small measure of relief to 
one locality. There is nothing to justify 
the statement that many of the landlords 
are abating a large percentage of their 
claims, and still less to warrant the charge 
that any agitators have shown an unwil- 
lingness to have such amicable settlement 
made. If any persons of note or mark 
in this movement, or any one at any of 
the great meetings lately held, or any one 
to whose utterances the slightest import­
ance should be attached, counselled armed 
resistance, we would feel much obliged to 
the Telegraph if it would tell us who 
those parties are, and what they said. 
We believe the charge so glibly repeated 
by the Telegraph to be substantially false 
and calumnious. Even of the three per- 
sons arrested the managers of the cable 
telegraph, who usually exaggerate every­
thing Irish, only say that they are charged 
with having used language calculated to 
incite to a breach of the peace. The 
Telegraph insulted and wronged a large 
portion of the Irish people very wantonly 
and very grievously when it asserted or 
insinuated that any of the speeches to 
which thousands have lately listened, were 
addressed to the baser passions, or coun-

philosophera of Greece were, he said :—
As to large effects and wide spread in­

fluences, these they never even tended to 
achieve in their most palmy days. They 
had no message to impart, except that which 
sprang from the most active brain, differing 
essentially in nothing from any other human 
brain. They certainly appear to have been 
affected with that natural craving after light 
which belongs to the condition of every 
fallen son of Adam. But their theology 
was without sap, as it was without certainty. 
They may have had some creed, but it was 
all spun out of unassisted reason, except so 
far as their minds were modified by the old 
traditions which had not wholly died out in 
the human conscience.

But they lacked light as they lacked 
Christianity. Their disciples wondered at 
and loved them if they were men of excep­
tional parte and of loving dispositions; but 
to believe in them with an immovable con­
viction was simply impossible. Their creed 
had no power over the inner life, over the 
pride and passions of the carnal man; they 
could not penetrate into the interior sanc­
tuary of conscience or take real possession 
of the soul. I do not say there were no 
exceptions, and that they did not, in rare 
instances, create an enthusiasm which was 
carried into the regions of practical life; 
but this was merely with certain tempera- 
ments; they could not take possession of 
and master man as man, or sway the human 
heart or conscience by the clearness and 
the absolute certainty of their tenets. 
Hence, with their own genius their schools 
died out, or merely protracted a kind of

AND GLOBE should begin the work of 
of the anchor (.on for theexistence which Perot
subject nationalities at home, and proved 
how unreasonable it was on their part 
to insist that the Sultan should do in 
Armenia what they confessed they were 
powerless to effect in Ireland. Between 
the condition of the Irish and the 
Armenians, and the causes which made 
their condition so deplorable, there is not 
so much difference as some may sup-• 
pose. The administration of justice is not 
quite so bad in Ireland to-day as it is in 
Asiatic Turkey, but for centuries it was 
infinitely worse, and to day if we take to­
gether the laws and their administration, 
it is only better in degree. The other 
great trouble in both countries, is the 
nature of the tenure of the soil, and the 
mode in which rent and taxes are deter­
mined as to amount, and are collected, 
are the chief national grievances under 
which the people suffer, and if we are to 
judge by results, the system existing in 
Ireland, must, on the whole, be the 
worse, as the mass of the Irish people 
are much more miserable than the 
Armenians or than any others who are 
as willing to work and who work as much 
as the Irish.

The Irish Catholic Bishops who are 
thoroughly acquainted with the condition 
and the wants of their people, the nature 
and extent of their grievances, and the 
remedies that would afford immediate 
manent cure, held a meeting in Dublin 

in the early part of this month, at which 
they passed the following resolutions:— 

First—That it is the urgent duty of gov­
ernment to take effectual measures to save 
the people of Ireland from a calamity which 
has come upon them through no fault of 
their own.

Second—That with the sad experience of 
the operation of the Poor Law act for the 
relief of the masses during the past genera­
tion, we consider its provisions unsuited 
and insufficient to meet the necessities of 
the impending crisis.

