Referring to the question of assisted immigra-
tion, Sir Alexander stated that the Domion
was prepared to give $10 per head for each
adult bona fide settler, but that no special
provision could be made for British Columbia
as distinct from the rest of the Dominion,
Relative to fish hatcheries, Sir Alexander
said that the experience of the past had
Broved that they were not a success in the

ominion, but the deputation urged the ne-
cessity of the establishment of at least one on
Fraser river, and one on one of the rivers of
the north-west coast.

Remarkable Career of a Russian Charlotte