Third—That some scheme of public 
works, which would at once relieve the pre­
sent wants of the people and be productive 
of permanent benefit, should be promptly 
devised and carried into immediate opera­
tion throughout the country; such scheme 
to embrace arterial drainage, the reclama­
tion of waste lands, the construction of 
earthworks for trams and railways, the plan­
tation of mountain and marshy districts, as 
well as the improvement ot tenant holdings.

Fourth—That a deputation, consisting of 
the Primate, the Archbishop of Dublin, the 
Bishops of Elphin and Limerick, wait on 
the Lord Lieutenant to request His Grace 
to submit those views to Her Majesty’s 
Government.

Fifth—That we applaud and cheerfully 
bear testimony to the generous conduct of 
many landlords in our respective dioceses 
toward their distressed tenantry, and that 
we appeal to others to promptly imitate 
their example; that we beg of public ad­
ministrative bodies as well as private indivi­
duals to continue and, where possible, to ex­
tend the employment of the laboring classes.

Sixth—That while making this appeal 
for the relief of our people, and resolving 
to use our utmost efforts to bring about 
practical results, we feel it equally our duty 
to exhort our flocks to act under their 
trials with Christian patience and charity; 
to help each other to the utmost of their 
ability; to respect the rights of others; to 
pay their just debts to the fullest extent of 
their power, and to obey the laws, while 
using at the same time all peaceful and 
constitutional means to improve their con­
dition, especially by the reform of the land 
laws, which are a main cause of the poverty 
and helplessness of our country.

The deputation did wait upon the Lord 
Lieutenant, who, it is said, held out little 
hope that the Government would under­
take any such system of public works as 
they believe to be necessary. The Gov-

Hon upon the great world of men. Zeno, 
it is true, and the Stoics, had some power- 
fill followers; but their philosophy was 
wanting in force and distinctness, and their 
first principle was not such as could possi­
bly renew the world. Hence we may say 
that the highest efforts of the most learned, 
accomplished, and profound theologians of 
ancient days egregiously failed to impress 
the masses of mankind or to exert any per­
manent er widespread revolution in the 
conscience. And more than this, as I have 
suggested before, these pagan theologians 
were men who could not have possessed our 
conception of honesty or have understood 
our notions of ordinary consistency. They 
raw around them on every side the fearfill 
idolatries and execrable orgies of pagan 
worship. They knew, and, indeed, pri­
vately, at least, taught that the services of 
“immortal gods” was a miserable and de­
grading superstition. And yet they did not 
stir a little finger to put down what they 
knew to be the very essence of darkness 
and degradation.

More than this, they attended with the 
greatest composure, the pagan rites of wor­
ship and sacrifice, and sanctioned by the 
authority of their presence, actions which 
in their hearts, they must have thoroughly 
despised. Not one of them is exempt from 
this intolerable hypocrisy. Plato and Aris­
totle are as bad one as the other; Zeno, 
and Epicurus, and Cicero and Cato too, all 
seem to be unconscious of their prevarica- 
tions; or, perhaps having no real certainty 
in any of their theories, fell in, as a matter 
of prudence, with the practices of the peo­
ple, which they could not look on except as 
the follies of ignorant and degraded crea­
tures who were not fit to listen to their high 
and soaring speculations. Thus it was but 
natural, leaving out of account the nature 
of their theories, that the masses of honest 
and keen-witted men should not give their 
faith to the fathers of the pagan schools; 
and that never such a thing bas yet been 
heard of as a Platonic city, or an Aristo­
telian town, or indeed of any two families 
who put in practice and lived according to 
the precepts of their greatest masters. 
They were simply splendid failures. They 
exhibit to us the highest point to which the 
doctrine and morality and influence of the 
cultivated mind and intellect can reach. 
They are now but names known compara­
tively to the few. Their teaching did not 
spread beyond the garden or the academy, 
or the painted porch, or the lyceum. And 
we can point to them through all these ages, 
and in the perspective in which they stand 
take their measure, and determine their 
just position as benefactors of the world. 
Neither in creed, which feeds the mind; 
nor in morality, which feeds the will; nor 
in sacrifice, which feeds the heart, did they 
do else than prove their absolute unfitness 
to be saviours of their fellow-men.

In one of his later lectures he quoted 
from several leading infidel publications 
to show what the effect of infidelity on 
the mind of man, and consequently on 
the condition of society, must be, and 
also to show how rapidly disbelief has 
spread in England as in some other coun­
tries, and that the growth of crimes which 
are the offspring of the indulgence of the 
baser passions has kept pace with the 
spread of infidelity. A few passages 
will, perhaps, show sufficiently what 
morality without Christianity means;—

A lady disciple of Professor Moleschott 
publishes a series of letters, in which, as a 
specimen of the rest, I select the following 
passage ; “ The moral rule for each man is 
given by his own nature only, and is differ­
ent, therefore, tor each individual. What 
are excesses and passions by themselves? 
Nothing but a larger or smaller overflowing 
of a perfectly legitimate impulse." Take 
one more example, which carries the prin­
ciple still further, from the writings of an­
other lady philosopher. She exclaims: 
“Enjoyment is good, and frenzy and love 
are good, but hatred also. Hatred answers 
well when we cannot have love. Wealth is 
good, because it can be changed into enjoy- 
ment. Power is good, because it satisfies 
our pride. Truth is good, so long as it 
gives us pleasure, but good is lying also, 
and perjury, hypocrisy, trickery, flattery, 
if they secure us any advantage. Faithful­
ness is good so long as it pays; but treason 
is good also if it fetches a higher price. 
Marriage is good so long as it makes us 
happy ; but good is adultery also for every 
one who is tired of marriage, or who hap­
pens to fall in love with a married person. 
Fraud is good, theft, robbery, and murder,

and brutalizing influence has been going on 
at home, have the people been increasing 
in Christianity ? Are they tending towards 
the religion of denial, or towards the reli­
gion which it so violently opposes? Have 
men been more and more impressed that 
they have u to be perfect as their Heavenly 
Father is perfect”—which is the Christian 
principle of morality and happiness, or 
that they have to enjoy themselves as hogs, 
if that happens to please them more— 
which is the fundamental principle of the 
religion of denial? Let me quote an enemy 
to Christianity on thii point, and then a 
friend, and you will see how they bear the 
same testimony : u A very large majority,” 
says Greg, “ probably the majority of the 
operative classes in towns are total un­
believers, and these are not the reckless 
and disreputable, but, on the contrary, con­
sist of the best of the skilled workmen, 
the most instructed and thoughtful as well 
as the steadiest The hard-headed, in­
dustrious, reading engineers and foremen, 
the members of the mechanics institutes, 
the natural leaders of the artizans, are 
sceptics intellectually, not morally; they 
disbelieve, because they have inquired, 
argued and observed, and have been unable 
to obtain from their Methodist follow- 
workmen, or even from ministers of the 
Gospel, satisfactory answers to their 
doubts. Among manufacturing artizans 
and the highest description of citizen 
laborers, it must be stated, with even more 
confidence than of the ranks above them 
in the social scale, that the intellect of 
this body is already divorced from the 
prevalent creed of the country. The range 
and form of this scepticism varies widely 
in the different classes. Among working- 
men it is for the most part absolute atheism, 
and is complicated by a marked feeling of 
antagonism towards the teachers of re­
ligion, a kind of resentment growing out of 
the conviction that they have been system­
atically deluded by those who ought to have 
enlightened them. Thinkers of the higher 
order among the educated classes, and more 
especially scientific men, by no means as a 
rule go as far as this, but content them­
selves with pronouncing God to be unknow­
able and His existence unprovable; the dis­
tinctive doctrines of Christianity and the de­
tails of its historical basis neither made out 
nor in any way admissible, and a future 
life to be a matter of pure speculation, 
which may or may not be in store for us, 
but as to which no rational man would dare 
to dogmatize. Literary men and scholars 
are often sceptical and deeply religious in 
tone and temperament. But all concur in 
repudiating existing forms of Christian- 
ity —that is, the common religion of the na- 
tion; the Jehovah of the Bible, the heaven 
and hell of divines and priests, the resur-
